“Under this bill, the CAA will
be authorized to train as many
glider pliots as they deem prop-
er. This phase of aviation has
been entirely neglected hereto-
fore In the United States, so that
today, there are scarcely 200 giid-
#r clubs in the whole nation, Ac-
cording to th CAA statistics,
there are only 124 licensed gliders
In this country, with 130 private
glider pliots registered and li-
censed and only 45 commercial
glider pilots. The glider training
program will bridge the gap for
some 2,000,000 youngsters in this
country who are today [fying
model planes with rubber bandas,
but who aim to fily real airplanes
As s00n as they grow up.

“It Is Intleresting to note that
Cermany has for years carried
on a program of glider tralning,
which has resulted in some 250.
000 to 300,000 young OCermans
baving been tralned as glider pi-
Jots.
