Beef Cattle Course 
Breeders should select beef cat­

tle on the basis of a few traits 
instead of many, Dr. Ralph M. 
Durham, said at Tech's beef cat­
tle short course Tuesday. 

Speaking before some 60 voca­
tional agriculture teachers, stu­
dents and farmer-feeders, the 
Tech animal husbandry depart­
ment head ad\'ocated looking for 
the few important traits in good 
beef cattle. The beef cattle short 
course closed at 4:30 p.m. Wed­
nesday. 

"The more traits a breeder 
looks for, the less attention he can 
pay to any one trait," said Dur­
ham. "The few important traits 
are gain, feeding efficiency, wean­
ing weight and muscling in the 
carca.r;.s. These are enough bases 
for selection." 

Durham discussed advantages 
in a cross-breeding program for 
beef production and capped his 
talk on cattle breeding with com­
ments on what a breeder faces in 
changing market trends. 

"The breeder generally is be­
hind trends because it is difficult 
to know what the consumer de­
mands wi11 be," Durham noted. 
"Is a beef grower to produce 
what is in ~emend today, or guess 
what will be in demand in the 
future?" 

"Because cattle generations are 
slow in changing, it is difficult for 
the breeder to establish goaJs 
wben there are changing market 
demands from the consumers,'' he 
added. 

John H. Baumgardner, Tech as­
sociate professor of animal hus­
bandry, described basic elements 
of cattle nutrition for brood cow 
herds and feed lot operations. 

al in the content of all beef cattle 
feeds that a brood cow gets. 

"It presents a real challenge to 
continua11y provide a cow herd 
with the kind o! supplement 
needed to produce healthy calves," 
he said. 

Baumgardner urged those at­
tending the short course to utilize 
the feeds they grow and market· 
ing them for the greatest return 
by using good feed lot manage-
ment. · 

"In this way you can seH home­
grown feeds for higher than mar­
ket price, recover and utilize the 
manure for fert ilizer and produce 
Pork behind the feed Jot catUe for 
additional profits," he said.

The expansion which began 

Nov. 21, is expected to cost 
$1,939,611.11 before the finishing 
touches are completed. Construe· 
tion and other payments mode to 
date tot8.I $1,567,252.73. leaving a 
balance of $372,358.38, W. H. But­
terfield, vice president in charge 
of development, reports. 

"Approximately $60,000 is now 
on hand," Butterfield said.
