
Wiggins Speaks 
At AAUP Dinner 

Without a genuine belief in oth-
ers, a man cannot be educated in 
the true sense of the word, Dr. D. 
M. Wiggins. Tech president, told 
approximately 200 guests at a Wed-
nesday night dinner of the local 
chapter of the American Associa-
tion of University Professors. The 
dinner was the second in a series 
of six meetings of the AAUP plan-

ned for 1948-49. 
The great amount of specializa-

tion lit ny fiisids makes such 
confidence essential, he declared. 
Because of this high degree of spe-
cialization, a tremendous problem 
has arisen, he said. 

The day is past when we can 

speak of a man as being totally ed-
ucated, said the president, for the 
law of diminishing returns "pre-
vents total education." Since such 
complete education is impossible, a 
man must of necessity turn to one 
particular phase of training. Doc-

tor Wiggins said. 
"I believe in specialization. It is 

demanded of young men and wo-
men seeking higher education that 
they acquire learnings peculiarly 
adapted to special fields in their 
chosen profession," he stated. 

Sam Leifeste, president of the lo-
cal chapter, presided and intro- , 

 duced Doctor Wiggins. 

Dr. Ralph S. Underwood, pro-
fessor of mathematics, who was for 
three years a member of the na-
tional council of the AAUP, report-
ed on his work with the council. 
His brief speech emphasized the 
growth of the AAUP from 1920, 
when membership totalled 2,388, to 
September. 1948. when membership 
had swelled to 30,857. 

Mrs. Margarette W. Walker, dean

a lingering illness. Hospitalized for 
about a week, the professor left 
his teaching duties here shortly 
before the Thanksgiving holidays. 

Pallbearers were C. C. Schmidt, 
P. T. Glazner, John Lucien Up-
shaw, A. W. Young, E. E. Day, 
and Dow Smallin. They were all 
intimate friends of the deceased. 

Crossenrolled in Tech as a 
freshman in 1926, receiving a 
bachelor's degreein physics in 
1930, and the following 
year a master's degree in mathe-

matics. 
After leaving Tech, he taught in 

high schools for several years un-
til his appointment as instructor 
in the physics department here in 
1936. He taught here until 1941 
When he accepted a position with 
the Philadelphia Textile Institute. 

Then in 1944 Cross returned to 
Tech as an instructor in the army 
program. Later that year he went 
to the University of Idaho where 
he taught in that school's navy 
program. In 1945 he taught at the 

University of Oklahoma.

May Be Bought For Faculty Use

People from almost everywhere 
and for almost every reason are 
interested in Tech. This interest is 
disclosed in letters to the registrar 
for catalogues. Of course, letters 
for catalogues say practically the 
same thing, but some have an ex- 
tra "something' that can be inter-
esting reading. 

Last month the accumulation 
amounted to about 265 letters from 
all over Texas, 25 other states, 
Washington. D. C.. and Honolulu. 
The greatest number of out-of-
state letters came from New York. 

Many letters called Tech a uni-
versity. Often it was referred to as 
Texas Technical college or Texas 
Tech nology college, and Texas 
Tack crept in once. One girl really 
got fouled up and sent a letter ask-
ing about TCU in an envelope ad-
dressed to Tech. We, quite non-
plused, sent her qjWilp•• Tech cata- 
logue. 

There is still me 1-.-nterest in 
boys getting a college education 
than girls as shown by a bit of sta-
tistics compiled from the letters. 
Seven mothers and four fathers 
wrote specifically for catalogues 
for their sons. No mothers and 
only one father wanted a catalogue 
for his daughter. A mother re-
quested "a catalogue for references 
on holiday dates, courses et cetera" 
because her son is enrolled there. 
she explained. You can't fool Ma-
ma. now! 

Cross took the post of assistant 
professor of physics. He held this 
position at the time of his death. 

Cross lived at 2015 15th, and is 
survived by his wife, the former 
Miss Amelia Erode, of Frostburg. 
Md. She is the only immediate 
survivor. They were married last 
June 20 in Oklahoma City. 

The professor was a member of 
the American Physical Society, 
American Association for the Ad-
vancement of Sciences. Mathemati-
cal Association ,of America, Texas 
Academy of Science, and several 
honorary and scholastic fraterni-
ties. 

All physics classes and labora-
tories were dismissed Thursday no 
that the faculty and students 
could attend the funeral.

Last year's crop judging 
team won first place at Kansas 
City in the national contest, and 
second place in the Chicago inter-
national contest. This year's team 
won third place In Kansas City 
and second in Chicago.

