With the opening of classes to-

day; Dr. D. M. Wiggins will begin 
his second year president of 
Texas Technological college. Look-
ing back over the first 12 months 
of his administration, the progress 
which has been made is—to say 
the least—astounding. 

Doctor Wiggins. who came to 
Tech from Texas Western college 
Sept. 1. 1948, has in one year net 
a pace which clearly indicates that 
he has grasped the full meaning 
and needs of not only the college 
but also the city and area in gen- 
era  l. 

One of the outstanding features 
of his first year is the large build-
ing program which is underway. 
Within a short time workmen will 
begin construction of two wings 
extending 130 feet south of the 
Administration building at a cost 
of approximately $750,000. Later 
two w wil be added to the En- 
gineering

ings 
 building; a Home Eco-

nomics building will be construct-
ed, and within a year a Science 
and Music hall will be added to the 
campus. 

At the present time workmen are 
busy in the interior of several 
buildings renovating, repairing and 
repainting. Perhaps one of the 
most startling changes has taken 
place on the campus Itself. 

Landscape Work 
Under the direction of the new 

landscape director. Elo Urbanov-
sky, grass has been planted  in 
many of the bare areas and trees 
and other shrubs have been net 
out and are beginning to beautify 
the campus. Paving of parking 
lots has also done much to help 
the appearance of Tech. 

Strengthening the faculty, re-
shuffling of the whole concept of 
responsibility back to department 
heads and others in executive posi-
tions has also been one of the out-
standing features introduced by 
Doctor Wiggins. 

"Goad administration rests with 
having good men doing key jobs 
and the big thing, is to surround 
yourself with people who can do 
good jcbs:' Doctor Wiggins said. 
"I've been very fortunate in hav-
ing men like Dr. E. N. Jones, vice

president; Frank Junell, Marshall 
Pennington and others to join me 
in the administrative task ahead," 
he added. 

New Teachers 
Thirty-nine new faculty members 

have been employed for the fall 
semester. Of the additions two are 
in Agriculture. 16 in Arts and 
Sciences. two in Business Admin-
istration, 17 in Engineering and 
two in Home Economics. The fac-
ulty at Tech numbers 336 in all. 
There are 82 professors, 67 assist- 
ant professors. 110 instructors. 50 
associate professors and 27 - teach-
ing fellows. 

Doctor Wiggins is stressing pub-
lic relations with schools of this 
area and extension of college good 
will Into the ranks of industry.

The Tech power-laden Red Raid-

For brief moments the team 
showed the ability that should 
make  it  one of the best in the his-
tory of Tech, but for the most part 
it was a very slow ball game pro-
ducing nothing much to cheer 
about, since Coach Dell Morgan 
did not use anything except 
straight plays into the line. 

The game got underway with 
fireworks quickly, as quarterback 
Ernest Hawkins of Lamesa, took 
the opening kickoff and ran it 
back to ACC's 35 yard line. Good 
ball carrying on the part of full-
back Bud Conley moved Tech in-
side the ten yard line, but ACC 
stiffened and took over on downs. 

Play see-sawed back and forth 
for the rest of the first half, with 
both Tech and ACC threatening. 
ACC launched its drive which car-
ried down inside Tech's 20 yard 
line, but the big forward wall of 
the white shirted Raiders, held for 
downs, and Tech gained possession. 
The most determined bid by either 
team was made by Tech in the sec-
ond quarter when Tech moved 
down to ACC's four yard line with 
first down and goal to go. Three 
plays Into the center of the line 
failed to gain, and on the fourth 
Play, Earl Jackson, fullback from 
Qua.nah, fumbled quarterback Mil-
ton Rathbone's pitchout, and ACC 
took laver on its own six yard line. 
The shore stood at the half, Tech 

ACC 0. 
Tech received to open the second 

half, and the Red Raiders proved 
quickly that they were ready for 
action by moving for a score with-
out losing possession of the ball. 
Calvin SteVeson, halfback from 
Brownfield, going over from the 
two, Tim Hatch, halfback from 
Welling-ton added the extra point 
to  make the score stand, Tech 7, 
ACC 0. 

Quickly in the fourth quarter, 
Tech added two quick counters 
against the tiring Wildcats to give 
the final score. Quarterback Mil-
ton Rathbone passed to end Dick 
Jackson in the end zone for the 
first score and handed off to full-
back Bud Conley, who lateralled 
off to halfback Ike Stover who 
went over-standing up for the final 
touchdown. Coach Morgan used 
almost every man on the bench in 
trying to find out the strength of 
his squad. Particularly outstand-
ing for the Raiders in the line 
were tackles Jerrell Price of

Dean Adams, who joined Tech 
faculty in 1927, had been head of 
vnvineering since 1932.
