Major point of opposition to crea-
tion of such a lounge is that it 
would be discriminatory, that it 
might be the first step In bringing 
the kind of student segregation 
which Tech has avoided since its 
conception. 

It has pointed out to us that a 
senior room might be fitting at 
those colleges where Greek letter 
fraternities are permitted and 
where wealth and family name 
have greater weight than they do 
here, but that it would be incon-
gruous at Tech. 

We agree. We feel that students 
of less than senior rank should not 
be denied entrance to any campus 
lounge or game room merely on 
a basis of scholastic classification. 

Too well do we remember how, 
in service, we were barred from 
certain places by "Officers Only" 
signs. Enlisted men and officer, 
were kept apart by tradition and 
by policy. Tech does not have any 
tradition of class distinction; it 
needs none;it will surely suffer it 
ever such separation is practiced 
on this campus. 

Further, we doubt if a senior 
room would be pot to enough sun 
to warrant it. Unless it were ra-

Not only was the English lan-
guage generally spoken no slovenly 
or no loudly that it lost meaning 
but it seas uttered by actors whose 
French and German accents ob-
scured the importance of their 
speeches. The dialogue was cha-
otic; the cutting was impossible; 
the shifting from scene to scene 
was so abrupt that continuity of 
action was extremely hard to fol-
low. 

The picture has been running 
for weeks in New York, where it 
became something of a surprise 
hit. It has been acclaimed for the 
magnificence of its ballets. one of 
which, "The Red Shoes". is probab.

-  The will to win is a wonderful 
thing.  •  The ability to win is even 
more tremendous. But the talent 
for losing—gracefully and with 
poise—is seldom found and rarely 
appreciated. 

Not that we're sorry Tech drop-
ped the Miners last Saturday. 
We're proud as punch because the 
El Paso crew was pointing to 
Coach Dell Morgan's boys and 
were loaded for bear. It was a 
splendid victory for the Red Raid-
ers. 

However, all our yesterdays were 
not triumphs and the tomorrows 
won't be either. Still we hear the 
clamor from downtown signal-call-
ers  and the other rooters of some-
what dubious loyalty who ask for 
"a winning team." Presumably, the 
only formula needed for "a win-
ning team" is to fire the present 
coach and go far-afield in search 
of another mentor and more ver-
tatile gridiron talent. 

Funny thing about this hulaballo 
is that a lot of the wolves aren't 
alumni of Tech or any other in-
stitution of higher learning. Self-
made men, in many cases, they as-
sume  that a college football team 
should have their same standards 
of  excellence. i.e., to win. Prompt-
ed by localism they adopt the han-
diest college team, and before long 
their yearning for awinning team 
can  infect a whole city or student 
body. 

In other words the public sud-
denly assumes that the . research. 
educational standards, faculty and 
national academic standing of the 
college will rise or fall wits the 
outcome of the Saturday forays. 
Nothing could be more erroneous. 

In fact, it is otter quite the reverse. 
Carnegie Tech was a great football 
power 10 years ago, Today, the 
Pennsylvanians field a mediocre 
team. Nevertheless, the quality of 
its graduates and educational 
training has—if anything—increas-
ed. 

The point is: Everything in its 
proper place. Football is import-
ant as a binding force for student 
morale (spirit) and is a grand ex-
tra-curricular activity. It has some 
value as a media for public rela-
tions off the campus. There its 
value ends. 

Educators got alarmed by the 
trend toward over-emphasizing 
football about 18 years ago and the 
now famous Carnegie Report fol-
lowed. It candidly told how the 
winningest school in the country 
was located in Georgia. It also 
told how that college got its play-
ers, etc. The University of Chicago 
happened to have a spanking good 
team at that time, The report 
showed that the Maroons simply 
had a good bunch of intelligent 
boys who liked to play football as 
a SPORT. Now, 18 years later, the 
Georgia school is an educational 
and sports non-entity. Chicago 
dropped football altogether and 
went in exclusively for education. 
Standards changed in both places. 

The standards at Tech ought to 
change, too. Tech is going to grow 
and serve Texas and the South-
west, even if the team loses every 
game next year by a lopsided score. 
Every student, alumni and town 
follower ought to readjust their 
standards of the importance of 
football in a college program. 

