Yaqui Trippers 
Speak Tuesday 

W. C. Holden, Expedition 
Head, Is Presented In 
Assembly With Other 
Party Members 

Members of Tech's Yaqui expedi-
tion into Mexico were speakers at 
a special convocation in the gym 
Tuesday morning at 11 o'clock. 
President Bradford Knapp intro-  
duced the speakers. 

Dr. W. C. Holden, planner and 
head of the expedition, and instruc-
tor in anthropology and history. 
gave the psychological view-point 
of the Yaqui Indians. 

"Their religion is a combination 
of paganism and Catholicism .... 
When shooting Mexicans, they do 
it religiously;' he observed. He dis-
played the head-dress, belt, and 
rattlers of the 'devil chasers,' with 
the remark, "Those devil-chasers 
are the busiest fellows in Yaqui 
land." 

Ross Edwards, mayor-elect, gave 
the geographic location of the 
Yaqui country. Dr. R. A. Stud-
halter, head professor of biology, 
told instances of the Yaqui's kind-
ly toleration of curious examina-
tions by expedition members. 

The official medical Investigator 
of the party, Dr. C. J. Wagner. of 
the Lubbock sanitarium, revealed 
the menace of tuberculosis In the 
dry, hot country, mentioning poor 
living conditions among the In-
dians. Charles A. Guy, editor of 
the Lubbock Avalanche and Journ-
al and historian, also spoke brief-
ly. 

W. G. McMillan, local contractor. 
displayed and explained the uses of 
various Yaqui made articles. 
Among these were bows and ar-
rows, furniture, articles of cere-
monial dress, and the various mu-
sical instruments.

A brief glance at figures prepared by the 
editor and business manager shows the present 
paper to be on a money-making basis. Allow-
ance for all items of overhead, including all 
printing costs, salaries to the editor and business 
manager, and numerous incidentals, still leaves a 
profit for a paper which is supposed to merely 
"pay as it goes." These monthly profits would 
warrant payment of small salaries to an assis-
tant editor and an assistant business manager. As 
the situation stands, assistants in each department 
receive no remuneration, a fact which might well 
be classed as a serious handicap to efficiency; 
and it goes without saying that assistants on any 
publication must of a necessity do a large part of 
the work. 

A final point in any such argument for a 
semi-weekly paper is that an increase in news 
inchage and editorial space will indubitably en-
hance the value of the paper to both advertisers 
and readers.

I I REVIEW WITH ALARM

It is often the proud boast of American cit- 
izens that in their country by the abolition of 
titles and royal prerogatives they have dispensed 
with that hereditary power that brought ruin 6. 
the great European countries. The arguments 
against the hereditary kingship were simply that 
a just and able father did not of necessity guar- 
antee a just and able son, and therefore, while 
the father might rule his kingdom with great skill, 
the son might wreck it. To protect the people 
against such dangers, the people in the United 
States dispensed with the kingship and thought 
that the curse of hereditary power would never 
blight the shores of freedom's land. 

And yet for all the good intentions of the 
founding fathers, they merely substituted one 
power for another power. The might of the an- 
cient kings was a petty structure compared to the 
labyrinthine edifice of stocks and bonds built by 
the kings of modern finance. And we, our noses 
stuck in ancient history, declaim our freedom 
while the inept son of some stock-plunger (a non- 
productive social parasite) inherits his ten or twen- 
ty millions—resources with which he could de- 
stroy the lives of ten thousand people. 

The fault of hereditary kingships was that 
they offered no guarantee to the people against 
the misuse of power, and such a lack of guaran- 
tee to the people is exactly the fault in a civiliza- 
tion where the power of money is inherited. So 
it is not I but those on the other side of the fence 
who view with alarm the renovated tax measure 
of the American Senate, which provides for a 
governmental assessment of sixty per cent against 
all inheritances over $10,000,000, and a vigorous 
raise in the higher income taxes. _ 

This action shows that the Senate realizes 
that Big Business has pointedly failed to coop- 
erate with the New Deal. It was obvious to 
Roosevelt and his advisors that salvation lay in 
cutting down profits and in increasing wages; for 
wages are spent for the produce of factory and 
farm and so keep business going; while accumu- 
lated profits are apt to go into machine construc- 
tion and thus cause a further piling up of the sur- 
plus. The reports of many of the big business 
combinations for the Roosevelt year show a rise 
of thirty to forty per cent in profits and of but 
one to five per cent in wages. 

There is a big stick that can yet redistribute 
wealth and that is the taxing power of the Fed- 
eral government. It is heartening to see it in use. 
Let us hope that the Lower House has the same 
clear perception of the uses of taxation. 

 

 

A Semi-Weekly Toreador? 

   

FOR the past two years there have been many 

inquiries from students and faculty members 

concerning the feasibility of a semi-weekly paper 

for Texas Tech. Staff members have investi-

gated the problems of a weekly paper to find 

that with little change of routine and with no fi-

nancial loss to the Tech press, a semi-weekly can 

be maintained just as successfully at this institu-

tion. 

Review of faults in the present weekly pub-

lication show one serious handicap to be a lack 

of timeliness in- news items. In short, a semi-

weekly presents its news to readers twice weekly, 

allowing a shorter interval between dates of is-

sue, while a weekly presents its news to readers 

when it may be six days old and yet must be 
classed as timely. 

In addition to lack of timely news, the paper 

is hampered by overcrowding of pages with for-

eign and local advertising. On the present week-

ly basis this paper has not had the space for the 

customary amount of news and editorial matter 

which the most ethical publications carry. True 

enough, The Toreador depends solely on adver-

tising as a source of revenue; but with the doub-

hog of publication dates, a semi-weekly can sup-
port its financial obligations just as successfully as 
can a weekly.

ger of the McCormick Advertising 
bureau In Amarillo, the former 
Toreador editor broached to Horn 
plans for publication of a weekly 
student newspaper, since no stu-
dent organization provided for fill-
ing the offices of editor and busi-
ness manager of the paper. Both 
hailed from Memphis, where they 
had had several years experience 
in the newspaper game. Forkner 
later became first business mana-
ger of this paper. 

Another first in this chronicle is 
Montgomery's first meeting with 
the former Miss Pauline Trippet 
A transfer to Tech from Trinity 
university, Miss Trippet was also 
a member of this institution's first 
student body. She was likewise the 
first student here to complete work 
for award of a degree.

At the same time Montgomery 
was outstanding in debate and th-
r student activities. Registered 

most of the time for six or more 
full courses, he likewise stood out 
as a wholear. With the double ma-
jors of history and English, the 
newspaperman consistently h a d 
grades of 'A' In all his studies. 

Was Publicity Director 
Also as a part of his work 

Montgomery worked regularly for 
the Lubbock Avalanche and the 
Lubbock Journal. He was employ-
ed as a linotype operator on both 
newspapers and also was an ad-
vertising salesman for the Journal. 
And in his second year here, the 
founder of the Toreador served as 
publicity director for Tech, a post 
now held by Cecil Horne, head pro- 
fessor of journalism. 

Following his two years In this 
college, Montgomery was employ-
ed by the Amarillo News and 
Globe.
