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Students Take Special Cours e "It is our belief," Day reported, 

Invaluable experience and 
knowledge of what a career in 
science offers was gained by 25 
high school students who took a 
special course in physics at Tech 

this summer. 
The students from throughout 

Texas received a month of special 
study designed to increase enthus-
iasm and interest in science. The 
program is sponsored by the Fund 
for the Advancement of Educa-
tion. James W. Day, assistant pro-
fessor of physics at Tech, directed 
the project here. 

In a special report on the pro-
gram, Day said it will be several 
years "before it is possible to 
fully evaluate a program of this 
nature." 

Only after the student has com-
pleted his senior year of high 
school and freshman year of col-
lege will the program director be 
able to determine how much it 
accelerated the students' educa-
tion, he commented. 

The high school students had 
completed their junior year, in-
cluding two courses of math, a 
year of chemistry and a biology 
course. They possessed I.Q.'s of 
120  or  more, when selected to 
take part in the program. Only) 
one-third of those. recommended 
by high school principals were se-
lected for the program here. 

A study of flight theory, navi-
gation, and meteorology was in-
cluded in the physics study. Field 
trips included visits to White 
Sands Proving Ground and Hollo-
