Assisting her as business man-
ager will be Roy Grimes. senior 
arts and sciences student from 
Lubbock. H served as editor of 
the 1949-50 yearbook. 

The appointments made Tues-
day marked the first time under 
a new system that all the publi-
cations officers have been picked 
solely by the committee. In form-
er years, the editors and business 
managers were put in office by 
vote of the student body in the 
general elections. Last spring stu-
dents approveda constitutional 
amendment changing the manner 
of selection from campus-wide 
balloting to committee appoint-
ments.

Hottest Race Is For Presidency; 
Five Battle For Secretary Post

at a pre-election rally in the Rec 
hall. Candidates for the offices of 
president and secretary of the 
Studentassociation made stump 
speeches, and prospective cheer-
leaders demonstrated their abili-
ty to lead yells. Other candidates 
were introduced. 

Altogether, 69 petitions were 
taken out for 26 offices, but with-
drawals and fneligiblity rulings 
cut that number down to 60. Two 
students are unopposed in their 
races for council executive posts, 
so the battle has narrowed to 64 
persons seeking 24 positions. 

But today's ballot is small com-
pared to the 82 names which con- 
fronted students during the gener-
al election last spring. That cam-
paign brought out 2,602 voters in 
the primary. 

Students today will not select 
persons for four posts which, up 
until this year. were filled by 
electoral choices. The editors and 
business managers of The Torea-
dor and La Ventana were ap- 
pointed by the Publications com-
mittee. 

Three persons are running for 
president: Horton Russell. senior 
engineer from Amarillo; Russell 
Logan, junior.. engineer from Big 
Spring,: and Gene Hamilton, 
junior business administration 
student from Fort Worth. 

Only two candidates announced

I wholeheartedly disagree with 
you that the revival of this battle 
is an unhealthy situation for Tex-
as Tech. I believe that it is a man 
of better student government to 
come and restored interest in the 
tudent elections. Independent 

means much more than you pointed 
ut. When a candidate announces 

that he is running independent, it 
means that he is running on his 
own merits and qualifications to 
fill the job and is not running on 
the hopes of being elected because 
of the influence of 50 or 60 guys 
that are more or less obligated to 
back him because he is one of 
their club brothers. An independ-
ent isrunning by himself; the vot- 
er has only his qualifications to 
weigh, whereas a candidate with 
the backing of a social club is aid-
ed by all of the influence that his 
club brothers can swing for him. 
This narrows the friendly fight 
down to qualifications versus club 
influence and qualification,. 

If Texas Tech can develop a two-
party political system. we will he 
-issue.' of better representatives 
on  the student government be- 
cause "Socialite and Independent" 
will balance themselves and then 
the voters will have to weigh their 
decisions on qualifications. Your 
regret that Texas Tech is develop-
ing a two-party system seems to 
be based on the same belief that 
we Texans would hate to see Tex-
as develop into a strong two-party 
state, yet at the same time we know 
that it would be a healthy situa-
tion. One party could act as a 
check against the other. Should a 
person be condemned because he 
runs on the Republican ticket in 
Texas? Maybe so on the ballot, 
but that particular individual and 
his party, or just his party, should 
not he crucified; by the press be-
cause it is Republican and the 
paper is Democratic. I believe you 
will agree that we have been leav-
ing the selection of nomlnees pret-
ty much up to the social clubs in 
the past. 

Theso-called Socialities have 
brought this battle on themselves. 
I know of a particular club that 
put up one of their members for 
every office, that they could find 
anyone even partly interested in. 
to run. They entered candidates 
for business administration, arts 
and sciences, etc. Qualifications 
were not considered--only the re-
quired grade point average and 
the person's consent were neces-
sary to be placed in the election. 
Although some of their candidates 
mar not be qualified for the office 
they are seeking, some of them 
more than likely will be elected be-

It was to 
students generally, asking them 
to consider candidates solely 
on a basis of qualifications, 
not on their extra-curricular 
activities. No personal com- 
ment was intended. 

Nor was the column sup-
posed to decry the "revival" 
of a, two-party political set-
up at Tech. We agree such a 
system could provide incen-
tive for increased student par-
ticipation and interest in elec- 
tions.

We must agree that some 
social clubs ale backing memo- 
hers for offices solely out of 
the desire to net those persons 
in Auden( government seats. 
What makes that practice all 
the more undesirable is that 
some of those candidates are 
certain to be elected. when 
their qualifications seem to be 
nothing more thanenrollment 
at Tech and the necessary 
grade average. We have always 
believed that devotion to the 
college comes first. but for 
some persona, allegiance to a 
club pin seems more Important. 

Such a method of selecting 
candidates I s undemocratic, 
bat we  see  no remedy, unless 
the clubs at fault decide to 
keep hands off the elections 
and limit their activities to 
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Before You Vote .. . 
Today you have the opportunity to help choose officers for 

next year's student government. All you have to do is this: take 

less than five minutes' time to mark preferences on a ballot. 

But before you vote, won't you consider these four points in 

regard to the candidates? 

LEADERSHIP. This 10-letter word almost speaks for itself. 
This trait must be present if a student officer expects to get 

the job done. There are no if s and and's about it—a poor leader 
has no business attempting to direct student activities. His ef-

forts will be fruitless. 

INITIATIVE. Successful student directors think for them-

selves. They visualize results of actions considered by the coun-

cil. If a proposed move seems turning in the wrong direction, the 
student officers, after weighing the proposition from all angles, 

must stop it. Those in charge of student affairs should act on 
their own initiative and not be swayed by glory-seeking, pre-

judiced or-radical majorities. 

CONFIDENCE. Possession of this trait is indeed valuable. 

Not only should the student leader have confidence in himself 

and what he  is  doing. but he must command the respect and 
cooperation of the administration, the faculty and those who 

elected him to the important position. Lack of confidence means 
failure. 

WILLINGNESS TO WORK. If student leaders are aggres-
sive and desirous of putting over student entreprises, they can-

not shirk the task through negligence and indolence. Only by 
continual work, undisturbed over  a  nine-months' period, can 

the student officers really complete  a  diversified, well-planned 
program. It is certainly  an  honor to hold an elective post; on 
the other side of the fence, a first-class servant of the people 

grows tired. but must by all means, continue presenting and 
pushing the best interests of his constituency time after time. 

The Toreador has no desire to dictate your voting. How-
ever, the student semi-weekly asks you, in the interest of clean. 

effective government, to THINK when you go to the polls to-
day. WON'T YOU?
