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Margaret Twyman More Than A Beauty 

Tech's Dean Of Women Experienced 
As Counselor In Colleges; Of YWCA

It's rad to tell at first glance 
whether Mrs. Margaret G. Twy- 
man, new dean of women, is just 
another coed or a member of the 
'faculty. 

Once chosen a beauty queen by 
the Chicago Tribune, she can 
prove by her many capabilities 
that she is much more advanced 
than the average campus beauty. 

Dean Twyman arrived at Tech 
this fall and immediately went to 
work. Even though her job is new 
to her, working with college Wo- 
men is "old hat" She has done that 
from the very beginning. Gales-
burg, Ill., was her starting point 
for a career which eventually led 
to her present position. 

Along with her studies in Knox 
college in Galesburg, she found 
time to do summer counseling 
work in YWCA camps. She in-
structed classes in swimming and 
tennis at these camps. Volunteer 
hospital work also took up a part 
of her time. 

Some of her other activities at 
that time included acting as presi-
dent of AWS and chairman of 
Women's day, which was dedicat-
ed to women all over Illinois, and 
teaching a Sunday school class. 

After receiving her MA in per-
sonnel administration from North-
western university, Dean Twyman 
acted as assistant counselor of 
woman at Oklahoma university. 
She took time-out during her work 
there to get married. While trav-
eling with her husband who was 
an army. officer, she almost cov-
ered the entire United States. Her 
nine-year-old son was born dur-
ing that time at Fort Sam Hou-
ston. "He's a native Texan, and 
mighty proud of it," she said. 

When her husband was killed in 
the crash of a P-38, she returned 
to the University of Oklahoma and 
helped organizea centralized 
placement service. From there she 
went to Ohio university where she 
acted as assistant dean of women. 

Coming to Tech from Ohio, she 
i already deep into her new du- 
ties. "My work is in better condi-
tion than my house," she says. "I 
still have barrels in my living 

Despite the fact that she leads 
a busy life, Dean Tywman still 
finds time' for hobbies.

Paced by the crashing ground play 
of fullback J. W. Thompson and 
the bulls-eye passing of John 
Moughon, Texas Tech's oft-beaten 
Red Raiders threw a tremendous 
scare into the Rice Owls at Ho, 
ton.last Saturday before losing 13-7 

Twice the Raider scoring ma-
chine came to a grinding, halt with-
in clawing distance of gaydirt. 
Once Thompson raced a blistering 
73 yards toward the double stripe 
only to be nudged out on the Owl 
seve. In the closing minutes of 
play,

n 
 the big Red had a despera-

tion drive snuffed out by the bone-
crushing Rice line on the three-
yard line, only one short of a 
first down . 

The record book also shows that 
Tech turned on awesome offensive 
power, particularly in the second 
half, to soundly outplay their final 
Southwest conference rival. On the 
ground, the Raiders rolled up 312 
yards rushing to 174 for Rice. In 
the air, Rice moved 10 yards less 
than Tech with 61 yards. 

First down charts showed Tech 
17, Rice 8. 

But the headline in the history 
books will read that Rice scored 
twice, Tech only once. Twice the 
Tech forwards faltered, allowed 
speedster Ted Riggs to ramble un-
touched to the double stripe. Both 
times it was a quick opening T-
play, going off left guird. 

The record book will also show 
that the stubborn Rice eleven, long 
noted for rock-ribbed defensive 
play, didn't let down Inside their 
own 10, save once, when Thomp-
son plunged over for Tech's only 
tally from the one. 

Experience can't be counted out 
altogether. Big gun of the Tech 
attack was Sandy Welton, who car-
ried 20 times for 118 yards. Thomp-
son piled up 110 yards on 12 tries, 
and Moughon contributed with his 
passing. Hudson Routh did his 
share of backfield chores, as did 
Bobby Close and Tim Hatch. 

Of that group, only Hatch and 
Thompson are seniors, Close is a 
junior and the others are sopho-
mores. In contrast, the Rice backs 
have spent the season winning all 
but two games, and were members 
of last year's Southwest confer-
ence championship squad, though 
not all were regulars. 

The two defeats were against 
SMU and Texas, two of the top 
teams in the nation.
