Fair Play . . 
Much unnecessary animosity is aroused between colleges 

by the action of a few members of the student body of the 

schools. 

Similar things may have happened in Canyon Friday night, 

but more noticeable to students at Tech was the regrettable 

action of a few students from West Texas State college. 

As Techsons we should not develop a spite for West Texas 

college just because of the painting of some of our buildings, 

for the few that splashed the paint are not representative of 

the majority of students on the neighboring campus. 

But, we as Texans should regret that state funds are being 

spent so uselessly on students to infantile that they have no busi-

ness in college. 

We' hope that there are no students on Tech campus with 

such a misplaced sense of values that they would do such things 

on some other campus. 

Advancing as fast as possible in beauty, Tech campus must 

iiot be marred by the high-spirit.,  Lut child-like pranks of 

students from other campuses. Our only assurance of keeping 

t so is to play fair and not mar other school campuses. 

Eliminate The Negative . . 
Is there a need for an organization movement among non-

social club women and men students on this campus? 

Recent negative actions among a certain group of women 

"independents" indicate that some positive actions are called 

for. Low number of votes cast in the recent elections may be 

partly attributable to the lack of organization among sections 

of the student body. Several students not affiliated with social 

clubs, which seem to form the line of demarcation between so-

called "independents" and "non-independents," have voiced a 

reason for their disinterest in campus politics. In essence they 

say, "Why should I go vote? The social clubs control the elec-

tions. The clubs nominate their candidates, then it is just a case 

of which social club has mustered the greatest number of their 

members to elect a candidate to office. My vote means nothing." 

This disinterest in elections should bp remedied. Roughly 
estimated, less than 20 per cent of the student boy is connected 
with social clubs. That leaves about 4,500 students who could 
easily become the strongest group on the Tech campus. All 
independents are not disinterested persons. A few realize their 
rights and privileges and take part in campus affairs just as 
any normal member of a democratic group should do. But for 
the many students who feel that their efforts are defeated even 
before they try, something is definitely needed. 

There is the problem that if independents become organized, 
no longer would they retain the status of independents. But 
history has shown that organization is the answer to proper 
representation. 

If organization of "independents" is the answer, the organ-
ization must be well thought out and carefully executed. Agen-
cies on the campus stand ready to hear the case out for organi-
zation. The deans of women, men and student life hold the 
answer, perhaps. In their offices are persons who have had 

- experience with meeting student needs. They have seen how 
"independents" worked on other campuses. They are ready to 
alleviate the problem of disinterest among the majority of stu-
dents. But if students are not interested enough to make the 
first move, these qualified persons cannot begin to go their half-
way. 

Among the 4,500 students mentioned above, and among 
the club members themselves, there are bound to be hundreds 
of sound opinions on this subject. The Toreador is asking for 
letters which voice constructive opinions. Only through indi-
vidual effort will campus affairs became truly representative 
of all students.

Perhaps this is the begin-
ning of fair measures worked out 
by cooperation between women and 
administrators.

Such action was no-
ticeable but not too extreme dur-
ing the second quarter.

Saturday's game with West Tex-
as demonstrated the need for that 
extra equipment.
