Two departments in the division 
of engineering have received the 
approval of the Engineer's Council 
for Professional Development, 
Dean Dysart E. Holcomb announc-
ed Thursday. 

Accrediting of an option in the 
textile engineering department and 
of the entire industrial engineer-
ing curriculum brings to five the 
number of engineering departments 
with an approved rating. 

The ECPD is the main accredit-
ing agency for schools of engineer-
ing. 

"Recognition of the two depart-
ments raises the division's stand-
ing," Doctor Holcomb said. The 
curricula in civil, electrical and 
mechanical engineering had held 
the rating of the council since 
1937. 

The approval also makes possi-
ble national affiliation of the Tech 
chapter of American Institute of 
Industrial Engineers. The action 
will aid industrial graduates in se-
curing a license which is required 
for all jobs of responsibility, Hol-
comb pointed out, 

Graduates from non-accredited 
four year colleges must take an 
examination- to qualify for a, li-
cense while accredited school grad- 
uates receive the permit automa-
tically. 

The engineering option in the 
textile department received the 
council approval. The department 
also offers degrees under options 
In production and chemistry and 
dyeing. 

Progress toward the approval be-
gan in the summer of 1949 when 
Inspection of the two departments 
was requested. The inspection was 
granted in February. The council 
made a survey of the two depart-
ments, approving qualifications of 
the staffs, equipment and financial 
support of the departments.

We have received a pamphlet 
from the Democratic National com-
mittee which, in gibberish and' 
double-tells, attempts to gain the 
votes for the Democratic party in 
the coming congoessiorail elections. 

Item by item the sheet tries to 
compare major legislation of the 
Republican Eightieth Congress 
and the Democratic Eighty-first 
Congress. 

The introduction to the "score-
board" calls the information "proof 
that the people of America knew 
what they were doing when they 
voted Democratic in 1948. This is 
proof that ;  where the Eightieth 
Congress sold out to the big lob-
bies, the Eighty-first Congress re-
stored government of, by and for 
the people. 

"The Democratic party remains 
the party of the American people." 

Like all such propaganda, the 
pamphlet seeks only to secure 
votes and in doing as appeals to 
voters' emotions with the use of 
lifeless adages such as "govern-
ment of, by . ." 

Perhaps the present government 
is one of the people and for the 
people, or at least one for the ma-
jority. The party has been per-
petuated in office partly by its 
numerous handouts, however. 

Some items listed as perform-
ances of the Democratic dominated 
Congress include authorization of 
multi-billion dollar housing, defeat 
of Republican attempts to tax 
farm cooperatives, increased taxes 
on individuals and corporations, 
attempts to reverse Taft-Hartley 
act. 

All the actions point to a strong-

ness to economize. 
Where to from here? We can't 

answer. But, looking to traditions 
in social legislation, perhaps the

When Late Magazine last week showed horses and dog+

1. Will the highways of America become more dangerous?

In Texas last month 169 persons died in 14,058 automobile 

accidents while 4,790 others were injured. Traffic on Tech cam-
pus provided one of the injuries. 

Glen I. Myers, who Was injured on Sept. 25, was one 
of 202 Texas pedestrans injured during September. Economic 
loss in the accidents amounted to $6,721,013. 

Must Texas continue to have its citizens killed and injured 
at an ever increasing rate? To drain its wealth by uch economic 
losses? 

The money lost in the accidents would operate Texas Tech 
for two years. Who knows what might have become of the per-
sons killed? 

While Texas traffic is something over which legislators 
should be concerned, traffic on the Tech campus should be the 
concern of every student.
