The highest unemployment figure 
in 16 years will be announced next 
week, officials said today. 

The new figure of 5,100,000 job-
less in February represents an in-
crease of more than 600,000 over 
January. 

DEMOCRATIC SENATE Lead-
er  Lyndon B. Johnson of Texas 
announced the Defense Depart-
ment is speeding up the spending 
of about 450 million dollars on 
Job-producing military construc-
tion projects in areas where peo-
ple  are  looking for work. 

Johnson, saying the nation's un-
employed now number between 
five and six million, told a news 
conference he will press for Sen-
ate action on major measures in 
providing jobs. 

In this connection he mentioned 
appropriations, housing, highway 
and education bills, and said: 

"I think we can pick up some 
200,000 to 500,000 jobs by govern-
ment projects, it should have  a 
good psychological effect upon the 
country."
