Hike in Postal Rate 

Approved by Senate 
i-dlINGTON. Fe]- 2,3 I . 11 

The Senate tonight voted 49-42 
to accept President Eisenhower's 

proposal for a 5-cent stamp on 
non-local letters but limited  it  to 

three years. 
The vote was to reject an 

amendment of Sen. Islonroeney D. 
Okla., to knock out of the bill the 
5-cent stamp. The vote largely 
followed party lines with all but 
two Republicans opposing the 
amendment. 

THE VOTE thus kept in the 
postal rate increase bill a pro- 
vision fixing the 5-cent rate on 
first class out-of-town letters be- 
tween July 1, 1958, and June 30. 
1961, with  4  cents on local letters. 

The permanent letter rate would 
be  4  cents  as  compared with the

The Tech group had an indication 

of what was to come when it arrived in 

Dallas. Scheduled was a joint pep rally 

with the Mustang rooters. One SMU stu -

dent was on hand when Tech arrived. 

Then, as game time drew near, 

things began to come to a head. As it ap-

peared half of Tech's band would not be 

allowed to enter the game. SMU athletic 

officials said that only 40 members of 

the band could enter as non-paying cus-

tomers, but after a conference the entire 

14 members were finally permitted to 

the game. 
Inside the coliseum, things started 

off pretty well with each school swap-

ping yells, fight songs. etc. (And the 

comparatively smaller Tech group al-
most holding its own. But things were to 

change. 
After the Saddle Tramps made their 

way from the supposedly "finest seats in 

the SMU Coliseum" reserved for the 
Tech student body (concrete slabs in the 

end zone) to form a line for the Raiders 
to make their entrance, the first act of 

unkindness was administered. 

Since the Raiders took extra time 
in the dressing room, the Tramps had to 

wait on the floor for several minutes. 
Apparently, the SMU students decided 

they needed "entertainment." at least 
they accommodated with cat-calls and 

penny-throwing. 
Which, reminds of the excellent set-

up the students of SMU have in their 

coliseum. The student body sits right 
next to the court, on either side, where 

they can have the first (and most tell-
ing) cracks at the team and officials. 

Then, above all, 	 football  

squad k or athletic participants) is locat-

ed near the visiting team, where it can 

display its fine points of sportsmanship 

where it counts the most.

And when they invar-

iably missed, the Mustangs soon were 

able to take a comfortable lead. 
As, the Tech rooters began to en-

courage the Raiders, SMU went into 

their fine delay game, and the huge 

throng of Mustang backers staged a 

scene that the Techsans will long remem -

ber with a foul taste. 
Pulling out white handkerchiefs, 

the SMU fans, in unison swaying from 
side to side, waved back in the direction 

of the Lubbock fans, while chanting, as 

one huge choir, "Poor Raiders, Poor 

Raiders," until the game ended. 
It is little wonder that there were 

fights after the game. 

The whole thing was a blow to our 
respect for SMU. Previously we bad con-

sidered the Dallas school a fine, upstand-

ing denominational university with stu-
dents of the highest caliber. Now we 

have doubts. 
Perhaps we're wrong. First impres-

sions may not always be good ones. But, 
then, we're reminded of last year's play-

off game against Big Eight champion 

Kansas. A similar circumstance deve-
loped, complete with pillow-throwing. 

Is the SMU student body proud of 

this conduct? Does the SMU administra-

tion condone it? The students are seated 
next to the court. There was no effort 

to stop any of the noise, not even by the 
SMU cheerleaders. 

So SMU won its 45th straight regu-

lar play game on its home court. It al-

so won the ill will of Texas Tech.
