KING, BORN in Hamburg, Ark-

ansas, attended Reagan High 

School in Houston. He played for 

University of Texas from 1935 

until 1938, and was a senior when 

the Longhorns were under the 

direction of Coach Dana X. Bible. 

King's first year of coaching 

was spent at Kennedy. In 1939, he 

and his wife, Beth, moved to Enid, 

Okla., where he coached for six 

years, during which his Enid High 

School team won three state and 
five district championships. 

ASSISTANT to Coach Henry 
Frnka at Tulane University, King 
became well-known for his re-
cruiting from Texas. Of the 22 
first men of the Tulane squad, 
14 were "Texas Greenics", re-
cruited by King. 

The year 1949 found King as-
sistant coach to Harry Stiteler 
at A&M. In 1950 he returned to 
Texas, where he remained until 
1956, as assistant to Ed Price. 
During this time, the Longhorns 
won the Southwest Conference 
championship three times. 

King is the father of four 
children. He and his family plan 
to move to Lubbock from Col-
lege Station in the early sum-
mer. 

ASSISTANT coach Joe Kerb ,  

also brings with him a brilliant 
record. 

Born in Dallas, but raised in 
Seminole, Okla.. Kerbel was gra-
duated from the University of 
Oklahoma. 

His record in high school coach-
ing ranks includes: 75 wins, 15 
defeats, and 2 tics. 

HE COACHED at Cleveland. 
Okla., in 1950-51. From there 
Kerbel took a coaching position 
at Breckenridge. During the three  

seasons he was coach, the 131, I, 
enridge team won 3A state ch,init 
pionships every year. 

Amarillo was the next stop 
for Kerbel. In 1955, his first year 
with the team, Amarillo had a 
5-5 record. The 1957 season end-
ed finding Amarillo boasting an 
11-1 record. 

KERBEL and his wife, Frances, 
are in the process of building a 
home in Lubbock. They are the 
parents of four children. 

When asked about the plans of 
the coaching staff, Coach Ker-
bel said, "The entire staff hopes 
to produce a team everyone will 
be proud of. However, to do this, 
we must have the concentrated ef-
fort of everyone, particularly the 
student body. The team, as well 
as the staff, must know that 
everyone's behind them for a win-
ner to result." 

THE STAFF has already begun 
recruiting and making plans for 
spring training, which will prob-
ably begin in late April. 

Following the recently signed 
cultural-tourism exchange treaty 
by President Eisenhower and the 
Soviet ambassador student and 
teacher tours have been arranged 
to Russia in cooperation with In-
tourist, the USSR government 
travel agency.

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Park mg Proposal Will Help 
ACCORDING TO REPORTS the Cam-
pus Traffic Conunittee is considering 
a plan to permit parking on streets near 
Weeks Hall. 

If passed by the committee, this 
will furnish at least partial relief for one 
of the most acute congestion areas on 
campus. 

Students have been parking on both 
sides of Fourteenth street to pick up and 
leave dates, and dorm residents have been 
parking for short times here. However, 
traffic tickets have been issued both by 
the Campus Security Patrol and the city 
police. 

The parking on both sides of this 
street as it has been practiced has caused 
a congestion that at times has completely 
blocked traffic. There is no question but 
that it has been a hazard, both to the 
driver and the pedestrian. 

The proposal before the committee 
undoubtedly reads parking on one side 

of streets only. If it doesn't, the same 
congestion that there now is would re-
sult. 

But when parking on one side of 
the streets is legalized, there still will not 
be enough parking space, but still it will 
be a step in the right direction if only 
in the savings on parking tickets. 

Perhaps the final answer to this 
problem will come with the planned con-
struction of a turn-around loop in front 
of Drane and an increase in the number 
of parking spaces on this lot. 

But until this construction is done, 
the present proposal before the Traffic 
Committee, while by no means complete-
ly solving the problem, will partially 
alleviate it. 

BOOK REVIEW 

Texas Prison Man 'Understood' 
Meaning of Prison Bars, Freedom

Lee Simmons employs the 
elements of autobiography, his-
tory and his own philsophy of 
life in his memoirs to produce 
a colorful and factual account 
of his career as a Texas law-
man—a career which led him 
from the position of sheriff of 
Grayson County to that of man-
ager of the Texas Prison Sys-
tem "within the walls" of 

SIMMONS' SUCCESS as 
head of the prison system can 
be attributed to his personal 
understanding of exactly what 
prison bars mean when they 
stand between an individual 
and freedom. In the fall of 1894, 
when Simmons was 20 and the 
"wild West" was still that, he 
tried to settle accounts peace-
fully with an enemy of his 
brother. The fellow went for 
his gun and unfortunately lost 
the draw. Simmons was indict-
ed for murder. After lengthly 
and muddled court proceedings 
he was acquitted. 

