Architect Bradshaw Tours Europe, 
Finds Wine Cheaper Than Water

"I promise unending devotion to 
the task of continually studying, 
learning, seeking, experimenting, 
that I may become ever better 
educated and trained for my work." 
This excerpt expresses the attitude 
behind a study tour of Europe 
made last summer by W. L. Brad-
shaw, Tech professor of architec-
ture. 

This tour, which was sponsored 
by Columbia university was made 
in order to study contemporary 
work in town planning, housing 
and architecture. The group who 
made the tour consisted of teach-
ers  and architecture. graduate stu-
dents and two under-graduate stu-
dents, 

"It was work," said Dr. Brad-
shaw, as he outlined their visits 
to national, county and local archi-
tectural headquarters in nine coun-
tries. The &crop talked with archi-
tects, contractors and builders. 
and watched the actual rehabilita-
lion program in process. 

Dr. Bradshaw expressed ad-
miration for Holland because 
it has done so much to rebuild 
cities which were completely 
rated by the Germans, and for 
the country of Sweden which 
is the most prOgressive, accord-
ing to our American ideas. 
Recognizing. however, that hu-

mor is essential to a good archi-
tect, Dr. Bradshaw admitted that 
the trip had its less serious mo-
ments. "It was not one of the 
stereotyped tours," said Dr. Brad-
shaw, as he related numerous in-
cidents which lent to the success 
of the trip. 

The group was equipped with a 
special English-speaking guide, a 
private coach, and were treated 
to a grand Swedish meal by Eric 
Sig,frid Persson, one of the lead-
ing Swedish architects. Traveling 
with these added conveniences, the 
group had time to notice such 
points of interest as the abundance  

of small plots of flowers in Den-
mark and Sweden, where every 
home and business had window 
boxes or other small gardens, and 
the unusual shopping centers in 
England, where there is a separate 
shop for each type of merchandise, 
for example, tea shops, canned 
goods shops, and fruit shops. 

Dr. Bradsaw found many inter-
esting aspects to Sweden. Among 
these were the popularity of 
American soft drinks and comic 
strips. He was quite surprised to 
find young Swedes reading "Hop-
along Cassidy" and a Swedish ver-
sion of "Popeye." One of the on- 
usual things about these cartoons 
was that the dialogue was written 
partially in English and partially 
in Swedish. Another interesting 
point was the fact that all Swedish 
young people are aompelled to 
learn English in their schools. 

Paris, perhaps didn't live up 
to Dr. Bradshaw's expectations, 
for he related an incident about 
a friend of his who hurried 
in one day to tell him of a 
great discovery. "You know," 
said the friend. "all the good- 
looking French girls here are 
Americans." 

Dr. Bradshaw and part of his 
group remained in Europe for a 
time after the tour was over. They 
visited in Italy and Switzerland 
before returning home. 

In Switzerland colored bathtubs 
were in vogue, with each hotel 
having its own Particular coMrs 
and designs. Dr. Bradshaw even 
saw one bathtub which was bright 
scarlet, with a matching lavatory.
