This is 
the translation which Grove's au-
thoritative DictiOnary of Music and 
Musicians credits with having "set 
a new standard in English trans- 
lation of opera." 

By substitutinga narrator in 
the manner of "Our Town" for the 
usual combersome operatic sets 
the Figaro troupe can "travel 
light." As aresult they are able 
to bring this acknowledged mas-
terpiece of opera buf fa to places 
where opera was only a name be-
fore. 

When this production was done 
in New York Gotham's hardboil-
ed critics were united in their en- 
thusiasm for a Figaro which could 
be as hilarious as a George Kauf-
man comedy and yet fulfill the 
highest standard of musical excel- 
lenee.

A short time age the sweaters of first year football letter-

men were received, a fact that is not generally known over 
the campus because the football men receiving the letters re-
fused to wear them. These sweaters bear no more resemblance 
to the sweater that had become tradition to Tech, than a bull 
moose with antlers spread bears the likeness of a de-horned deer. 

The sweaters are the same weight as those issued freshmen 
lettermen last year and the Double T is of the size used to de-
note minor sports, a six-inch letter. There was friction when 
second and third year lettermen received their jeckets and 
and blankets which also were a great deviation from the cus-
tomary awards. 

Jackets were made from reed wool rather than the black 
leather, and the Double T design on the blankets was of felt 
rather than of the high grade stock used previously. IS THIS 
THE RIGHT WAY TO TREAT A DESERVING TEAM? A let-
ter is something for the boys to be proud of, something for 
them to go home and tell the boys on the corner about. But 
can you imagine a boy going home and bragging about a 
sweater that a self-respecting high school would be ashamed 
to issue. 

In the same issue, it might be well to mention that our 
student representative was not even notified of the meeting 
at which the sweaters were chosen. It is true that the faculty 
knows how to run a school better than we, but it is still the stu-
dents who make their salaries possible. Were it not for the 
student body, there would be no faculty, nor would there be a 
school. And without a school, I doubt whether some of the 
men of the faculty who are continually "beefing" about the 
ways of the student body could survive. 

The student representative to the athletic council is elect-
ed by popular vote of the student body, and is entitled to one 
vote, the same as any other member of that committee, but 
due to negligence on the part of the faculty member who is 
supposed to notify members of the council when the meetings 
are to take place, we, the students, are not getting our say, 
whatever it might be. 

IS THIS THE WAY OF THE DEMOCRACIES? 
Are we, as students, supposed to sit by and let the ath-

letic council tear down our customs and traditions without giv-
ing us our rightful say and vote? Are we going to sit by and let 
them belittle the honor of lettering in a major sport at Tech 
by giving the lettermen a sweater they are ashamed of? We 
realize that the financial conditions of Tech are not on a par 
with some of the endowed schools, but would you rather they 
would issue no sweater at all than to give one that will bring 
laughs and smirks rather than jealousy and envy. 

Hesitating to say who is responsible for the injustices done 
the student body and the football lettermen, THE TOREADOR 
is asking that Morley Jennings. czar of Tech athletics, and W. 
L. Stangel, chairman of the athletic council, reconsider the ap-
propriations. We are also asking that they get to the bottom 
of conditions omitting our representative from their frequent 
meetings. 

This time THE TOREADOR hopes to get some action. In past 
editorials appearing in our columns, we have been completely 
ignored, but this is a situation that must be remedied.

Navy Class V-7 
Terminates On 
First of May 

Navy Department 
Announces End 
Of V-7 Program 

Termination of Class V-7 pro-
gram on or about May 1, 1942, has 
been announced by Rear Admir-
al Randall Jacobs, chief of the 
Bureau of Navigation, Navy De-
department, Washington. D. C., 
acording to information received 
from the Public Relations office 
of the Eighth Naval district. 

After that date the only meth-
od by which applicants will be tak-
en into Class V-7, which is train-
ing for general deck and engi-
neering duty, will be via the Class 
V-1 Accredited College program. 

College graduates meeting cer-
tain requirements may at present 
obtain Class V-7 program training, 
but after May 1 only young men 
enrolled or accepted for enroll-
ment in accredited colleges be-
tween the ages of 17 and 19, who 
are of good character. who can 
met the physical standards for en-
listed men and who attend college 
at their own expense will be ac-
cepted as Class V-1 leading to 
Class V-7 training. 

