Emergency Measures .. . 
Ths week the fact that the campus could meet emergency-  

efficiently was aptly demonstrated when flames razed the In-
firmary. Now it is time for the state to help Tech meet Its 
emergency by providing appropriations for a larger, fire-proof, 
permanent health center. 

Dr. Fred Kallina, the nurses and staff members who worked 
quickly and calmly to evacuate the patients from the flaming 
wood building are to be commended highly. Several trips were 
made through the burning structure to make certain that all pa-
tients were out of danger of smoke and flames. 

Tech's current building phase does not include plans for 
an Infirmary, as such a building was on the agenda for the next 
phase of the expansion program some four years in the fu-
ture. Present facilities were inadequate in space and modest 
comforts, as the converted barracks are difficult to heat in 
winter and even harder to keep moderately cool in summer. 

Emergency measures must be met. Inasmuch as the perma-
nent, larger health center was needed, it seems reasonable to 
expect the State of Texas to appropriate immediately the neces-
sary funds to give Tech a permanent replacement for the fire-
gutted Infirmary. 

Too Near A Million .. . 
Will you be the millionth? 
Somewhere in America every day records of some sort are 

being broken. goals are being reached and quotas filled. But we 
are dangerously near passing an unhappy mark—the millionth 
traffic death of the century. According to the National Safety 
council, 971, 260 persons lost their lives in highway accidents 
from 1900 to the end of March, 1951. At the present accident 
rate the council figures the millionth man will die about the 
middle of December. 

We pride ourselves on our advance in industry and mecha-
nization, but how can we feel that society is marching forward 
when lives are being taken through speed and carelessness on the 
highways? College students can be a major factor in staving off 
that million mark by using sense and caution behind the wheel. 

Let Western Days Flourish .. . 
It has been said before and we say it again—Tech's tradi-

tional Western days can be continued next year or can be buried 
this year. If Western days are to continue as a good, clean tra-
dition, every participant must take it upon himself to behave in 
an orderly manner. 

If Western days die this year, the tombstone will be made up 
of empty bottles and cans which caused the death of the rodeo 
,tradition. The rodeo planners have had trouble from weather for 
the last few years. They have bucked inclement weather and 
hard work to see that the rodeo was carried on, and this year the 
rodeo has enlarged and become more professional. 

Good conduct is a small fee to pay for the right of continuing 
Western days. Let's don't bury the tradition by rowdiness in 
dormitories at the remaining rodeo performances, at the dance or 
on the campus.
