BACKTALK 
Dear Editor : 

I'm writing this letter in defense 
of the proposed Tech mascot—a 
Black Angus bull. This animal was 
not chosen on the spur of the 
minute by those who felt Tech 
needed a mascot. Some thought hes 
behind the choice of this animal. 
Here is how their reasoning ran: 

1. This school and team are offi-
cially the Matadors, and our school 
song, as was voted on last year 
by the student body. is the Mata-
dor Song. 

2. The title Red Raiders is  a 
nick-name given to our team by 
sports writers some seven or eight 
years ago when we were stomp-
ing every school we played. Con-
sequently, contrary to belief by 
many, the Red Raiders don't signi-
fy Indians or Mongolians or  some 
other type of ferocious warriors. 
but merely a tag for a powerhouse 
team. This name I think We should 
keep! 

With these points in mind those 
people who were interested  in 
Tech's having a mascot went about 
to find an animal suitable to fill 
the bill. To fit in with the Mata-
dor theme, a black bull was a 
natural choice. Of course, a regu-
lar bull-fighting bull would be im-
possible to handle; however. I 
oelieve that the nine-hundred-and_ 
fifty-pound prize winning black 
bull which appeared at the Tech-
Baylor game leaves little to te de-
sired along those hues. 

As far as the bull's identification 
with our school giving it more' of 
a "cow-college" reputation, I say 
.this—SMU's pony or TU's long-
horn doesn't necessarily brand 
them as home or cow schools . 
Then, too, Texas A&M hasn't lost 
any prestige (if it had any to be-
gin with) from being considered 
an agricultural school.

In my frank opin-
ion we need less high school and 
more Joe College; it's not what a 
school of our size and reputation 
is capable of producing.

dent in mythology class. titled 
Latin 4350, when she learns that 
the woof ''panic" is derived from 
the name of the mythological god 
or mischief. "Pan." 

Besides learning the "story be-
hind the story" of such words as 
vulcanize and tantalize. or phrases 
like Achilles heel. Pandora's box, 
and Trojan horse, the students 
read literary classics from such 
met as Homer, Virgil, Ovid, and 
the Greek dramatists. - 

Breek ('laiceles Popularized 

And why is the course titled 
Latin 43507 Well. the simplest an-
swer to that question happens to 
he the correct one.. Dr. J. D. Sad-
ler, professor of Latin. has added 
the mythology course offered for 
the first time on the campus. to 
his foreign language courses. So 
the course comes under foreign 
languages although English credit 
eon be given for it. 

Dr. Saddler points out that the 
old classics are currently becom-
ing more popular. offering for 
evidence the Mentor editions of 
Homer's "Ody-ssey" that is on the 
current best seller list. This book 
is one of the texts in the course, 
and is written an novel form in- 

, stead: of its original epic style. Dr. 
- Saddler says that this translation 
loses sonic of the beauty of the 
original Greek, but that it is alter. 

st to fit modern languages and 
tastes. 

References to mythology are 
found in every form of every-day 
common usage from the plots du-
licated in modern literature to 

adveilising. A few examples of 
plagiarism in drama plot from the 
old Basics are: "Pygmalion." by 
the late George Bernard Shaw; 
"Mourning Becomes Electra." play 
and movie by Eugene O'Neill; and 
"Romeo and Juliet. -  by William 
Shakespeare. 

Mythology in Advertising 
Common uses of mythology in 

advertising include the flying red 
horse scorn-cella: named Pegasus. 
steed born from sea foam and the 
blood of Medusa) of the Magnolia 
Oil Company:, and the many: uses 
of the symbols of Diann, Mercury 
and Atlas. 

Even some of the months are 
named for Greek gods: March 
from Mars, god of sear: May from 
Maia, mother of Mars: June from 
Juno, queen of the gods: and Jan-
uary from Janus, the two-faced 
god of beginnings. Dr. Saddler 
stresses that none of the Greek 
religion is taught. only what is 
necessary to familiarize the stu-
dents with the names they will 
probably see. And this is very I

than four references to mythologi-
cal characters,
