Robert P. Vail, assistant pro-
fessor of mechanical engineer-
ing and co-ordinator of civil-
ian pilot training at Tech, has

282 Eligible Men 
From Texas Tech 

Techsans From 18-19 
Not To Be Drafted 
Under Present Law 

Tuesday's registration found 
282 Techsans from the age of 
18 to the age of 20 registering 
for the Selective Service Act. 
The registration was held in 
the Administration Building 
from 7:00 until 9:00 Tuesday 
morning. This is the fourth 
registration for t h e Selective 
Service and calls into the body 
of men, ready for action in the 
armed forces, every man who is 
actually fit for combat duty 
This registration is the final in-
ventory of the potential mili-
tary power of the United States. 
It brings into service, or rath-
er those ready for service, some 
220,000 young Texans between 
the ages of 18 and 20. 

The men who registered. 
however, and who are under 
the age of twenty, are not sub-
ject to call for combat duty. 
They will be used only in case 
of dire distress. Their place, 
if need for the men now in that 
position arises will be in the 
defense factories and plants 
throughout the nation.

Colonel Earl D. Irons, 
guest conductor for Tuesday 
night's concert, is well known 
in the Southwest as well as 
the entire nation. He is 
famous as a director, com-
poser, and teacher. 

The Nlell opol don T ni of 
New York, which is to appear 
here next Wednesday at 8:30 
p.m. on the Ad Building Green 
and making up the last artist 
course number of the series for 
this summer semester, is com-
posed of three very outstand-
ing young musicians. It is very 
likely that they have a larger 
collection of musical awards 
than any other three musicians 
in the country, having garner-
ed among them more than nine- 

teen. 
Leading the trio in winning 

awards is James de la Fuente, 
violinist, who has come in first 
nine times in the National Fed-
eration of Music Clubs con-
tests, and who has been declar-
ed winner of the R.C.A. Victor 
Recording Co. contest for the 
outstanding recording made by 
a young artist. James began the 
study of the violin at the age. 
of nine and after two years he 
showed so much promise that  

the newspapers began to com-
pare him with Kreisler, and he 

began to make appearances 
throughout the south, in reci-

tals and concerts. When he was 

eleven years old he was taken 
to hear a concert of violin mu-

sic by Albert Spalding, said to 
be the greatest of American vi-
olinists. The music of Spalding 
so greatly impressed James that 
he immediately promised to de-
vote himself to emulating the 
newly-found idol. In the years 
that followed, James was taken 
to hear Spalding at each reci-
tal he gave until he played for 
the great violinist following one 
of the concerts. Spalding was 
so greatly impressed that he 
suggested that de la Fuente 
study with him, although he 
did not make a practice of tak-
ing pupils and does not ordi-
narily teach. Under the Tute-
lage of Mr. Spalding. de la Fu-
ente developed from the "Boy 
Kreisler" of his prodigy days 
into a mature, intelligent and 
finished artist. 

Thomas Richner, pianist for 
the Lucius Pryor Concert ar-
tists going under the name of 
the Metropolitan Trio, although 
he has not equalled in number 
the prizes collected by his col-
league, has been declared win-
ner of two of the most coveted 
awards in the music field. In 
1935 he won the MacDowell 
Club award, and he was the 
1940 winner of the Naumberg 
award, which carries sponsor-
ship of a Town Hall appearance. 
Like James de la Fuente he 
has also won awards presented 
TIT  1 anon Jr Mu-
sic Clubs. The young pianist 
has appeared on many concerts 
throughout the east and south, 
starting his concert career at 
the early age of nine, after only 
four years of training. Dur-
ing one appearance in the south 
with a local symphony orches-
tra, Thomas was called upon 
to play the organ. Whea he 
found that the organ was not 
in working order and would 
not give off a sound, without 
time to slop and fix it, he 
merely went through the mo-
tions of playing and was sur-
prised to read the next day 
that the local critics had never 
heard the organ play so well 
before. In addition to his reg-
ular concert tours, Mr. Rich-
ner has also made special ap-
pearances during a lecture se-
ries at the Brooklyn Academy 
of Music, and appeared six 
times before the Matatuck So-
ciety and the Riverside Guild 
of New York. To his appear-
ance with orchestras, he h a s 
recently added a solo perfor-
mance with the National Or-
chestra Association. Now the 
regular organist at the 5th 
Church of Christ Scientist in 
New York, Mr. Richner is also 
studying composition, harmony, 
and orchestration at Columbia 
university, where he plans to 
take a master's degree in mu-
sic. 

