Two questions were asked:

2. How would you rate the job 
The Toreador is doing in covering 
campus news? 

Of the 23 students interviewed, 
two rated the first question excel- 
lent; nine, good; eight, fair; four, 
poor; and none, no opinion. In 
answer to the second question, two 
replied excellent; seven, good;

A junior business major said,

in covering campus life? 

Results: 

In answer to the first 
question, 12 per cent, excel- 
lent; 4.6 per cent, good; 31 per 
cent, fair; 8 per cent, poor; 
and 3 per cent, no opinion. 

In answer to the second 
query: 32 per cent, excellent; 
45 per cent, good; 17 per cent, 
fair; 5 per cent, poor; 1 per 
cent, no opinion.

Toreador reporters were then 
sent to interview students on 
campus, to determine Techsans' 
attitude toward their campus 
newspaper. 

Results: 

First question, 9 per rent, 
excellent; 40 per cent, good;

"Editorials could be better com-

posed, and there is a need for 
editorial campaigns," says a soph-
omore chemistry major.

Selective Service college qualifica-
tion test to be given this year, 
announces the.  office of the state 

director. Applications for the test 
must be postmarked no later than 
midnight, May 11. 

Applications for the test, which 
is to aid draft boards in selecting 
students to be deferred, may be 
obtained from any draft board. 
Applications for the last test which 
Was held on April 23, will not 
admit a student to the test of 
May 21. 

To be eligible to take the test, 
an application (1) must be a draft 
registrant who intends to request 
student deferment, (2) must be 
satisfactorily pursuing full-time 
college work leading to a degree, 
and (3) must not previously have 
taken the test. 

Present criteria for student de-
ferment are either a score of at 
least 70 on the test, or class stand-
ing among male members in up-
per half of the freshman class, 
upper two-thirds of the sophomore 
class, or upper three-fourths of 
the junior class.
