The essays, of 2,500 
words maximum, are to he on the 
subject, "The Meaning of Academic 
Freedom." Feist prize will he 
$2,500; second, $1,000; and third, 
fourth and fifth, $500 each. 

Heading t h e Committee o f 
Judges will he Supreme Court 
Justice William 0. Douglas. Other 
members will be Ralph Bundle, 
winner of the Nobel Peace Prize 
in 1950; Thurman W. Arnold. 
author and former Associate Jus-
tice of the U. S. Court of Appeals; 
Mrs. Douglas Horton, educator and 
former head of the Women's Re-
serve, U. S. Navy; and Abram L. 
Sadler, president of Brandeis Un-
iversity. 

The contest will b.c open for re-
ceipt of entries September 15, 1952; 
will close December 31, 1952; and 
winners will be announced about 
the middle of April, 1953. It is 
being announced at this time so 
that students will have an opport-
unity to work on their essays dur -
ing the summer if they wish. De-
tailed rules and instruction will be 
made available at the beginning of 
the fall term, and copies may be 
obtained at that time from the col-
lege administrative offices.

With Control of Greenbugs 

Eldon A. Cleyeland, Sulphur, 
Okla., has been employed by the 
Texas Tech Foundation to be a re-
search assistant in the college's 
greenbug control effort. 

Cleveland. a 1951 graduate of 
Oklahoma AgrItti College, will as-
sist Dr. Donald Ashdown, entomo-
gist in charge of greenbug reseach 
at PanTech Farms, northeast of 
Amarillo. Dr. Ashdown began his 
work in greenbug control March 1. 

The research assistant will join 
a combined effort of Tech, Texas 
A&M College, and several govern-
ment agencies, in combating the 
greenbug, a plague to Southwes-
tern wheat growers the past two 
years. 

A fund to finance the fight was 
raised by a number of millers, rail-
roads, and elevator operators in 
West Texas and the Panhandle. 
The fund is being handled through 
the Tech Foundation.

sican of the New Testament. It 
may also be called a fictional bio-
graphy, an adventure story, a 
romantic history or a religious 
novel. 

Parts of the story are dramat-
izations from the books, The Acts 
of the Apostles and St. Luke. 

Dr. Slaughter, a former surgeon, 
is well qualified for writing this 
book. He has had 14 books pub-
lished since 1941, and is best 
known for his historical novels 
with a medical background. He 
is a graduate of Duke and Johns 
Hopkins universities and has prac-
ticed surgery in Jacksonville. 
Florida. Although he has substit-
uted writing for medicine, he con-
tinues to lecture and double as a 
medical columnist and book re-
viewer. 

One of Slaughter's purposes 
in writing this book is "to 
study the events of the life 
and ministry' of Jesus and the 
growth and spread of the ear-
ly Christian church. through 
the eyes of an educated Greek 
physician of the period, who 
possessed an unusuai warmth 
and breath of character." The 
other purpose is to seek in the 
life of Christ and in the early 
Christian philosophy, "a lesson 
which this most beautiful of 
all written stories has for us 
in the troubled world of to- 

This he does with admirable 
success. 

The story begins in Jerusalem 
a few years. after Christ's cruci-
fixion. Here, Luke, a medical stu-
dent of eighteen, watches the trial 
of Stephens. He sees Stephen stoned 
to death by a group of Jews, one 
of whom is Saul of Tarsus. Then 
he becomes interested in the new 
religion, for which Stephen died. 

Later, Lobe meets Saul on the 
road to Damascus. After Saul r•-
ceives his commission to preach, 
Luke helps him escape the maul, s 
of the Followers of the Way. This 

the first of many dramatic and 
tense episodes between the Chris-
tians and the Jews in which Luke 
plays a leading rote. 

The you 	strident finishes 
his work at Pergamuni, and 
returns to his foster father as 

life's goal to reach BIthymia. 
He pictures it as a peaceful 
place where his mind can be 
at rest after his work is finish-
ed. 

When he grows tired of being an 
army surgeon. he and his friend 
Probus, a pharmacist, begin their 
work with the Apostles. In Jer-
usalem he meets the beautiful 
Thecla, one of Paul's converts. He 
quickly falls in love with her, then 
almost meets disaster while trying 
to rescue her from death by Herod 
Agrippa, King of the Jews. 

Luke travels with Paul on his 
missionary journeys to the prin-
cipal cities of the Biblical world. 
Although he is Paul's physicals-, 
he is also the doctor for the poor 
in cads town. 

Realizing that God wants 
him to write an account of 
Jeww's life, he and Theela go 
to Magda to gather informa-
tion. After talking to citizens 
in Jerusaieum, Bethlehem and 
and Nazareth, he writes what 
is now St. Luke of the New 
Testament. 
Thecla finds her Bithynia in 

Magda and Luke continues to tra-
vel toward his 0,11. 

By colorful description of the 
country, the pagan religious rites 
and the. persecution of the Chris-
tians, and by vital characteriza-
tion, Slaughter transfers his 
reader to the first century to wall: 
with Luke. 

The author hopes that the read-
er will "see trough the eyes of 
Luke the physician, Luke the man. 
and Luke the Christian—THE 
ROAD TO BITHYNIA."

In a letter this week from the 
editors of Mademoiselle magazine, 
we were informed that the contro-
V•rSy over an article in the Jan-
uary issue, "Place College Women 
Let Us Down?", is still raging. 

It seems the article, which we 
commented on several months ago, 
inspired a picket line at Radcliffe, 
a Syracuse committee on student 
apathy, editorials and comments 
in many college papers, radio 
broadcasts and hundreds of letters 
from college girls all over the 
country. 

New fuel for the battle has 
been added by an article in 

Mademoiselle's Slay publica-
tion entitled "Have the Col-
leges Let Us Down?" The au-
thor is Pamela Taylor, who 
has a personal interest in the 
situation, since site has three 
children M college, 
Approximately one out of every 

three letters received by the mag-
azine blames the college system 
for what the first article termed 
"the withering away of intellectual 
adventure." Teachers were accus-
ed of "over-cautious attitudes" 
and failing to "establish in the 
student's mind rapport between 
her studies and her life." 

Letters also indicted parents 
on the grounds that they "have 
unwittingly brought up children 
to worship false gods, have set 
them before totally distorted 
standards that quash individuality

She declares that what the 
college woman needs in learn-
ing to islert the complicated 
demands of present day life 
and achieving emotional and 
personal independence is dir-
ect guidance from qualified 
teachers in their social lives 
and on social issues. "But in 
far too many classrooms." she 

rges "the professor 
still lectures endlessly, while 
each unanswered question and 
misunderstood point piles up 
in the student's mind and 
blocks by just so much  more 
the possibility that she will 
carry much away with her."

has definitely turned in the direc-
tion of a method of instruction 
that only very small colleges can 
attempt completely and suddenly 
. . but it is on the move; each 
year sees the general theory of 
one or  more courses tied to the 
particular experience of the stu-
dent."

It is very true 
that in past years many of the 
games played with Tech base not 
been as good as games with others 
in the non-conference category, 
but Tech's coaching staff is now 
turning out a team that should 
he better than any Southwest 
conference school will have in the 
coming years. 

Tech OutrecruitIng SWC 
Tech had long operated under

If Texas boys are un-
settling to come to Tech, then 
there is a great field of good 
football players In the other 
47 states. many of which base 
already been tapped for top 
talent.
