Terra, Tech hos been designated 
as one of the 1000 testing centers 
to examine students for possible 
draft deferment. 

Dr. Ernest Wallace, assistant 
dean of arts and sciences, announc-
ed Tuesday that details of the new 
program are uncertain pending an 
official announcement by President 

Truman or the director of Selective 
Service. Gen. Lewis B. Hershey. 
The plan proposed would allow col-
lege students to apply to their draft 
boards for permission to take the 
examination. 

In a letter to Wallace. the Educa-
tional Testing service,, Appointed to 
administer the tests, said, "Scores 
on the test. together with evidence 
of scholastic performance, will be 
used by the Selective Service local 
boards in considering deferment of 
students on the basis of their quali-
fications to pursue studies at the 
college and graduate levels." 

No announcement has been made 
concerning the grades required or 
the scholastic standing needed. 

High school students and gradu-
ates are not eligible for the exami- 
nation until they are-enrolled in a 
college or university and plan to 
continue their education. The tests 
will he given to draft registrants 
who have begun. and plan to con-
tinue, their studies, graduate or un- 
dergraduate. 

Eligible registrants may apply to 
their local draft boards for appli.

This is a sad, sad story. While it is understood that there 

are more than enough sad, sad stories circulating around the 
campus, this one must be told. Now is the time. Don't pick up 
that violin; just listen closely. 

Fact Number One: Not enough Tecbsans vote in campus 
elections, not enough, that is, to get an accurate cross-section of 
the will of the whole student body. Now, that isn't news to any 
of you. People have been using up newsprint both at Tech and 
in the other half of the world for years to say much the same 
thing. 

Fact Number Two: (Admittedly rather obvious) More 
Techsans ought to vote in said elections. There are reasons. 
Noble phrases like "Vote for whom you please, but please vote" 
and "Exercise your privilege as an American citizen" have been 
floating around the country for untold decades, especially dur-
ing the period when poll tax payments are due. (Some states 
no longer require the potential voter to pay for his rights, and 
the difference in turn-out at the polls is tremendous—it's a lot 
easier to exercise one's rights as a citizen when no coin of the 
realm is involved.) Such phrases are loaded with good inten-
tions; but even a die-hard Confederate can grow tired of fancy 
flag-waving after a 'time. 

With that in mind, let's forget the noble maxims. Let us 
merely make a few short statements and then the reader will be 
free to turn to the humor in Alschuler's ad. (That is taking it 
for granted, of course, that the reader has not already read the 
lighter sections of the paper.) Actually, this doesn't concern 
the members of the college's clubs as much as the independent 
students of the campus. Most of the former vote for the simple 
reason that their clubs sponsor candidates. 

It is a safe bet that soon after the final election tallies have 
been announced, a great number of Tech's independents will 
raise the agonizing cry that the school is ruled by the clubs, 
pointing accusingly at the social club members who fill the 
campus offices. That will be the time to play a mournful, sympa-
thetic strain on the Stradivarius. 

Many of the masses are certain to curse the victorious can-
didates for their incompetence and to state sagely that the guy 
they had planned to vote for ("Never got around to it, though.") 
could have performed the duties much better. The same instru-
mental arrangements will be appropriate at that time. 

Here is a suggested solution to those who have little affec-
tion for tearful fiddle tunes: vote next Tuesday for the candi-
date who will best represent your interests in Tech. Don't talk 
about it—do it.
