Follows Fall Routine— 

CAMPUS beautification no longer remains a dream of 
foresighted students. A feasible plan has been outlined 

and a campaign WILL be carried on to change this campus 
into one of which we can be proud of rather than one for 
which we must apologize. 

But the project is no longer in the hands of the Student 
Council, nor is it in the hands of the Administrative Coun-
cil. The success or failure of this plan is in the hands of 
John and Mary Doe, students. 

Acceptance of The Toreador's proposal for a campus 
beautification project was received Monday evening when 
Student Council members gathered in a called meeting to 
consider the merits of this proposed plan to solicit corn-
mittments on the students' breakage deposit. 

Although we have only made the first step in the plan, 
the possibilities of success are many. For now, the beautiful 
campus depends upon the individual student just as it should 
in any democracy. Students will be asked to give this fif-
ty cents to the fund, and the results are entirely dependent 
upon the individual's generosity. 

But that is not only the way John and Mary Doe can 
help this fund along. They can volunteer their extra time 
to P. B. Shannon, Council president, to aid in the distribu-
tion of these slips. Many students will be needed if such a 
plan as outlined is to have a great degree of effectiveness. 
As another aid to changing this campus from the 1925 hog 
ranch to a 1945 college campus can be made by walking on 
the sidewalks and throwing waste paper in baskets rather 
than on the campus. All the trees and water in the state 
could not beautify a campus to any appreciable extent with-
out the cooperation of students in these respects. 

We realize that no drastic changes can be made over-
night under the present proposal, but slowly and surely we 
are moving forward to an ultimate goal. A little extra ef-
fort on the part of the individual student can help the cam-
pus a lot. It can be made sanitary at least, and that is the 
next step. 

Although it is a little late for New Year's resolutions, 
we can think of several that the individual could make that 
would improve the physical aspects of this campus more 
than most of us can imagine. (1). Don't cut corners, stay 
on the sidewalks. (2). Don't throw papers or other trash 
on the campus. (3). Sign a committment on your breakage 
deposit and give fifty cents to a worthy cause.

AS STUDENTS left the nation's campuses for holidays at home, 
the Secretaries of War and Navy—with approval of Man-

power Commissioner Paul V. McNutt—announced the long-
awaited college training program for service men and service-
men-to-be. 
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THE close of the current semester will see many a Tech stu- 
dent sweating over final examinations for the last time. 

Many undergraduate students will leave the classrooms to go 
into active service with the armed forces. It is highly regret-
table that the timetables of 130,000,000 freedom loving Ameri-
can people can be so upset by the nightmares of a perverted 
paperhanger. Be that as it may, "it is not for us to question 
why, but for us to do or die." 

Yet with keen foresight, intelligent conservation, and with 
the luck of the gods, we need not have our whole lives dis-
rupted by this world massacre. For some day the forces of 
freedom will sound the knell for power-mongered Axis nations, 
when this happens perhaps Techsans the world over hear the 
Victory Bells in the east end the the Administration building 
ring throughout the night as a beckoning light to return to the 
school of the Plains and resume their studies of the carefree 
depressionistic decade of 1930-39. 

While it is true that adjustment to classrooms and studies 
will be difficult with those who have spent the night in a blood-
soaked foxhole, it is as necessary as ever before that the masses 
be educated. For after the war, the courage of the American 
people will be challenged more than any power or combination 
of powers could daunt their souls on a battlefield. It is in our 
own backyard that American people will have to answer a 
call for which there will be no Distinguished Service Cross, yet 
the danger involved will make the annihilation of a complete 
Japanese navy look like Sunday on the farm. 

Post *kit 
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It is our own people, the people you and I will be fighting 
for side by side, of whom the greatest danger lies. The American 
Way of life is in great peril from Axis forces, but the aftermath 
will see her own people endangering that mannerism even more. 
It is for this that we must prepare ourselves, to defend not on-
ly our nation, but the individualist as well. 

Economists the world over agree that World War II will be 
succeeded by an Economic Revolution that could cause not only 
bloodshed and heartbreaks, but an entirely new world order. 
Nor do we mean any "Union Now" movement. 

The Weaker Sex has gone into war industry and replaced 
many an American doughboy on the industrial front. The all-
out movement for defense has tripled production output. The 
Government is necessarily spending money at a rate beyond 
comprehension of the the Burlington, Wisconsin Liars' club. 

The naitonal chaos has been held in check and forestalled 
by price fixing, ceilings and freezing orders. But the demands 
of the rugged individualist after the danger from foreign agents 
has been thwarted will tax the intelligence of the brain trusts 
to produce a systematic return to normality. 

