Homes Is Shown 
By Tech Seniors 

Business Research 
Discloses Facts Of 
War-Time Families 

Results of a research project 

covering 440 homes in Lubbock re- 

veal that only half as many fam-

ilies took vacations in 1942 as took 

them in 1941. All of the 440 fam-

ilies except 27 per cent enjoyed va-

cations In 1941. 

The survey was made by a group 

of Tech seniors majoring in busi-

ness administration to find out 

the effect of thewar on standards 

of tiding. It was part of the as-

signment in "Research In Bust-
ec," eondvItted by De J 0 
Ellsworth, dean of the new Divis- 
ion of Commerce. 

Out of the 247 families who own 
their homes. 208 own sewing ma-
chines. There are 137 of the fam- 
ines who rent thei rhouses and 
82 of these own sewing machines. 
Of the 40 families who live in 
apartments 20 own sewing ma-
chines. Of the 16 families who live 
in other types of houses 12 own 
sewing machines. 

Of 434 families interviewed only 
20 per cent had vegetable gardens. 
Home canning has decreased from 
75 per cent last yea rto 52 per 
cent this year. Fifty-one per cent 
of the homes indicated that sugar 
rationing had not affected their 
living. 

Only three per cent reported 
their automobile tires in "excel-
lent" condition. The majority rat-
ed their tires as "fair" with a 
"good" rank a close second. Trav-
el is affected by war conditions 
more than other regular family ac-
doily.

Iowa State Will 
Market Plastics 

Four,. plastic products developed 
from farm products and farm 
wastes in laboratories of the en-
gineering experiment station of 
Iowa State college, and showing 
definite commercial possibilities, 
have been announced by Dr. Q. R. 
Sweeney. research professor of 
chemical engineering at the col-
lege. 

In general, Dr. Sweeney says, 
these products could be substitut-
ed at a low cost for phenolic plas-
tics in brown and black and possi-
bly dark red colors. They com-
pare favorably with the phenolic 
plastics in strength, appearance 
and water resistance. 

The first is a soybean meal plas-
tic which has excellent strength 
and could be molded by _compres-
sion molding. Two are made from 
corncob resins. They have good 
strength and can be used in con-
tinuous contact with water. The 
fourth is a hydrolyzed cornstalk 
plastic which has excellent 
strength, good appearance and 
good water resistance.

Warn The State 
Against Raw Pork 

Because of the present emer-
gency thousands of American 
families will be added this autumn 
to the many who are accustomed 
to home-preparation and storage 
of meats for their own use. This 
is the opinion of Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer, who has Is-
sued a timely warning against 
carelessness that might cause Ill-

ness. 
Trichinosis, Dr. Cox explained, is 

caused by a microscopic organism 
called the trichina or muscle 
worm. This parasite develops in 
the human body whenever infested 
pork is eaten, if it has not been 
sufficiently cooked. The young 
worms, known as larvae, are found 
in the muscles of infected 
When this type of meat is eaten 
raw or is undercooked, the larvae 
grow in the intestines into adult 
worms which are carried by the 
lymphatic tissue and blood stream 
to the muscles where they become 
eacysted. This period of invasion 
gives rise to the symptoms of the 
disease. The severity of the illness 
is dependent upon the number of 
trichinae originally consumed. 

"While the adult parasites are In 
the human intestines they may 
cause acute diarrhea," Dr. Cox 
said, "which at first can be mis-
taken for typhoid fever or dysen-
tery. This may start anywhere 
from the first to the fourth day 
after eating the infested pork and 
may lost one to several days. La-
ter a puffiness of the eyes may ap-
pear together with various degrees 
of pain in the muscles, particular-
ly those of the calf of the leg. the 
upper arm, the shoulders and the 

jaws." 

Dr. Can declared that since no 

treatment Is known, prevention is 

very important. The worms cannot 

be seen by the unaided eye, no in-

spection of pork cannot be depen-

ded upon to protect from this type 

of infectloi. The only sure safe-

guard Is to be certain that all pork 
and pork products are thoroughly 
cooked, whether processed at home 
or purchased. Many of the more 
serious and fatal cases have been 
traced to eating raw smoked mu-
sage or raw pork pudding. 

Since it has been estimated that 

approximately five per cent of all 
swine are infested with trichinae, 
it is being emphasized that the in-
variable rule before consuming 
any pork or pork product Is to see 
that It is cooked until all natural 
color is gone and no evidence of 
blood can be detected. This is the 
only safe rule to follow, according 
to the State Health Officer.

