The interest was twice 
as great because here at last was 
the artist who had been prevented 
by illness from playing for this 
same audience last year. From the 
first light touch of the bow until 
the final bars of the last encore, 
Heifetz held his audience in per-
fect accord with the mood of the

Beginning with Handel's "Sonata 
in E Major," at times lively and 
gay, then deeply sad, the violin-
ist's greatness was immediately 
apparent. This was followed by 
Grieg's "Sonata in C minor" 
written for violin and piano. In 
it Heifetz shared honors with 
Emanuel Bey, his accompanist of 
15 years, an accomplished pianist 
in his own right. This composi-
tion depicts the ruggedness of the 
Norwegian scenery. 

Immediately after intermission 
came Debussy's "Il pleure dans 
mon coeur," a quiet, almost haunt -

ingly beautiful song. Next the 
brief, lively "Presto" by Poulenc. 
Gershwin's "Bess. You Is My Wo-
man Now," and "Tempo di Blues," 
both Heifetz's transcriptions, high-
lighted this part of the program. 
He transcribed five of the "Porgy 
and Bess" numbers because "Ger-
shwin never got around to writ-
ing anything for the violin." 

Vieuxtemps' magnificient Con-
certo No. 5 was the concluding 
number. This was one of the num-
bers Heifetz used after his return 
to the concert stage two years 
ago. Encores included "Sweet 
Remembrance" by Mendelssohn; 
"Banjo and Fiddle" by Kroll, and 
Godovsky's "Alt Wien."
