Lubbock, Tech officials
haggle over right-of-way

(Editor’s note: This is the first of a series of articies concerning the controversy
between Tech and the City of Lubbock over ownership of University Avenue between
d4th and 19th Streets and adjacen! property.)

For years, Lubbock city officials and Tech administrators
have squabbled over ownership of University Avenue between
4th and 19th Streets and the 20 feet of land on either side.

The city, maintaining that public right-of-way exists along
the avenue, has wanted to widen University Avenue 14 feet to the
west. However, Tech administrators have refused the
widening, saying Tech property extends to the east side of the
thoroughfare and was never dedicated as public right-of-way.
They say widening of University Avenue would cause a noise
and pollution problem and would make it more difficult for
pedestrians to cross the thoroughfare.

Recently, each side has produced information supporting its
side of the argument.

During the Tech Board of Regents meeting March 22, a slide
presentation was shown illustrating the claim that new surveys
establish Tech property extends to eastern side of University
Avenue.

The presentation was requested by the Regents, said Tech
Executive Vice President Glenn Barnett, and was prepared by
Elo Urbanovsky, chairman of park administration and hor-
ticulture. Urbanovsky said the project was begun last fall.

Surveys for the presentation were done by Parkhill, Smith
and Cooper, Inc., a Lubbock engineering firm. The firm used
information submitted by Tech and the city in its surveys.
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In response to the slide presentation, City Traffic Director
Bill McDaniel last week showed the City Council Texas Highway
Department maps which he said establish 100 feet of public
right-of-way for University Avenue. Former Mayor Morris
Turner requested the report. Right turn lanes on the west side of
the street at Broadway and approaching 19th Street already
have come out of the 20 feet of right-of-way at those locations,
McDaniels said.

Obviously, either the city or the University is wrong, but the
question of ownership of the property is of little consequence
unless the city pushes for widening University Avenue.

The city will probably not push to widen the thoroughfare
without Tech approval, at least for now. ‘‘Rather than take
unexpected, unilateral action on this,” said Councilman Bryce
Campbell, “I think we should inform Texas Tech of these
documents and see if they are ready to start widening
University Avenue."”

Though it appears Tech will stick with its position, Barnett
said a search for more information about the problem is being
made. “‘As far as we know, the presentation was a professional
job, and we have asked them to check further into the
situation,” he said. ‘‘The presentation wasn’t in the way of
trying to create a conflice. It was a matter of trying to get in-
formation and I don’t think the University is about to put a
keeper on each end of the road or anything like that. All that was
concluded was that the proper action had been taken and I think
this simply came from the engineer’s report; they looked into all
the legal documents.”

Commuittee closes tax case,
commends Nixon decision

WASHINGTON (AP) — A Senate-
House investigating committee closed its
books on President Nixon's tax case
Thursday with a formal commendation
for Nixon’s decision to pay some $465,000
in back taxes and interest.

Any further congressional action thus
was left to the House Judiciary Com-
mittee considering possible ground for
impeachment.

The detailed report of the Joint
Committee on Internal Revenue
Taxation, concluding that Nixon was
deficient $476,431 in back taxes and in-
terest, will be considered along with all
other evidence in its inquiry, the
Judiciary Committee said.

The joint committee received the
report from its staff Wednesday. After
several hours’ discussion, it decided to
make the report public, but without
endorsing it, pending further study.

Within four hours after contents of the
report became known, the White House
announced that the Internal Revenue
Service had ruled Nixon owed roughly
$465,000 and that he would pay, even
though part of the sum was legally

Jury deliberation continues in Chapin trial

WASHINGTON (AP) — The jury
trying Dwight L. Chapin on charges that
he lied under oath reported Thursday
night it was nowhere near a verdict and
asked to deliberate further on Friday.

After discussing the case for some four
hours, the jury was called in by U.S.
District Judge Gerhard A. Gesell and
asked: ““Is the jury close to a verdict?”

“No, sir,” said Charles L. Wesley, the
jury foreman.

The seven men and five women then
decied to postpone further deliberations
until today.

The federal jury began deliberations
Thursday afternoon after only two days
of testimony.

Their choice was to decide whether
there was ‘‘a pattern of deceit, a pattern
of lies,"" as the government claimed, or
whether he told the truth as he
remembered it.

U.S. District Judge Gerhard A. Gesell
delivered the case to the jurors at
midafternoon after telling them: “You
are deciding nothing but this case
without any anger on the one hand,
without any sympathy on the other.”

The 33-year-old Chapin, who now lives
in a Chicago suburb, was charged in
three counts with making false
statements last April 11 when one of the
Watergate grand juries questioned him

about the political sabotage executed by
Donald H. Segretti during the 1972
primary campaigns.

