Club Scarlet To Select Handsome Man 
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Debate Not Just Theoretical .. . 
Those of you who heard the Oxford style debate 

Tuesday on whether or not Tech should adopt a program 
of selective enrollments in 1956 were not hearing merely 
theoretical arguments. 

With the tremendous growth of student population 
outstripping the facilities of colleges all over the nation, 
institutions are turning to this method of picking the 
better students and reducing the number who drop out of 
school because of failing subjects. 

In our part of the country the University of Texas 
is pioneering the "selective" enrollment. Last month the 
school's board of regents approved the admission proce-
dure requiring freshmen and transfer students to take an 
aptitude test before entrance would be accepted. 

Texas U. President Logan Wilson said, "The univer-
sity cannot maintain the quality of service which it 
believes the people want it to maintain unless it limits the 
number of students . . ." This statement may well be 
echoed by college and university presidents all over the 
nation before long. 

Texas Tech is currently studying a different 
approach to the problem. A summer orientation and 
counseling session lasting one week would be held for 
approximately 200 to 250 entering freshmen. During this 
time the school administration would register students, 
give aptitude tests, and proper counseling in a more un-
hurried atmosphere than possible during the regular 
registration period. 

In such an atmosphere the individual student could 
receive the type of counseling that would direct him into 
a  subject for which he is well suited and would tend to 
reduce the number of people who fail subjects because 
of a lack of aptitude for them. 

Students would not be forced to attend the sessions, 
but would be invited by the school. Those people who did 
come would do so voluntarily. 

The time of the cheat sheet, of easing through college 
with as little work as possible, and the student who just 
"doesn't care," may well be on the way out. Bob Rooker

11.. S., European Students Compared.. . 
An average 21-year-old American college student may be com-

pared, as far as basic fundamentals of knowledge are concerned, 
with a 16-year-old student in Europe. 

The question of laxity in our American educational system 
has been bandied about so much lately that comparisons with other 
school systems has brought to light the above and other startling 
facts. 

Classroom standards abroad are strict and demanding to an 
almost unheard-of extent in America. European children who can-
not keep up with the rigid qualifications are quickly sidelined 
scholastically and given no chance whatsoever to attend college. 
In America almost anyone who wants a college education may have 
it, and he usually has a good time while attaining it. 

It may be true that a European student could beat out an 
American of his same age bracket in an examination for facts, 
but something may be lacking from their system which is just as 
important as the deficit in ours, 

Abroad, they put so much emphasis on scholarship and individ-
ual achievement that they have no appreciation of community 
well-being or citizenship. In America, there is a progressive system 
of spicing education with teaching youngsters how to live and 
play in social harmony, 

A liberal combination of the two systems would no doubt be 
more desirable than the way either now stands. For example, we 
could learn something from foreign study habits. An average 10- 
year-old French student puts in 95 hours a week on homework and 
in school. As he advances, the grind gets even worse. There is little 
time for sleep much less any time for dances, ball games and the 
like. 

The real difference, however, is in numbers. While 22 per cent 
of the American school population goes on to college, less than 5 
per cent-of European students attend advanced learning institutions. 
The goal abroad seems to be to develop a relatively small nucleus 
of persons who are highly educated. In this country, our goal is 
to educate everybody and so our primary standards are lower. 

The solution for us can only lie in setting up more rigid stan-
dards and giving the person who really wants an advanced educa-
tion a fair opportunity to attain it. La Doyce Lambert

The name  "Dunninger" arouses 
mixed feelings of credulity and 
incredulity in those who are 
familiar with his radio and TV 
shows. 

One wonders if he and others 
like him (or potentially all people) 
can  actually read minds or are 
they clever frauds? 

Do some individuals actually 
communicate with each other by 
mental telepathy? Are some indi-
viduals truly clairvoyant, able to 
become aware of things or events 
at a distance and to report them 
accurately? Even more puzzling, 
can  some exercise mental control 
over physical events; that is. can 
their  minds control matter? 

Answers to these and many sim-
ilar questions are sought by 
serious researchers working under 
rigidly controlled conditions. The 
results have commanded the in-
terest of some psychologists, 
more psychiatrists, a number of 
other scientists and non-scientists 
In various fields, and at least one 
well-known philosopher. 

Yet, there are many who choose 
to ignore the phenomena. Some 
deny that such unusual abilities 
exist. Others admit they are biased 
and refuse to consider them be-
cause  no  explanation can be made 

in the terms of strong voices in-
sisting that experimental findings 
in parapsychology constitute in-
controvertible evidence for "Psi." 

Dr.  J. H. Rush, associate Pro-
fessor of Physics at Texas Tech, 
became interested in this field 
while working toward his Ph.D. 
degree at Duke University. 

It  was at Duke 26 years ago 
that Dr. J. B. Rhine began the 
first experimental work in pira-
psychology. For several years Dr. 
Rush has continued his interest in 
extrasensory perception (ESP). 
psychokinetic energy (PK), and 
PSI. publishing several articles 
and  reports in various journals. As 
a  result of his familiarity with the 
field, he is of the opinion that fur-
ther effort in parapsychology is as 
important to  man  as work in any  

other scientific area.