Holden Returns From Meet 
Of Conference Of Deans 

Dr. W 	Holden, dean of the 
graduate division, has just return-
ed from Memphis, Tenn., where he 
attended a two day meeting of the 
Conference of Deans of Southern 
Graduate schools. 

The working out of a system of 
accrediting graduate schools was 
discussed, stated Dr. Holden. The 
purpose of accreditation is to raise 
the standards of graduate schools.

Holden remarked. He said that an-
other year will probably elapse be- 
fore a plan will be put into effect.

Enrollment Figures 
Show Fall Increase 

Enrollment at Texas Tech has in-
creased from 6,111 students in the 
fall of '47 to 6,145 this fall. 

A decrease, however; is indicated 
in freshman and sophomore en-
rollment of some 907 students less 
than last year. Junior and senior 
enrollment increased this fall 878 
students . over last year's mark. 
Graduate enrollment is also on the 
up-grade 60 students over last 
year's total. 

The enrollment in the engineer-
ing and home economic divisions 
is less than it was last year, but 
a student increase is shown in ag-
riculture, arts and science and 
business administration depart- 
ments this fall. 

Registration data show that stu-
dents from 598 Texas towns are 
amongour campus population. 
Lubbock leads town enrollment 
with 1,754 and Fort Worth tallies 
second having 135 representatives 
in Tech.

The buildings in question may 
be either the officers' club or a 
hospital unit, stated Doctor Gold-
en. The faculty could use the build-
ings for both business meetings 
and for recreational purposes, he 
said, adding that he did not know 
where the surplus structures might 
be situated on the campus. 

Suggestions which would be of 
aid In obtaining the buildings are 
w el c om ed, said Doctor Golden. 
Such suggestions, he said, may be 
given either to him or to other 
members of the AAUP committee 
who are: Dr. J. William Davis, pro-
fessor and head of government. 
Dr. Truman Camp, associate pro-
fessor and chairman of English: 
Dr. Ralph S. Underwood, professor 
of mathematics and Miss Mabel D. 
Erwin, professor and head of cloth-
ing and textiles.

years hen Tech had only three 
men each season to gain more than 
300 yards, it had six this time. 

For the second straight year, 
Calvin Steveson, halfback from 
Brownfield, led the Raiders in 
yardage rushing with a total of 
354 yards, on 79 carries for a 4.5 
yards per try. A very close second 
to Steveson was Glenn Lewis with 
a net gain of 352 yards on 65 car-
ries. Then followed in order, Earl 
Jackson with 296 on 54 tries, Char-
ley Reynolds with a 268 total on 

38 tries, J. W. Thompson with a 

259 net on 43 carries, But Conley 
with a 241 total on 75 tries, and 
Zac Henderson with a 174 net gain 
on 36 carries. Bill White gained 
141 on 19 tries for the best aver-
age per try of 7.4. He was follow-
ed in this department by Charley 
Reynolds with a 7.0, J. W. Thomp-
son with a 6.0, and Earl Jackson 

with a 5.5 per tries. 

Ernest Hawkins led the Tech 
passers with a 519 net yardage on 
33 completions in 82 attempts. He 
had four passes intercepted. Milton 
Rathbone had the best completion 

average of .562 compiled by com-
pleting nine of 16 attempts for a 
total yardage of 168. Bill Lyman 
completed six of 11 for a 140 total 
and a .545 percentage. Neither 
Rathbone nor Lyman had any aer-

ials intercepted. 
Ernest Hawkins led the aerial 

defenders with seven interceptions 
good for 186 yards. He was follow-
ed by Cal Steveson with three in-

terceptions. 
In the pass receiving department, 

Tech had a total of 15 men to re-
ceive passes. Bill Kelley was tops 
with 134 yards on 10 catches, and 
Steveson and Lewis followed with 
107 on two and 107 on seven re-
spectively. J. L. Gulley caught the 
most touchdown heaves, by taking 
two across the double stripe. 

In the punting department, Zac 
Henderson led with a total of 1,425 
yards in 38 boots for an average 
of 37.5 yards per try. Bill White 
was second with a 511 total on 16 
boots for a 32 yard average. 

Hawkins was tops in total yard-
age on punt returns with 93 yards 
in nine carries, while Reynolds 
took second place with a total of 90 
yards on four returns. 

On kick-off returns, Charley 
Reynold. was way out in front 
with a 268 total on eight returns. 

Reynolds nailed down high scor-
ing honors with a total of 59 points 
scored on six touchdowns. 20 points 
after touchdowns, and one field 
goal.