If  our boys win, fine. If they 
lose, they did their level best and 
we still congratulate them. The 
classrooms will still be open on 
the next Monday, and the fickle 
public memory will have forgotten 
ail about it in another month or 
so, anyway,

Tech Drug 	Mark Halsey Drug No. 2 
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Many Livestock Championships Won 
By Texas Tech Since Its Opening

Toreador Staff Writer 

Since 1925, when Texas Tech 
opened its doors, its entries in live-
stock competition have won many 
coveted championships in some of 
the outstanding livestock shows in 
the state. 

Tech gained its first important 
championship in 1928, when both 
a Holstein-Friesian bull and cow 
were adjudged to be grand cham-
pions at the Texas Panhandle-
Plains Dairy show In Plainview. A-
gain in 1930, Tech showed the 
grand champion cow and bull. Both 

re Holsteins. At the same show we 
in 1931, a Holstein-Friesian cow 
won the grand championship award 
of the show. The college's entry re-
peated this honor in 1932, when an-
other Holstein -Fresian cow won 
the grand championship. 

Tech's entries in dairy cattle 
competition continued to make an 
outstanding record, when in 1934, a 
Guernsey bull and cow won the 
grand champion titles at the Pan-
handle South Plains show in Lub-
bock. In '35, a Guernsey cow and a 
Holstein bull were selected as 
grand champions in the show at 
Lubbock. The same year, Tech had 
the grand champion Holstein-
Freisian cow at the Texas Pan-
handle-Plains Dairy Show in Plain-
view. Three years later, in 1938, 
Tech had the grand champion Jer-
sey cow in the Panhandle South 
Plains show in Lubbock. This was 
the last year that Tex. Tech ex-
hibited or entered dairy cattle com-
petition. 

In 1929, the college exhibited the 
grand championship carlot of fat 
wether lambs at the Southwestern

Raiders arose to the occasion, and 
dropped the ball carrier for a yard 
loss.

Tech got down to cases early in 
the third quarter, and racked up 
its first score of the game.

Cal Steve-
son drove the remaining six yards 
and though hit at the line of scrim-
mage, managed to dig his way to 
the double stripe, laying the ball 
accross the goal. Hatch converted 
and the score stood 7-0. 

A blocked punt on the Mocker 27 
set up the final score in the fourth 
quarter. Steveson, Hatch and J. 
W. Thompson moved the ball to 
first and goal to go from the Miner 
three yard line, and a holding pen-
alty set them back to the 18. Haw-
kins completed a pass to Hatch 
who was knocked out of -bounds 
on the three. On fourth down, 
Steveson scored from four yards 
out on a beautiful piece of decep-
tion on the part of quarterback 
Hawkins. The try for extra point 
was blocked, and the -scoring was 
over in the ball game. 

It was probably the best game 
of the season for the Raiders, who 
except for a few miscues should 
have run up a higher score, Terri- 
fic line play featured the contest, 
with Dan Pursel, John Andrews, 
Marshall Gettys, and Jerry Price 
standing out. Andrews turned in a 
very good performance at an of-
fensive tackle slot. Pursel made 
the best tackle seen all year in the 
third quarter on the kick-off fol-
lowing Tech's first score. 

In the backfield. Hawkins turn-
ed in a good game at quarter. and 
a fine performance at defensive 
safety. Hatch, Conley, Steveson, 
and Thompson stood out in the 
ball toting chores. Steveson looked 
very good, and turned in probably 
his best playing to date. The same 
is true of Hatch.

In 1945, in beef cattle competi-
tion at the State Fair In Dallas, a 
Tech Aberdeen Angus steer was se-
lected as reserve champion at the 
show. Steers from Tech again won 
honors at the State Fair when two 
Tech steers, a Hereford and an Ab-
erdeen Angus. were selected as re- 
serve champions in 1947. The fol-
lowing year, a steer exhibited by 
the college, won the highest award, 
grand champion of the State Fair 
of Texas. This same year, Tech 
had two more champions in the Ab-
erdeen Angus and Hereford classes. 
Last year at the State Fair, Tech's 
entry won reserve championship. 

Pictures of most of these cham-
pions can be seen on the first floor 
of the Agriculture building.