ALTHOUGH Simmons was 
then beginning his fourth year 
at the University of Texas, he 
never returned for his degree. 
Instead he took up farming 
near Sherman and was even-
tually induced to run for the 
office of Grayson County 
sheriff. He was elected. Promp-
tly, an unsuccessful attempt 
was made on his life, three 
bullets going through his body. 
Simmons' tenure as sheriff of 
Grayson County was filled with 
a number of humorous and 

touching incidents. The 111051 

amusing having to do with 
bootleggers. gamblers and men-
tal cases he encountered. 

ONE TALE relates of a wo-
man whom he delivered to the 
State Hospital for the Insane. 
Much to his embarrasment, as 
the train rattled along the wo-
man began to prowl restlessly 
up and down the aisle. He fol-
lowed her. Passengers began to 
stare. It was obvious that one 
of the two was looking after 
the other, but it was not clear 
which was which. Their amuse-
ment increased when the de-
mented lady locked herself in-
side the ladies' room and Sim-
mons took up his vigil outside 
the door. 

After his resignation as 
sheriff in 1916, Simmons re-
sided as a private citizen in 
Sherman until called upon to 
accept a post which he at first 
emphatically declined — that 
of general manager of the Tex-
as Prison System. 

AT THIS time the record 
of the system was dotted with 
numerous reports of escapes, 
guard slayings, ill treatment 
of prisoners and mismanage-
ment of state property and 
funds. Conditions within the 
main prison and the farms had' 
been awarded every descrip-
tion of criticism from "rotten" 
to "safe-as a chicken coop." 

Simmons' first edict as head 
of the system was issued to 
his managers and guards: ill 
treatment of prisoners both 
physical and verbal — was to 
stop. His first concern in the 
handling of his duties was al- 

ways for the welfare of the 
prisoners. Simmons' belief that 
good treatment returns co-
operation evidently paid off, if 
the sharp drop in jumps (es-
capes), hunger-strikes, work-
strikes and the like is any in-
dication. 

IN THE FIRST year the 
total of escapes dropped from 
302 to 187. The count during 
his last year was only 71. On 
the whole, Simmons' policy of 
kindness instead of abuse and 
understanding instead of ridi-
cule was a success. 

At the time of Simmons' ac-
ceptance of the managership of 
the prison system, there was 
a notable deficiency us two 
aspects of the system which he 
felt vitally important — edu-
cation and recreation. His hand-
ling of these two programs is 
past history. The most pro-
minent examples of his work 
along these lines is the na-
tionally famed Huntsville 
Rodeo, "Texas fastest and wild-
est rodeo." 

AN OUTSTANDING feature 
of Simmons' narrative and his 
sketches of the unusual people 
whom he encountered on both 
sides of the law. Most people 
need no introduction to the 
names of Clyde Barrow and 
Bonnie Parker, nor to the deeds 
which marked their rebellion 
against society. The chapters 
devoted to these legendary 
characters form the most ab-
sorbing portions of the book. 

One of the most interesting 
peace officers who gained re-
cognition in Simmons' remin-
scences is "Uncle" Bud Rus-
sell, transfer agent of the Texas 
Penitentiary. Over a forty-
year period Russell handled 
115,000 prisoners—from the 
mildest to the wildest — and 
lost only one. 

Losing this prisoner was such 
a humilating experience for 
Russell that he promptly wired 
Simmons tendering his resig-
nation. Simmons sent him a 
message upon his arrival at 
Huntsville refusing his resigna-
tion and telling him bluntly to, 
"go to hell." 