Those enlisted in Class V-1 will, 
under certain conditions, be per-
mitted to remain in an inactive 
status until completion of college 
work necessary for a degree. Those 
completing college work are eli-
gible for active duty training to 
become deck or engineering offi-
cers in the U. S. Naval Reserve. 

After completion of two years 
accredited college work, qualified 
men are eligible for immediate 
training to become pilots with 
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JOBS 	 •  
Each day adds to the likelihood 

of all-out registration of women-
power (ages 18 to 65). Secretary 
of Labor Perkins predicts that of 
15,000,000 workers employed in war 
industries by January, 1943, 5,000,-
000 will be women. 

The swing is most dramatic in 
war industries. Less startling— 
but of mare practical value to 
college women—is the fact that 
the swing is taking place in al- 
most every field. 

The Federal Government is lead-
ing the way. Not to mention those 
hired "in the field," 600 women ar- 
rived in Washington each week 
to enter Federal service. Many of 
them are hired for administrative 
professional, and sub-professional 
jobs—as economists, public rela-
tions experts, ammunition inspect-
ors, dietitcians, medical techni- 
cians and ordnance inspectors. 

Uncle Sam is using them, too, in 
skilled and semi-skilled fields—as 
gas mask inspectors and assem-
blers, arsenal apprentices, mechani- 
cal time fuse workers, examiners of 
knitted and woven articles, power 
oewing machine operators ... 

Right now Civil Service is look-
ing for women mathematicians to 
make computations in ballistic 
testing for war agencies. Require-
ments call for two years of col-
(ege with three semesters of math-
)matics. Formal title of the job is 
'Assistant Technical and Scienti-
'ic Aid," starting pay, $1620 annu-
ally. 

For those with just one ever o' 
allege, the job to apply for is that 

of "Junior Technician. and Scion 
title Aid." Emphasis on college 
ohysics and chemistry is required 
The pay is $1,440. 

There are also vacancies right 
-low for women "Junior Physicists" 
'especially those trained in radio 
Sr sound) at $2,000 a ye.. Re-
quirements are four years of col-
lege-24 hours of physics. Seniors 
who qualify will be hired pending 
successful graduation. If your ma-
jor is chemistry instead of phys-
ics, apply under the "Junior Chem-
ist" classification. 

You can get blanks for any of 
the jobs mentioned at the postof-
fire or focal Civil Service Commis- 

commissioned rank in the U. S. 
Naval Reserve. 

Thirty-three colleges and uni-
versities in Louisiana, Texas, Ok-
lahoma, Arkansas, Mississippi and 
Alabama have undertaken the 
Class V-1 program of training ma-
terial for the United States Naval 
Reserve of the Eighth Naval dis-
trict.

Gaining practical experience in 
the production of dairy products 
was the object of the field trip 
to Texas plants taken by the sen-
ior and junior Dairy Manufactur-
ers students of Texas Technologi-
cal College, March 31 to April 6. 

Professor K. hi. Renner and Pro-
fessor Mart Pederson. accompan-
ied the students on the trip and 
a 25-passenger bus wassecured. 

The trip is an annual occasion, 
but due the war situation, the 
junior students were asked to ac-
company the seniors on the trip. 

Plants in Sherman, Sulphur 
Springs, Mount Pleasant, Denison, 
Marshall, Houston, Brownwood, 
and Abilene were visited and me-
thods, equipment. and plant ar-
rangement were observed. 

washers, pasteufizers, clarifiers, 
homogenizers, vacuum pan s, 
cheese vats, cheese presses. cool-
ers, separators, churns, skim dry-
ing plants, deodorizers, filters, ice 
cream freezers, and mechanical 
bottle fillers and canners.

For Annual Band 
School Are Given 

Largest Attendance 
Since Beginning of 
School Is Expected 

Plans for Tech's ninth annual 
summer band school are virtually 
complete, according to Prof. D. 0. 
Wiley. The school is to last from 
June 3 through July 11, and will 
include intensive courses for pre-
college students, for regular college 
students in summer school, and 
for band directors and others 
working toward graduate degrees.