Younger than his colleagues. 
Walter Piasecki has not had the 
same opportunity to gather 
prizes. To date, however, he 
has to his credit two scholar-
ships in 'cello, one for study-
ing at the Cummington School 
under Hugo Kortscak, and an-
other, which he still holds for 
studying at the David Mannes 
Music School in New York. 
While still in his early teens 
and a student at the Henry 
Snyder High school in Jersey 
City, N. J., he appeared as 
'Cello soloist at local recitals, 
he conducted the high school 
orchestra, he played with a 
string trio, and he was first 
'cellist of the New Jersey All 
State Orchestra. He has even 
been called upon to save his 
school from a minor musical 
catastrophe, for once, when the 
regular school conductor w a s 
ill, Walter Piasecki was recall-
ed to his alma mater to substi-
tute as director. In addition to 
playing with the Metropolitan 
Trio Mr. Piasecki is instructor 
in 'Cello as a Summit, N. J. 
school of music.

rector of the Hogg Foundation, 
is in Lubbock, and at Tech, to-
day. He will give a number of 
lectures and talks on the prob-
lems and needs for public ed-
ucation. 

The educational lectureship 
and the mental hygiene objec-
tives of the Hogg Foundation 
are not unrelated. Increasing-
ly, the mental hygienist is 
thinking of mental health in 
terms of the total adjustment 
of personality to the social as 
well as the physical world. In-
creasingly the modern educa-
tor is measuring his results by 
the effects of education upon 
the adjustment of individuals 
in society. 

Although modern frends 
bring these two fields ever 
closer together, the Hogg Foun-
dation is attempting to carry 
out a special responsibility in 
its lectureship program. Mr. 
Will Hogg always a crusader 
for a superior educational sys-
tem in the State of Texas re-
quested that during the early 
years of the foundation's work, 
speakers of national reputation 
be invited to meet with citizens' 
groups in every type of com-
munity to discuss the problems 
and needs of public education. 
In the past, because of the ex-
pense involved, only the larg-
est communities have been 
privileged to hear such lectur-
ers and consultants. At the 
present time they can be made 
available by the Hogg Foun-
dation to many other commun-
ties. In the past year a total 
of 236 lectures and forum dis-
cussions were scheduled and an 
estimated total of 50.700 per-
sons were reached. 

In the mental hygiene phase 
of its work, the Foundation has 
not yet committted itself to a 
permanent policy. Rather it is 
now experimenting with vari-
ous types of projects to obtains 
experience from later planning. 
In keeping with this policy the 
Foundation is engaged in short-
term undertakings in coopera-
tion with permanent agencies 
in various communities. These 
projects in preventive mental 
hygiene have carried the Foun-
dation's work into various 
fields. 

Mental hygiene when ap-
plied to the field of education 
takes the form of student guid-
ance work as well as a new 
emphasis on improved teacher 
personnel, improved classroom 
methods, and improved com-
munity-school relationships. 

Mental hygiene when applied 
to the field of social welfare 
work means a new emphasis on 
personality adjustment. 

Mental hygiene when applied 
to the field of medicine calls 
for the training of doctors and 
nurses in understanding the 
total personality of the patient. 