It is these existing and forthcoming conditions that make 
it necessary for undergraduate students of today to begin plans 
now for a return to school after the war. Just as we are arm-
ing ourselves tomorrow for a far more dangerous revolution, 
and the most effective armament for tomorrow is education.

plan which would provide college 
training for prospective civilian 
war workers, including both men 
and women.

Men selected for college train-
ing will wear uniforms, be on ac-
tive duty and receive service 
pay. Soldiers will go to school 
as privates, seventh grade; sail-
ors as apprentice seamen. 

Civilian professors will do most 
of the teaching.

Main provisions of the Army 

plan, known as the "Army Spec-
ialized Training Program": 

• 
Men chosen for college train-

ing will be drawn from enlisted 
men who are taking, or have fin-
ished basic training. Exceptions 
are medical, dentistry and vet-
erinary students In the enlisted 
reserves who will continue their 
studies under the new program. 
In an active duty status. 

• 
Medical, dentistry and veterinary 

students not in the reserves may 
`inish another semester of college. 
After that, they apparaently will 
be subject to selective service and  

will have to qualify for training 
under the new program in order to 
continue their education. 

Pre-medical and  pre-dental 
students and junior and senior 

engineers, whether or not they 

are in the reserves, also may fin-
ish another semester in college. 

Fourth-year ROTC students may 
inish another semester of college. 

MI other students In the re-

serves may expect to be pat 
on active duty soon. 

All other students not in the re-
serves are subject to the draft— 
POW.

The Navy's side of the new pro, 

gram Is known as the "Navy 
College Training Program" 

• 
Normally, students in this pro-

gram will be picked during their 
senior year in high school. 

• 
At a "date to be announced," 

all V-1, V-5, and V-7 reservists 
in college will he placed on ac-
tive duty as apprentice seamen, 
and V-1's and V-7's then may 
continue their studies under the 
new plan at least through their 
junior year. Those who qualify 
as medical, dental, engineering 
and theological students may 
complete their professional stud-
ies.

Mrs. David F. Swenson of Minne-
apolis is chiefly responsible for 
publication of the two latest trans-
lations of works of the great Dan-
ish philosopher, Soren Kiergegaard. 

The  translations, "Something 
About Kierkegaard" and "Thoughts 
on Crucial Situations in Human 
Life," came off the pre. of Augs-
burg Publishing House recently. 

They were begun in rough form 
by David F. Swenson, late pro-
fessor of philosophy at the Uni-
versity of Minnesota. 

When death cut short her hus-
band's work In February, 1940, 
Mrs. Swenson decided to complete 
the translation,, notwithstanding 
she knew nothing about the Dan-
ish language. 

Mrs. Swenson pitched in and 
learned the language of the Danes, 
and, as she learned, began trans-
lating Kierkegaard's works, until 
finally she felt she was sufficient-
ly accomplished to complete the 
task which her husband had set 
out to do. 

Professor Swenson "discoverer"' 
Kierkegaard quite by acciden. 
while browsing through a cc:. 
bookshop years ago, then de, 
his life to studying and trans-
log the great Dane's writings, be-
coming the greatest American au-
thority on the nineteenth century 
philosopher.—ACP.

'Dolls Serve Two 
Purposes With 
Pueblo Indians 

Dolls serve a double purpose 
with Pueblo Indians, They are both 
toys for the children and imper-
sonations of super-natural beings. 
This is depicted in the doll exhibit 
now on display in the West Texas 
Museum on the campus. 

In the mythology of all the Pu-
eblo Indiana, except the Taos, Kat-
sinas are spirit rain-makers. Kat-
sina dolls are given to Pueblo 
children. The dolls are treated 
with care and respect. They are 
also made for sale as curios, and 
aften are Incorporated into the in-
terior decoration of modern homes. 

Long ago, the Katsinas were 
dancers who came Into the Indian 
villages. They brought gifts, food 
of all kinds. buckskin, bows and 
arrows, and beads. They taught 
the people the arts, crafts and 
hunting. After the people began 
to grow their own food, Katsinas 
came to the villages when the 
fields were dry to dance. Rain al-
ways followed, according to the 
legend. 

After a legendary fight between 
the Katsinas and the people, rain 
spirits refused to come to the vil-
lage when the crops needed rain. 
However, they told the Indians 
that they could wear masks and 
costumes like Katsinas and act in 
the same manner. After this rain 
would come. That is why the Indi-
an people have masked dancers 
and why the Katsina dolls are so 
revered.