Evolution Of The 
Horse Exhibited 
In Tech Museum 

Evolution of development of the 
horse in North America, as shown 
through an exhibit of its hind feet, 
is on display at the West Texas 
Museum. Hind feet of six horses 
from the equine of 60 million years 
ago to the present are in the ex-
hibition. Another feature of the 
display is a life size model of the 
"dawn horse," which was about the 
size of a fox terrier. 

First known horse of the Eocene 
period was 12 inches at the should-
er with four toes on the front feet 
and three on the back. The next 
two are In the Oligocene period In 
have three toes on each foot. These 
horses were the size of present 
day sheep. The animals became 
larger each period and in the Mi-
ocene were the size Of deer. In 
the Pliocene, Abe first one-toed 
horses came into existence. 

By glacial or Pleistocene times 
the animal had become nearly as 
large as today. They became e- 
tract during this period and did 
not reappear until introduced by 
the early Spaniards.

Engineers Register 
More Students Than 
All Other Divisions 

TWO THOUSAND, eight hun- 

dred and fifty students make 
up the total enrollment for the fall 
semester, according t olatest re-
ports received from the registrar's 
office, which is 680 less than the 
1941 fall semester. 

Of those registered, 16637 are 

men and 1213 are women. Among 

the various divisions 301 are en- 

rolled in the division of agricul-

ture, 813 in the engineering divis-

ion, 361 home economics students, 
802 in the division of arts and sci-
ences and 573 commerce students. 

Although final figures have not 
been compiled In the office of W. 
P. Clement, Tech registrar, it' Is 
generally believed about half of 
the students enrolled are freshmen. 

Tech officials are well pleased 
with the total enrollment, despite 
the reduction in numbers. Because 
of the war and thousands of 
young men being called to the col-
ors from every part of Texas. as 
well of the nation, It was thought 
earlier the enrollment might take 
even a greater drop . 

Many of the students now en-
rolled are expected to be brought 
Into thenrmed forces through the 
selective service system within a 
relatively short time, but they will 
remain in their classes and on th. 
campus as long as possible in or-
der to further their education and 
be In better position for more rap-
id advancement In rank after en-
tering the army, navy or marines. 

Large numbers of the students 
now enrolled have registered in 
courses they believe will benefit , 
them in the st.rvIe. ani-nrill :twins — 
the promotions into higher pay 
brackets. 

The trend of thought on war 
time education is reflected In en-
rollment in the engineering divis-
ion, where 813 are registered this 
term, as compared with 809 In the 
fall term a year ago. Persons qual-
ified as engineers are being used 
widely in the armed forces. 

A drop from 474 to 361 In the 
number of girls in home ecrnom-
les is srown in this year's enroll-
ment, as compared with last year H. 

The figures for both this year

Teacher Shortage 
Is Felt By Texas 
Education System 

"One hundred thirty teachers 
have been placed through our bu-
reau this year and we could have 
placed 100 more," said Dr. Doyle 
Q. Jackson, Director of the Teach-
er Placement Bureau on the cam-
pus. 

Only 21 men teachers were plac- 

ed this year as compared with 78 
last year. Dr. Jackson attributes 

the serious shortage of teachers to 
the increased labor market, vol-
unteering for military service, and 

the selective draft. 
"We are having a tremendous 

number of calls for teachers, most 

of which we cannot fill," said Dr. 
Jackson.

Educator Says Present War Is 
To Be Fought By Both Sexes 

WHILE the question of avceleratmn ceased to be an open is- 
sue for the men's colleges soon after Pearl Harbor, it is still 

debatable for women's education, in opinion of Roswell G. 
Ham, president of Mount Holyoke College. An immediate and 
obvious comment, he feels, would be that since women of col- 
lege age are not concerned with 

the draft. there should be no neces-
sity for them to advance the year 

of their graduation. 
"But," he continues, "that an-

swer takes for granted certain 
premises which may not be alto- 
gether sound: First, that this is a '111 
man's war; and, second, that col- 
lege women should continue in the 	vory Towers

„  
leisurely process of liberal educa-
tion, against the day when the 
world will need their philosophy 
and art. 

"Such a view would assume that 
the men's way of acceleration is 
only concerned with the attain-
ment of skills and sciences to win 
the war, and that for the duration 
they are dedicated to an illiberal 
and unbalanced scheme of educa-
tion. Of this danger both the men's 
and women's colleges are well 
aware, but the latter are equally 
aware by this time that total war 
takes no account of sexes. 

"The second argument, that wo-
men constitute are serve against 
the future, is more tenable. 

"We are posed with two prob-
lems: One, whether the program of 
acceleration is worth while for the 
women's colleges during the per-
iod of the war, and another, wheth-
er it may not be a permanent and

P°inhte The persons who put in hard 
study learning their courses in 
school and college, and then keep 
on studying and learning through 
degree after degree, all too often 
keep their knowledge all to them-
selves. At least they put It to no 
practical use. Some of them write 
books or articles which others like 
them read. 