Chapin had recruited Segretti, a friend
from the days at the University of
Southern California, for the job.

Each count carried a maximum
penalty of five years in prison and a
$10,000 fine.

The jury of seven men and five women
was told in closing arguments by
assistant prosecutor Richard J. Davis
that Chapin sought all along to
disassociate himself from the activities
of the man he hired.

Salinas, Gaines withdraw from state race

Froy Salinas and Gene Gaines have
withdrawn as candidates for state
representative for District 75, Place 1.

Both men cited lack of funds as one
reason for their decisions.

Salinas, an insurance salesman, in a
statement issued today, said he has
neither the time nor money to effectively
carry on a campaign.

“Lubbock deserves a representative
who can devote as much time as
necessary to do the job effectively, and at
the present time I cannot do this,” he
said.

Salinas also said as long as Lubbock
operates under a multi-member district,

advertising expenses make the cost of
the campaign prohibitive.

Gaines, an attorney, said he did not feel
he had the support of the black com-
munity he expected.

“Instead of disrupting what unity there
is in the black community, I felt it better
to withdraw from the race,”’ Gaines said.

Salinas and Gaines both said there is a
definite chance they will run for the of-
fice again in 1976 when Lubbock is
divided into single-member districts.

Gaines said he and his supporters
would ‘‘have to do our homework bet-
ween now and then so we can educate the
voters in the black community during the

1976 election.”

Salinas, an advocate of the single-
member districts, said redistricting
would enable candidates to avoid having
to use so much advertising. ‘‘Candidates
can carry on their campaigns on a
personal basis by actually knocking on
doors,” he said.

Democratic candidates still in the race
for state representative in District 75,
Place 1 are incumbent Elmer Tarbox,
former representative Delwin Jones, Bob
Vint and Freddy L. Seals. Republican
candidate is David E. Sullivan, an
assistant professor at Tech Law School.

““This pattern of deceit, a pattern of lies
continued through April 11, 1973 when
Mr. Chapin walked into that grand jury
room, raised his hand and took the oath
and swore that he would tell the truth.

“Dwight Chapin walked into that grand
jury and made a deliberate decision and
that decision was to lie.”

But Jacob A. Stein, Chapin’s lawyer,
suggested the government was trying to
convict his client for what Segretti did
rather than lying.

Segretti, who served four months after
pleading guilty to distributing phony
campaign literature, was the chief
witness against Chapin. Stein called the
literature horrible and added:

“These are matters that go deeply into
people’s emotions. There is racist
literature in here, utter lies about peoples
sexual misconduct, material no one
would want to own up to authorship of.”

But he cautioned: “By bringing in a
verdict of guilty you don’t deal with the
problem that this matterial was printed.
It happened; I'm sorry about it.
Everybody is sorry about it.

“Things were done here which were
horrible but we have not been charged
with that offense.”

Chapin was the first top-level White
House aide brought to trial, and the case
was considered a test of whether a
defendant in Watergate or Watergate-
related cases could get a fair trial with
all the Watergate publicity.

The White House refused, on Thursday,
to make public the IRS notice to Nixon.

Deputy White House Press Secretary
Gerald L. Warren told reporters the IRS
report was delivered to the White House
by three tax agents Tuesday afternoon.

A White House spokesman said there
was no need to make the document public
because it was compatible with the
congressional staff report and is con-
siderably less detailed.

Warren also said he understood there
was a question about what will happen to
the vice presidential papers Nixon turned
over to the National Archives. He said
Nixon would abide by whatever decision
the archivists and others make that is
“proper and relevant.”

The big tax bill facing the President
means that his financial position ‘‘has
almost been totally wiped out,” Warren
said.

Questioned about how and when Nixon
would pay his bill, Warren said a
reassessment of Nixon’s entire financial
position must be made.

White House officials have not offered
a precise calculation of the total Nixon
will pay, estimating it at $465,000 or
$467,000.

The joint congressional committee
held a brief session Thursday and issued
a statement saying in part:

““While we have not completely
analyzed all of the technical aspects of
the report, the members agree with the
substance of most of the recom-
mendations made by the staff.

‘““Because of the President’s decision to
pay the deficiencies and interest for 1969
through 1972, as asserted by the Internal
Revenue Service ... the Joint Committee
on Internal Revenue Taxation has
decided to conclude its examination of
the President’s returns.

““The committee commends the
President for his prompt decision to
make these tax payments.”

Sen. Wallace F. Bennett of Utah,
Republican, scolded newsmen, ex-
pressing ‘‘consternation at the at-
mosphere in which this questioning is
being conducted — as though the
President is in fact guilty and somehow
he has been allowed to escape ...”

Severa] members joined Bennett in
noting that the President went beyond his
legal liability in agreeing to pay a
deficiency of about $171,000 on his 1969
taxes, since the three-year statute of
limitations has run out on those.