If Assignment Huntsville oc-
casionally is lacking in literary 
polish, it is redeemed in the 
reader's eyes by floe frankness 
and sincerity with which the 
author presents a factual ac-
count. Sometimes humorous, 
sometimes touching, sometimes 
serious, it is a subject handled 
well by the author, who is 
aided and abetted by a lame 
amount of experience and com-
mon sense. 
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"You speak today of "Naughty 

Nudes." 
You speak tomorrow of "Das 

Kapital." 
As I knelt at the corner news 

stand eagerly poring over the lat-
est issue of Wow! one part of my 
mind was torn from the pages of 
art and humor to the startled ex-
clamations of the proprietor in 
conversation with a bevy of most 
ardent women. As the conversa-
tion became more animated I tor-
got to read and listened, not with-
out amazement. to the good la-
dies and their helpless victim. 

"WE REPRESENT the Society 
for the Furtherance of Good Clean 
Literature and having been told 
that you handle certain uh-hm-
shall we say vulgar publications 
we felt it to be our duty as Amer-
icans and as citizens of this com-
munity to come here today to pro-
test the sale of such literature and 
to warn you that unless such 
publications are taken from your 
newstands we will, first of all take 
our business elsewhere, and .. " 

"If that's the way you feel, take 

"And should you still persist in 
such pernicious actions we will 
lodge a protest . " 

"You'll what?" 
"Lodge a protest with the pro-

per officials." 
"Oh for .. . Get the hell out 

of here.!" 
Needless to say the good ladies 

of the Society for the Further-
ance of Good Clean Literature 
were shocked, but they still did 
not leave. 

"Sir! we have influence and we 
shall exercise that influence. 
Wait and see!" 

AT THIS THE noble martyrs, 
doubtless to the refrain of "When 
the Saints Go Marching In",troop-
ed one and all out of the build-
ing.

Texas Tech's fearsome-five-
some unleashed a furious offen-
sive and displayed a stifling de-
fense to shellac the Texas Long-
horns 93-66 in a SWC basket-
ball game which boosted them into 
a first place tie with Arkansas. 

DISPLAYING DEADLY accu-
racy and business-like confidence 
which added up to one of the 
smoothest wins for Tech this 
season, the Raiders avenged by a 
tremendous 27 points an earlier 
loss at the hands of the Steers. 

The margin probably could have 
been more but shooting cooled 
as most of the first team left the 
game with five minutes remaining 
in the last half. 

Tech jumped into an early lead 
as the game progressed. The fast 
break play of the Steers, which 
figured so greatly in their vic-
tory over Tech two weeks ago, 
was thoroughly defended against. 
The win, however, must be at-
tributed to the hot shooting of 
four Tech double scorers who  

have been big guns all season. 
Rarely have they put their abi-
lities together in such a fashion 
as they did Tuesday night. 
PODD HILL, Charley Lynch, Ger-
ald Myers and Pat Noakes paved 
the road to victory with an on-
slought of 78 points between 
them. 

Hill was the top scorer with 
27 points. The Sudan junior's to-
tal could probably have been much 
higher, but he left the game with 
six minutes remaining. Hill 
scored 15 points in the first half, 
12 in the last half and displayed 
the brand of floor play that will 
be badly needed against SMU this 
weekend. 

CHARLEY LYNCH matched his 
great night against Arkansas by 
adding 23 points to the fast-click-
ing Tech side of the score. Lynch 
grabbed 14 rebounds and hit 
several long set shots squarely 
through the net, greatly pleasing 
the throng of 8,000. In the first 
half, Lynch dumped in 11 points, 
in the last half 12 more. 

Gerald Myers, dependable Raid-
er guard, played a staunch defen-
sive game and scored 14 points. 
A running duel between Myers 
and SMU's Max Williams will 
probably develop this weekend in 
the crucial Dallas game. 

PAT NOAKES showed no sign 
of his recent injury as he had 
one of his better nights in scor-
ing 12 points, proving he will 
be a tremendous asset in Tech's 
final drive for the title. As did 
Lynch, Noakes had 14 rebounds. 

Also important were scores by 
Wade Wolf, Chuck Key. Gene 
Arrington and Bobby Wilson. 
Team play was probably the main 
factor in the victory and could 
again be the key to success when 
Tech plays SMU Saturday night at 
Dallas. 

SMU, who swamped Rice 70-59 
in Dallas Tuesday night, will be 
awaiting Tech with a 44-game 
winning streak on their home 
court. 

THE RAIDERS avenged two 
earlier defeats in thirr last two 
games and Saturday night hope 
to return the compliment to SMU, 
which handed the Raiders their 
lone home defeat in conference 
play. 

Some 800 Tech students will 
make the annual out-of-town trip. 
A win could mean the title fce 
Tech.