When applied to business 
and industry mental hygiene

Campus beautification has taken several set backs in no 
far as immediate action is concerned. Due to the lack of ade-
quate water facilities, there can be no extensive project until 

after the war. 
In order to insure an adequate water supply for an all out 

beautification project, it is necessary that another well be drill-
ed first. Priorities make this impossible. An opinion shared by 
many, however, is that should we start a project this year 
and let the money lay dormant until after the war, that im-
mediately after the war, an all out campaign can be started 
and the campus beautified within one year. 

Its true that the holding of the student's interest will be a 
hard problem unless immediate results can be seen, but it is 
worth the risk. With no exact figures on hand, an estimated 
cost of installation of the pump and pipelines to carry the wa-
ter to the campus is between $3500 and $4500. 

With students contributing 50 cents a piece from their 
breakage deposit each year, it would take less than three 
years to obtain enough money to beautify the campus. Should 
such a fund be started, it is obvious that outside contribu-
tions could be secured so as to gain enough money for the proj-
ect within two years. 

A plan that will carry itself as the proposed beautification 
project should have to, is worthy of everyone's consideration. 
Under the presently considered plan for an ultimate beautiful 
campus, students will voluntarily contribute 50 cents a year 
from their breakage deposit. Last year there were approximate-
ly 3000 students enrolled in Tech, if each of these 3000 would 
sign waivers on their breakage deposit, there would be $1500 a 
year from the students alone. 

Realizing that 100 per cent returns is too much to ask 
on any project the committee appointed by the student council 
has guessed there would be 85 per cent participation, or $1275 
a year Alumni could be reached for a considerable sum 
which should bolster the fund to $3000 the very first year. 

Wholly voluntary the plan would have to be in approval of 
the student body's demands. In order to fashion a plan that 
would be in strict accordance with the student's wishes, it has 
become necessary for the committee members to contact stu-
dents in all fields. So far there has been no objection to a plan 
similar to the one under consideration.

Defense Training 
Courses Enroll 
Over 300 Studes 

Figures released Tuesday by 
Texas Tech authorities reveal-
ed that 330 members have en-
rolled for defense training 
courses. Of these 330, 207 have 
received previous training. Of 
the 207 persons who have re-
ceived previous training in this 
work 130 have received cer-
tificates. 

Courses in Industrial Safety 
Engineering are being offered 
at Ft. Worth, Midland, Big 
Spring, Pampa, Brownwood, 
Mineral Wells, and San Ange-
lo; courses in Production Engi-
neering and Strength of Ma-
terials, at Fort Worth; Com-
munity and Camp Sanitation, 
at Lubbock; Radio Engineer-
ing Fundamentals, part one, 
Abilene and Amarillo; Radio 
Engineering Fundamentals, part 
two  . Lubbock; Engineering 
Drawing, part-time and full-
time courses, at Amarillo. 

Sections of Radio Engineer-
ing Fundamentals, part one, are 
to open in Brownwood and San 
Angelo this week and sections 
of part two in Amarillo and 
Abilene in a few days.  
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Food Fads are not new. They 
are as old as civilization it-
self and have reached a point 
where they are a positive men-
ace to the health of the com-
munity and an insult to the 
reasoning of intelligent men 
and women. 

The misguided belief that fish 
and milk when taken together 
cause illness is prevalent while 
there is no scientific basis 
whatever for such reaction. 
We may eat fish and milk at . 

 the same meal without hesita- 
tion if each is in good condi-
tion. 

A recent suggestion is that 
protein a n d carbohydrates 
should not be eaten together 
because protein is digested in 
one part of the digestive tract 
and •carbohydrates in another. 
Dr. Rehfuss of the Jefferson 
Medical Center has proved that 
these foods in the form of chop-
ped beef and potatoes for ex-
ample take only three minutes 
longer to digest together than 
meat alone. 