Therefore, all too often, the per-
sons who  accomplish notable 
things are the persons who were 
satisfied to learn only a few things 
in school or college, If they went. 
And, consequently, they do not 
think of the wider more cultural 
angles that more learned persons, 
often their critics, might. 

The educated man is the man 
who is getting the most out of our 
democratic life. He should be the 
man who contributes the most to 
it—contributes it actually and di-
rectly. He is given the rich op-
portunity of learning the accom-
plishments and mistakes of others. 
He should not keep his knowledge 
to himself. 

As President Rainey summariz-
ed: "In our universities an schools 
we must develop scholarship; but 
we must do something more—we 
must give our scholars a sense of 
heir obligation to direct our 

stream of living, not merely chart 
it."—The Daily Texan—ACP. 

nuance after the war. The argu- 
rnents against compressing a four- 
year college into three years have 
to do with the maturity of college 
students and with the standards of 
their education. 

"As to the matter of maturity, 
there is certainly a point of dimin-
ishing returns, but it would hardly 
seem to be determined by a three 
as opposed to a four-year course. 
If only it were a matter of a speci-
fied amount of knowledge to be 
accumulated, doubtless we could 
pack the four years into two. 

"These arguments concern both 
men and women. The men's col-
leges are committed for the dura-
ation; if this is to be a long war, 
the women increasingly will have 
to bear their part and, unless all 
predictions are awry, they will not 
be contented to lag behind. 

"It will serve us well to have op-
en minds. For this might also be 
hazarded, that, when the American 
public discovers that there is no-
thing sacrosanct about' four years, 
it will not easily 'evert to aban-
doned ways."

SINCE SATURDAY night, we have scouring the campus to 

see if one iota of the traditional Tech spirit is left.

MEN ARE leaving every day for foreign service, many of them 

are seeing the United States for the last time. Many of 
them are seeing the United States for the last time because 
they will needlessly lose their lives for lack of blood trans-
fusion. Yet with all these factors in mind, we who are able to 
forestall such happenings sit idly by and do nothing. 

Modern science has made it possible that blood can be 
extracted from persons over here, dried into a preserved plas-
ma and shipped across the seas to field hospitals. Typed upon 
extraction, these hospitals can inject this plasma into the blood 
stream of the bleeding soldier and oftimes save his life. 

With mobile Red Cross units touring the continent, it would 
take little more than approval of the student council and ad-
ministrative sanction to get one of these units to visit the cam-
pus for two weeks or so, enabling Tech students to give their 
blood to the war effort without endangering their lives or 
without even leaving the campus. Practically all of the stu-
dents who have been questioned upon such a move have been 
heartily in favor and expressed an eager desire to do their part.

Saturday night to crumple a help- 

less West Texas State College elev- 

en. The Morganmen had charge of 
the field from the opening kickoff 
until the final gun ended the game 
with the Raiders holding a 39-0 
win over the outclassed Teachers. 

led by Blanda, Callahan. Schlink- 
man, and Standefer in the back- 
ground: and Allbright, Gillenwat- 
er, and Storrs in the front line, 
the Techsans dominated the Buffs 
throughout the entire game amass- 
ing a total of 287 yards via the 
ground and air; while holding the 
Canyonites to 40 yards, total gain- 
ed. 

Some 6000 fans witnessed the 
Raiders battle the Buffs through-
out the entire first half, holding 
the visitors in their own end of 
the field; but being able to score 
one touchdown. It was late in the 
initial period when the Teachers' 
Jed Forbus punted from his own 
37 yard line, to J. R Callahan 
who received it on the Tech 40 
and raced to the 17 before he was 
pulled down by the visiting "fac-
ulty." Callahan then plunged 
through the center of the line in 
two consecutive plays to place the 
ball on the 11. Blanda picked up 
six over center to leave the ball 
resting on the five, followed this 
with another attempt in the same 
spot but failed to gain. Callahan 
then pushed the ball down to the 
two from which point Blanda 
moved on across the double stripe. 
With Robbins holding, Peter Blan-
da then split the crossbar with a 
neatly aimed place kick to give 
the Raiders their total score for 

the first half. 
The Red Raiders made another 

threat in the second period but 
this drive ended on the four yard 
line, after Schlinkman, McKnight, 
and Standefer had sparked the 
prospective touchdown march. 

The Teachers kicked to Tech to 
begin the third period, and the 
Morganmen showed their superior-
ity by marching for paydirt with-
out losing possession of the ball.