The chairman, Sen. Russell B. Long, D-
La., said ‘I certainly think he should be
commended for that part of it ... That
could be regarded as a donation to this
government.”

He said also Nixon now no longer has
his pre-presidential papers, which ‘‘are
worth money"' and yet is not to enjoy the
advantage of a tax deduction for his gift
of them to the National Archives.

“I think the President’s experience
would be a good example to everyone,”
Long said. ‘““They ought to go the extra
mile in paying taxes if they are in
government.”

Race to fill presidency

follows Pompidou burial

PARIS (AP) —

President Georges Pompidou was buried in a little village

cemetery Thursday. President Nixon announced he would fly to Paris to attend
official memorial services at the Cathedral of Notre Dame on Saturday.

The race to succeed Pompidou in office already was under way. Former
Premier Jacques Chaban-Delmas and National Assembly President Edgar Faure
said they would be candidates in presidential elections scheduled for April 28 or

May 5.

The Communist party said it would seek agreement with the Socialists to field

a single candidate.

Finance Minister Valery Giscard d’Estaing issued a statement saying he
would not comment on the presidential race until ceremonies marking Pompidou's
death are over — itself an admission he wants to become head of state,

The Socialists scheduled a conclave for Monday, probably to name Secretary -
General Francois Mitterrand as their presidential aspirant. He will get Com-
munist backing if he and Communist Secretary-General Georges Marchais can

agree on a common government program.

Pompidou became president in 1969 when Charles de Gaulle resigned. It was
not clear whether Pompidou designated any of the Gaullist politicans as his chosen

successor.

Shortly before the feverish political activity began, Pompidou was buried at
Orvilliers, a village 35 miles southwest of Paris where the president had a country
home. There were less than two dozen people present, jus. as Pompidou desired.

CIA ties to Watergate

WASHINGTON — For months, Sen. Howard Baker, R-
Tenn., has been piecing together evidence that the Central
Intelligence Agency somehow was involved in the Watergate
break-in.

Now he is preparing a detailed report, backed up with
secret documents. The report will depend for explosive ef-
fect, however, more on the questions it asks than on the
answers it gives.

The report will focus largely on former CIA agent E.
Howard Hunt, who retired from the CIA in 1970, joined a CIA
cover organization and then went on the White House payroll
in July 1971. A year later, he helped plan the Watergate
break-in.

In Baker's study of the CIA role in the case, he has made
these tentative findings:

—Deputy CIA Director Vernon Walters’ repeated claim
that the CIA grew wary of Hunt and broke contact with him
by "Aug. 31, 1971, is false. The CIA now admits its top
psychiatrist, Dr. Bernard Malloy, met secretly with Hunt on
the Daniel Ellsberg case as late as Oct. 27, 1971.

—Baker has documents showing the CIA role in the
Watergate coverup was far more extensive than has been
revealed in public testimony.

—Baker’s documents also indicate that former CIA
Director Richard Helms helped place Hunt with Mullen and
Co., a CIA front. Baker believes the CIA kept close tabs on
Hunt even after he supposedly ‘‘retired’’ from the CIA.

—While Hunt was working for the CIA front company, he
sought out an old Bay of Pigs sidekick, Bernard Barker. The
Senator suspects Hunt may have been planning exploits with
Barker on behalf of the CIA. The senator would like to prove,
but cannot, that two of the expllits were the Watergate and
Ellsberg psychiatrist break-ins. What Baker can show,
however, is that Hunt contacted Barker in April 1971, months
before going on the White House payroll.

—After Hunt went to work for the White House, he got a
tip from Robert Bennett, head of the Mullen CIA cover
company, that one of Bennett’s ex-employes in New England
had some fresh information on the Chappaquiddick episode.
Hunt could have obtained the inform#tion by making a
simple call to the ex-employe. Instead, he obtained from the
CIA’s deputy director a wig, false ID cards, a voice
modulator, a camera, a recorder and a ‘“‘safe house.” The
trip to New England proved totally fruitless, leading Baker to
suspect it may have been a cover for some other CIA pur-
pose.

—Baker has received indications that Hunt was repor-
ting indirectly to the CIA even after he had moved into the
White House. The senator suspects, for example, that the CIA
may have been involved with Hunt'’s celebrated excursion to
Denver in a ludicrous CIA wig to talk to Dita Beard. The CIA

reportedly was worried whether we got the famous ITT-Dita
Beard memo from the same source who gave up the ITT
Chile memos implicating the CIA in a plot to block the
inaugural of the late Salvador Allende.