Some believe that acid cur-
dles milk in the stomach to 
form a solid indigestible mass. 
True, it does cause milk to cur-
dle, but this is a preliminary 
step in the digestion of milk. 

It is a common belief that 
certain foods are supreme, for 
example that spinach is irre-
placable in the diet. It is valu-
able as a food but not irreplac-
able. Most all foods may be 
successfully replaced with oth-
er foods from the same group 
for example, mustard, turnip 
greens, etc. are good substitutes 
for spinach. Milk is the only 
food which is difficult to le-
place in a diet since not eye, 
cheese is always a satisfactoi 
substitute for it. 

Advertisers would have us be-

lieve that rasins are the best 
source of needed iron for the 
body. This is not true or there 
are at least two dozen other 
foods which contain a higher 
percentage of iron and also can 
be eaten in larger quantities 
since they are not so sweet. 

Some people believe that 
meat eating tends to make one 
mentally dull; to make one 
more savage; injuries the kid-
ney and brings uric acid to the 
body. and therefore is injuri-
ous. If a person is dull the 
cause may be looked for else-
where. To eat meat in excess 
may be injurious, but so would 
any other foodstuff if eaten in 
excess. Meat does bring uric 
acid in moderate quantities. 
Meat is an expensive source of 
calories and continued eating in 
large amounts may be a strain 
on the kidneys since the unoxi-
dizable nitrogen waste has to 
be excreted by the kidneys. 

Meat is not indispensable to 
the nourishment of the body. 
Two and one half ounces of 
protein are needed daily and to 
supply this quota from vegeta-
bles alone is a cumbersome 
task and the protein may not 
contain all the essential ami-
no acids in sufficient quanti-
ties. So-called vegetarians eat 
eggs, milk, and cheese which 
supply protein. Eggs are em-
bryo animals, and cheese is 
milk which is an animal pro-
duct. The proteins of milk and 
cheese are particularly good to 

supplement those of grains 
making an adequate diet. The 
makes a good substitute he 
meat. Mature beans and pr, 
may also be a substitute I. ,  
meat occasionally.

Still other food fallacies 
which are not merely fanciful 
but also and have been scien-
tifically false are: Tomatoes 
cause cancer; meat makes us 
sensual and warlike; nuts and 
cheese are difficult to digest; 
protein and carbohydrates 
might react chemically and ex-
plode rupturing the lining of 
the stomach; sugar causes dia-
betes cucumbers are cooling; 
onions cure colds and prevent 
insomia; garlic purifies the sys-
tem and prevents rheumatism 
and blood poisoning; blackber-
ry juice is a great blood build-
er; maple syrup and buttermilk 
cure diabetes; one  should 
starve for a period of from ten

With the registration of all 

young men from 18 to 20 
years of age under the Selec-
tive Service Act, attention has 

been focused on the Navy's V-1 
program which enables young 
men to continue in school and 
prepare themselves to serve 
their country at the same time. 

Recruiting officers pointed 
out that the V-1 plan of enlist-
ment is the Navy's long-range 
officer procurement program. 
Under amendments to the or-
iginal Selective Service Act, 
the Army may call in those in 
the 20-year group for service 
at once. 

Young men, who recently 
graduated from high school 
and who intend to enter col-
lege, may enlist in the V-1 
program and continue their 
studies. At the end of t w o 
years of college, the Navy will 
determine whether the stu-
dent should remain in college 
working toward a degree or go 
on active duty in the Navy. 
Upon enlistment and entering 
college, youths are given an 
opportunity to choose a branch 
of the service, such an assign-
ment with the fleet or to the 
air service. 

The point was stressed that 
the V-1 plan is "an opportunity 
of a life time for young men", 
and recruiting officers urged 
them and their parents to make 
an investigation about the 
manner in which it operates. 
Many accredited colleges in the 
South are cooperating with the 
Navy in this long-range setup. 
Full information may be ob-
tained from the college dean 
or at any recruiting station.