—Baker suspects, but cannot prove, that Hunt’s plan to
break into the safe of Las Vegas publisher Hank Greenspun
may also have had some CIA undertones. The safe contained
billionaire Howard Hughes’ private papers. Hughes not only
was associated with the Mullen CIA front but had also em-
ployed Robert Maheu, another CIA front man.

—After the Watergate break-in was discovered, Hunt
fled to California to a man identified as ‘‘Mort Jackson,”” who
has close CIA connections, Baker has learned.

These bits of evidence had led Baker to suspect that Hunt
may never have broken off his ties with the CIA, despite
statements to the contrary from CIA officials.

We dug into this story a year ago. We were able to report
on April 7, 1973, that the CIA strangely had ordered its agents
not to talk to the FBI about the Watergate case. We published
the proof on May 8, quoting from a confidential FBI memo
which said:

“It is recalled we specifically were requested by the CIA
not tointerview ... two CIA employees, and instructions were
issued to WFO (Washington Field Office) to this effect.”

However, we later learned that the White House had
asked the CIA to intervene with the FBI to limit the
Watergate investigation. This request was made by H. R.
Haldeman, then the powerful White House staff chief, who
told the CIA ““it was the President’s wish.”” We obtained and.
on May 30, quoted the secret CIA memos about Haldeman’s
intervention.

This led us to the conclusion not that the CIA was im-
plicated in the Watergate break-in but that the White House
was trying to use the CIA to thwart the FBI investigation.

Baker now believes the CIA involvement was much
greater than we had been able tolearn. Our own CIA sources,
while reserving judgment on Baker’s report until they see it,
agree there’s more CIA involvement in the coverup than has
been printed. They concede that numerous contraditions at
least need to be clarified.

Official CIA spokesmen, however, gave a ‘‘no comment”’
to our detailed questions, saying only that they were
cooperating with congressional investigators. Bennett told
my associate Les Whitten the Mullen company severed all its
CIA ties in June 1973, He firmly denied that he had acted as a
conduit for information from Hunt to the CIA during the 1971-
72 Watergate times. Baker aide Fred Thompson refused
comment and Hunt could not be reached.
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The last edition of Legal Rap concluded with a bit of
poetic license used to alter an old cliche; the profound
result stated, ““a little bit of ignorance can be a dangerous
thing.” I intend to carry that theme further today in the
hopes of continuing an educational review of the new
Texas Penal Cold.

The Code itself states that one of its major objectives
is to “‘define and grade offenses in order to give fair
warning of what is prohibited and of the consequences of
violation.”

The number of students that have come to the office
for legal advice and direction is rapidly approaching
2,500, and it is a particular pleasure to report that only a
small percentage of that number have been involved in
possible violations of the criminal law.

It appears that the two major problem areas are
suspected marijuana violations and theft offenses. Last
week was devoted to a look at the new marijuana law;
consequently, the currént subject for discussion is the
recent change in the theft law.

Most of the theft-type offenses previously defined by
law have been consolidated into a single comprehensive
offense. Theft constitutes a single offense incorporating
shoplifting; swindling by worthless check; em-
bezzlement; extortion; and receiving and concealing
stolen property.

The result of lumping these offenses together is
uniformity. The varying acts of theft require a uniform
criminal mental state, a uniform result, uniform penalties
and uniform defenses. Of course, it should be remem-
bered that it is difficult to state generalized rules of law.
Nothing can take the place of a more detailed review of
the law and the exceptions and this should be ac-
complished in the legal office.

The basic elements of the act of theft are unlawfully
obtaining property; exercising control over that property,
and intending to permanently deprive the owner. Most
students usually become involved in those acts of theft
defined as shoplifting and the passing of worthless checks.
Of course, I have mentioned on a number of occasions how
dumb it is to sell books of doubtful ownership so I won’t
concentrate on that.

It comes as no surprise that under the new law it is
still an act of theft to shoplift. The expression itself is a
household word, and it requires no great legal definition.
In my view, the most significant area of change is in-
corporating check offenses under the theft law.

A lot of students have gotten uptight lately because
stores are demanding that checks carry a written
description of what was purchased. It is kind of strange to
look through cancelled checks while reconciling bank
statements and see one that says ‘“For: Beer, Chicken
livers and Zig Zags.” The reason that this is done is
because a bad check may result in a theft charge.

LEGAL RAP

It is theft to obtain property or servicing by issuing a
check when sufficient funds are not on deposit to cover the
check. Intent to unlawfully deprive the owner is presumed
if there is no bank account or in cases of failure to pay
within 10 days of the notification that the check was
dishonored.

It is now a criminal offense to merely introduce a
check into commerce. It seems that this would cover
passing a worthless check for a pre-existing debt. It is true
that imprisonment for a debt is constitutionally forbidden,
but this section of law makes the passing of the check in
payment for debts punishable as a crime — not the failure
to pay the debt. In other words, satisfying a debt with a
worthless check may become a criminal act.

The theft chapter also outlines another offense that is
referred to as: Theft of Service. A person commits a theft
of service when he intentionally avoids payment for
services provided only for compensation; for example, it
is an offense to not pay for service in hotels, restaurants,
and comparable establishments.

Probably, the most common question raised per-
taining to any crime is what is the punishment. The Code
delineates three classes of misdemeanors. They are:
Class A which could result in a $2,000 fine and confinement
up toone year; and a Class B providing for a maximum of
a $1,000 fine and confinement of 180 days; either class may
resultin a fine and imprisonment. A Class C misdemeanor
calls for a maximum fine of $200 and no confinement.

Punishment for theft depends on the value of the
property or service unlawfully obtained. As a rule, if the
property value is less than $5, the theft charge is a Class C
offense. A taking of property valued at five to twenty
dollars falls into the Class B category whereas twenty to
two hundred dollar offenses are Class A misdemeanors.
The unlawful seizure of property valued at $200 and above
places the offense in the felony category. The degree of
punishment may also depend on whether or not there have
been any prior theft convictions.

It is only natural to be concerned about the damaging
effect of criminal convictions, but I must emphasize the
danger of arrest records.

It suddenly dawned on me that most job applications
ask, “‘Have you ever been arrested (not convicted) for any
offense?’”” Where the hell is the famous presumption of
innocence?

A search of pertinent law reveals that ordinarily
there is no way to erase an arrest record! I can just
imagine a situation involving several talented applicants
for the same job. One person has a record of arrest for a
charge that was not substantiated in court; the individual
probably will not even be called for a personal interview.

The unfortunate conclusion is that complacency about
the evil weed; a careless check passed at the Strip, or
sunglasses taken on a dare might result in a critical if not
fatal blow to a promising career.

Paul Windfield, humiliated at his failure to provide meat
for the table, steals food for his family. He is caught and
sentenced to one year at hard labor. This, of course, means
that he will lose the farm if his family cannot do his work and
bring the crops in. But, without help and with all the oods
against them, his wife (Cicely Tyson) and children manage
to get the job done. And when Windfield returns we find that,
even though crippled by a dynamite blast, his inner strength
and sense of humor have not deserted him. We feel that
Windfield and Tyson will exist as they always have, ac-
cepting hardships and simple pleasures as they come.

It is in their eldest child, though, played with an im-
pressively quiet air of innocence by Kevin Hooks, that we see
hints of change. During a long and unsuccessful journey to
visit his father, we see the boy come face to face with bigotry
atits worst. He is forced into an early manhood. And, through
the grace of a black schoolteacher, we see his initial in-
troduction to Crispus Attucks, W. E. B. DuBois and the world
of the proud black man.

When his father returns, Hooks is engaged in a battle of
ethics. He finds himself weighing his family loyalty against
his hunger for knowledge, trying to decide whether to stay
home and help his father or go away to seek an education.
Windfield, in a particularly moving scene, makes the
decision for him. He pleads with his son to better himself with
learning and, realizing the hopeless rut which was the 1933
black sharecropper’s destiny, he says, “Son, don’t get too
used to this place.”

Each and every one of the thespians involved comes
across with true to life honesty, the result being that the
viewer actually lives the film. I can’t see either Windfield or
Tyson taking an Academy Award this year, but their
nominations are certainly well deserved. It is surprising,
however, to note that neither Martin Ritt’s marvelous
direction nor Taj Mahal’s (who also played Ike in the film)

Aaron, Atlanta’s icy-nerved 40-
year-old slugger, earned his
niche among baseball’s im-
mortals Thursday when he
smashed the 714th home run of
his illustrous career, tying the
all-time record held by the
legendary Babe Ruth.

The soft-spoken Atlanta star
unloaded his historic blast in his
first at-bat of the 1974 season —
in the first inning against
Cincinnati — to equal a mark
once throught unreachable.

Aaron’s blast off veteran
right-hander Jack Billingham
cleared the left field fence about
380 feet from home plate.

A standing-room-only crowd
estimated at 50,000 and in-
cluding Vice President Gerald
R. Ford and Baseball Com-
missioner Bowie Kuhn unleased
a long, noisy tribute to the aging
super star, who made his mark
on baseball with remarkable
consistency in a career entering
its 21st year.

Aaron’s record - tying 714th
home run was hit on 3-1 pitch
with two men cn base at 2:48
p.m., EDT, and failed to get into
the left field bleachers, falling
instead between the fence and
the stadium wall. It was
retrieved by a member of the
Riverfront Stadium security
force, brought back to the field
and presented to Aaron by
second base umpire John Mec-
Sherry after Aaron returned to
the dugout.

WIN utilizes area brain power

The Western Information
Network (WIN) facilities on the
Tech campus are part of a
program which aims eventually
to cut the distance between
educational need and
fullfillment in the West Texas
area.

By wusing a two-way
microwave hookup system to
- connect 18 colleges and
universities in West Texas, WIN
hopes to achieve more effective
use of the area’s teaching
talents and resources, ac-
cording to R. D. Whipple,
associate director of the WIN
program at Tech.

The system could eventually
cover an area of approximately
1,350 miles and reach ap-
proximately 40,000 students and

2,000 teachers.

The educational interchange
between the schools through the
use of video - taped lectures and
closed circuit television would
share the best facilities and
teachers available from all the
schools. WIN hopes to combat
the problem of the increasing
number of students in the West
Texas area as well as the in-
creasing distances they must
travel to get an education,

aware of the program for the
retarded.

The concept behind the
Olympics for retarded children,
according to Kozar, is to give
the student a chance to compete
with other students. ‘‘He has the
opportunity to socialize with
other people, and most of all he
can gain self - confidence,” he
said. ““Then he can possibly go
to larger areas of understanding
he has never experienced
before.”

The Olympics includes
various track events, plus
competition in swimming,
bowling, developmental
gymnastics, tug-o-war, and a
wheel chair race.

The children entered in these
events are grouped according to
their individual abilities and age
with special recognition given to
first, second, and third place
finishers. Everyone in each race
recieves a ribbon.

According to Kozar, 285

students participated in the
Olympics last year, and this
year more students may
become involved.

Many Tech organizations and
teachers are helping to sponsor
the event. “These are people
who donate their time and who
want to give their effort,” Kozar
said.

The Saddle Tramps collected
funds from dormitories,
fraternities and sororities to
help finance the state meet in
Austin, May 23-25. It takes $25 to
send a student to Austin and an
additional $10 for tran-
sportation, Kozar said.

On-campus organizations
such as Angel Flight, Silver
Wings, and Air Force ROTC
also sponsored bake sales and
other fund - raising projects.

According to Kozar, before a
student can compete in the
Olympics he is required to have
a medical examination. The
Tech Medical School gave free

examinations for children who
come , from disadvantage
homes.

“The state meet in Austin is
very important to the student,”
Kozar said. ‘‘Here he has three
days to experience being away
from home possibly for the first
time."’

“The student that goes to
Austin isn’t necessarily a first
place finisher in Lubbock,”
Kozar said. Who goes on the trip
is determined by how hard the
student trains and the
motivation he has achieved to
date. “Of course, all of this
depends on whether there is
enough money collected to send
the student to Austin,”” Kozar
said.

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1974 Academy Awards: the 46th

It would appear that Billy Friedkin's infamous, demonic
special effects have met their match in George Roy Hill and a
couple of blue - eyed con men named Newman and Redford.
The latter two, you'll remember, started their cinematic
stealing in 1968 with the ilole In The Wall Gang, only to die
gloriously at the hands of the Bolivian army. Half a decade
later, they once again rose to the occasion ... this time don-
ning tuxedos while ripping off half a million bucks from
Robert Shaw, and keeping them on while viewing their
resulting, and most spectacular, coup: the copping of those
coveted Oscars in the two major categories climaxing the
46th Annual Academy Awards presentation. Newman
probably explained it best way back in “Butch Cassidy And
The Sundance Kid" when it seemed like he had met his
match and, groping for straws, desparately asked his part-
ner ‘“‘But we got surprise on our side, right?’" Well, he
couldn’t have been more right last Tuesday night.

But then, the Academy Awards have always been and
probably always will be a surprise package. The initial
surprise comes when the giftwrapping (nominations) is
exposed, and the biggest shock sometimes arrives as the
gifts are given away. This year was no exception. Movie -
lovers were appalled at the choices. Only two of the five films
nominated for Best Picture, ‘‘The Exorcist” and ‘‘The
Sting "', deserved a place at the top, with the former being the

But they were
nowhere near the class of ‘‘Scarecrow,” ‘‘Serpico,” ‘‘Save
The Tiger” or yes, even ‘‘Last Tango In Paris™ when it came
to selecting the best picture on a comparison basis. As for
Bergman'’s ‘‘Cries And Whispers,” why have a foreign film
category if a two year old Swedish language film can still be
nominated best picture? Even Yul Brynner sarcastically
introduced the nominees for 1973’s Best Foreign Film with
“This year Best Foreign Film —next year Best Picture.”

ROBERT REDFORD WON a nomination as Best Actor
of the year for one of his least demanding roles: that of
Hooker in ‘“The Sting.”” He’s a good actor, and has shown his
worth in ‘“The Candidate’” and ‘‘Jeremiah Johnson’ and,
oddly enough, in a film released just last year “The Way We
Were.""

Academy’s voters bothered to see all the prospective films,
how many just saw the big boxoffice hits, and how many just
voted for friends and against enemies.

However, along comes the excitement of THE night,
Academy Awards night, and millions of people set aside
these gripes for three hours or so in favor of rooting for their
favorite nominee. For this is the biggest night for not only
most of Hollywood, but for most of today’s movie - lovers as
well. And yet, the Academy Awards is a TV program that
bogs down and, much as I hate to say it, gets downright
boring at some point every year. The reason probably lies in
a combination of three factors: (1) the difficulty in tran-
sforming a simple awards ceremony into a gala TV en-
tertainment, (2) the carelessness and utter lack of
professionalism on the part of many hosts and hostesses and
(3) these same people placing more emphasis on turning the
stage into a soapbox or a fashion show.

LIZA MINNELLI TRIED on the “big opening number"”’
for size this year, and failed just as miserably as Juliet
Prowse a few years back. Both are good dancers, but the
Awards does not need this sort of thing. Audiences then got to
watch Dinah Shore laugh at Burt Reynold’s cracking of the
usual ‘“‘Bob Hope variety’ jokes; you know, the ones where
the host jests about how he was (yawn) overlooked for a
nomination. We also got to see Cher display more skin than
dress, and Ann-Margret display more dress than skin, the
latter’s outfit covering her from her toes to the top of her
head. And while we’re on the subject of sight gags, we got to
see Raquel Welch display her famous profile (the one below
her neck), turning time and time again so that the cameras
could peek through her V-cut peek-a-boob gown. It will
suffice to say she still doesn’t act very well.

But that’s alright, because nobody seemed to Tuesday.
Even Katherine Hepburn and John Huston had bad nights on
the podium, the former running over at the mouth with
superlatives for an award winning producer and the latter
boring everybody with his condemnation of the people who
are bored by the Academy Awards. The wwony of it all! On top
of that, it seems that actors and actresses who have
mastered paragraphs of difficult dialogue for the screen
cannot handle the simple matter of calling out the
nominations. They read off a cue cards instead of
memorizing their two. minute’s work ... and some don’t
bother to do either.

Timothy Bottoms called himself a “‘presentator.” Cybil
Shepherd introduced John Houseman of “The Paper Chase”
as being a supporting actor in ‘‘Paper Moon,”’ and promptly
followed this by mistaking Randy Quaid’s film ‘‘The Last
Detail” for a two-year-old winner ‘‘The Last Picture Show.”
Ann-Margret couldn’t pronounce Marvin Hamlisch’s name
correctly, even though he’d been called to the stage moments
before to collect his first Oscar. What's more, these three
really didn’t appear to give a damn. Neither did James Caan
for that matter, who simply couldn’t read anything at all!
And yet the most disappointing aspect of the show was the
staging and directing ... disappointing in that it could be so
good, only to slip time and time again back into mediocrity.

THE BIG PRODUCTION number opening the show was
no disaster; it wasn’t bad, but it wasn’t necessary either.
Nobody really cared about it. However, the decision to switch
from the clips of ‘“The Exorcist’”” in which Linda Blair is
shown momentarily in her ghastly effective makeup to the
giggling Miss Blair in her seat at the Awards was a nice
contrast, and a really nice touch. The same goes for having
Marcel Marceau pantomime the nominations for Best Sound.
Because this is what audiences want to see: stars per-
forming, not stars goofing off. It’s interesting to note that on

As far as predictability goes, Francois Truffaut’s “‘Day

<% For Night" was a non-surprising winner as Best Foriegn

- . Film ( I wonder how it would have fared against ‘‘Cries And

Whispers''), and the title song from ‘“The Way We Were" an
equally blase (though equally deserving) winner as Best
Song. “The Exorcist” won an Oscar for Best Sound, and
rightly so. And it was no shock to see ‘“The Sting” take Best
Editing, not with all the oldtime ‘“‘wipes,” “flips” and
“irises”” used by film editor William Reynolds. The key to
who would win the battle between Friedkin and Hill came
when “The Sting”' won the coveted Oscar for Best Art
Direction; both films had very impressive background work,
and the award very honestly could have gone either way. But
the art category set the tone for the evening; from here on out
““The Sting”’ took every category in which both films were
nominated.

THE BEST CINEMATOGRAPHY was said to be Swen
Nykvist's camerawork in ‘‘Cries And Whispers.” I per-
sonally thought ‘“‘Jonathan Livingston Seagull” should and

- would win, as Nykvist did not have that demanding a job in

Bergman's array of closeups, pan backs and red tints (and
all in an enclosed space). The awards for the best music
scores both went to Marvin Hamlisch for his adaptation of
Scott Joplin's piano rags in ‘“The Sting" and his original
compositions in ‘‘The Way We Were." I personally preferred
Georges Delerue’s music in ‘‘Day Of The Dolphin™ in the
latter category, but Hamlisch came as no surprise.

Getting to the more highly regarded awards and the
more surprising verdicts: ““The Sting” won Best Original
Screenplay over the writers for ‘‘Save The Tiger” and “‘A
Touch Of Class’’ — despite the fact that David Ward's story
of con men was longwinded, spending much too much time
between laughs. The Oscar for Best Adapted Screenplay
went to “‘The Exorcist” in what should have been a close
battle with the writers for “‘Serpico.”

I've said for months that John Houseman and Jack
Lemmon deserved to be honored as Best Supporting Actor
and Best Actor of 1973, but I honestly only expected
Houseman to win. Surprised again! Despite the rumors of

Paramount politicking making Al (“Serpico”) Pacino a
heavy favorite, Lemmon was chosen, in the process
becoming the first actor in history to win both a Best Sup-
porting Actor (he did it with “‘Mister Roberts”) and a Best
Actor Oscar. But he deserved it all Tuesday for his role in
“Save The Tiger," and no one cheered louder than myself
when his name was called out ... unless it was Lemmon
himself!

Not so with the females. Glenda Jackson won over my
favorite (Ellen Burstyn, the mother in ‘““The Exorcist”') and
even the rumored Academvy favorites (Joanne Woodward for
“‘Summer Wishes, Winter Dreams’’ and Barbra Streisand for
“The Way We Were”'). But I'll have to admit the Academy
made a wise choice. For Glenda Jackson is a true
professional, and she illustrated that point quite well in “‘A
Touch Of Class™ ... and, what’s more, proved to the world
that a famed dramatic actress can handle comedy just as
Lemmon proved earlier that a famed male comedian can
handle heavy drama.

Unfortunately, Tatum O’Neal has yet to prove anything.
She was chosen Best Supporting Actress, but once you read
reports on the making of ‘‘Paper Moon,” you'll understand
she’s being honored for griping and not for working with
dedication. Yes, she was cute (and an integral ingredient to
and a vital asset to the film), but director Peter
Bogdanovitch is the talent behind her success. To deny ac-

BUT IT SEEMS THAT one atrocity followed another
Tuesday. And though I should have been ready for it (warned
by last year’s ‘‘Cabaret” upsetting ‘“The Godfather,” and by
host David Niven insisting the award was given to an ‘‘en-
tertainment’’), I wasn’'t. More than anyone in the world,
Friedkin deserved the Oscar for Best Director for his horror
epic ““The Exorcist;’ George Roy Hill was hampered by a
jumpy screenplay and he himself spent too much time on his
buildups in ““The Sting.”” Nevertheless, Hill was declared the
victor and, as it usually goes (there’s only been two ex-
ceptions since I was born!), the film whose director won was
also labeled Best Picture Of The Year.

And so went the 46th Annual Academy Awards. Only the
names changed; the situations are still indelibly etched in
granite. Each year the show gets so bad, so dull, that I swear
I'll never get excited about it again. But I know I'm wrong
because for every travesty, there is an alternate justice.
Tatum O’Neal won, but Jack Lemmon’s victory made the
former one easier to swallow. And for every conceited host or
hostess, there is a thespian with class. There is John
Houseman adding dignity to the entire proceedings with his
acceptance speech, and Alfred Hitchcock bringing smiles out
as he stepped up to the microphone and delivered his
patented ‘‘Good evening.” And there is the thrill of seeing
Groucho Marx, that wonderful and funny man with the
mustache and the cigar, finally being paid tribute with a
special Oscar and a standing ovation for the comedy land-
marks ne and his brothers created so long ago.

And there was even more Tuesday. There was Jack
Lemmon canning all jokes and hopeful aspirations for
himself to make a serious and moving introductory speech
for Groucho, describing the films of the Marx Brothers as
being ones in which ““You can count the minutes they were on
the screen, but you cannot count the laughs.” Humor was
also present with David Ward giving the Paul Newman
finger - sign from ‘“The Sting’’ after winning an Oscar for
that film’s screenplay. And who couldn’t laugh with Marvin
Hamlisch: an unbelieving composer who, after winning
three Oscars, claimed that his first thanks must go out to his
piano teacher? And who indeed was not deeply moved by
William Peter Blatty’s quiet dedication of his Oscar (for the
screenplay of ““The Exorcist’’) to his late parents?

Tech’'s program in interior
design was one of the first in the
nation to qualify for approval by
the Foundation for Interior
Design Education Research
(FIDER) in this academic year,
the first year that accreditation
became available.

Current enrollment for the
program at Tech is 165 student
majors. With accreditation, the
