Registration of students In Tech 
for the spring semester will be held 
in the college gymnasium Thurs-
day, February 1, W. P. Clement, 
registrar, announces. 

Open Two Weeks 
While official registration 	will 

last only one day. It will be open 
for nearly two weeks, the registrar 
said. New students may enter until 
February 12. 

Freshman will register from 8 
to 12 o'clock. Upperclassman regis-
tration will be held lis the after-
noon from 1 to 5. 

Students not in the college dur-
ing the past semester will be re-
quired to present grade books or 
entrance cards. 

Fees Listed 
Concerning payment of fees. first 

semester students will not be re-
quired to pay another library and 
general breakage fee of $7.50. of-
ficials said Another medical fee of 
$225 will be required, however. 

Twenty-five dollars, the custo-
mary tuition for a normal load of 
semester hours, will be charged all 
students, making a total of $27.25 
for those already making the library 
deposit. New students must pay 
$34.75.

A schedule has been set by the 
schedule committee for the final 
examinations. Both teachers and 
students should adhere to that 
schedule. Any other course will bring 
confusion and difficulty. One In-
dication of a high type student is 
the ability to reproduce what he has 
learned. To be able to smite clearly 
and logically what we have learned 
is the best indication that we have 
reasonable understanding and mas-
tery of the subject, save only such 
an exception as might occur where 
a student has the memory faculty 
highly developed and merely re-
produces from memory and not from 
knowledge or understanding. If, 
with the book closed and nothing 
but a piece of white paper before 
you, you could take a clear question, 
analyze it. and answer it. It is the 
strongest indication in the world 
that you must have devoted time 
and attention to understanding of 
the subject of the examination. 

Questions ought to be fair and 
square with no catch in them. 
Answers ought to be on the 
same high plane-your own 
knowledge and memory of what 
you have learned. When you 
come to examinations your own 
knowledge of English and the 
ability to use it is part of the 
examinations. no matter what 
the subject may be. You must 
understand the question and be 
able to write a clear and un-
derstandable answer. After all, 
that Is the test. 

The Student Council is doing an 
excellent piece of work in revising 
the rules for election of student of-
ficers. A democracy must be found-
ed upon the right of every citizen 
to express his will at the polls. Un-
leas I am entirely mistaken. there 
Is a gradual change taking place 
in many sections of our country 
and I believe these changes will go 
on constantly. The public press is 
constantly reporting the revolt of 
people against dictation in politics. 
The rule of the minority is being 
challenged on every hand. It seems 
to me for these reasons that this 
step on the part of the Student 
Council is an important and con-
structive step. 

Ever since I came to Tech I 
have heard a great deal about the 
boasted democracy of our student 
body. I believe in it. I like to see it, 
It Is here as a firmly fixed principle 
In this great student body. I, there-
fore, have great confidence that 
these reforms in election methods 
will have a strong bearing on the 
peace and good-will and fine de-
mocracy of the students of the Texas 
Technological college. During the 
nem semester and in the next year 
them will be many additional re-
sponsibilities for this student body.

Toreador Plans To Print Next 

Issue With New Equipment; 
Paper Will Come Out One 
Day Late Next Week 

The Toreador will take possession 
of its new printing plant next 
week and issue Its first paper from 
the plant next week. it the shop 
is completed on schedule. 

Assembled and rushed to com-
pletion since the holidays, the new 
plant is now installed In the base-
ment of the engineering building. 
and will be ready for operation 

Contrary to its usual custom, 
The Toreador will not discon-
tinue publication during mem'. 
nation week. Instead It will 
print its regular weekly edition 
one day late next week, issuing 
it Friday. the first day of classes 
for the new semester. Distribu-
tion will be as usual. from the 
booth adjacent to the college 
posts:infer. and in the engineer-
ing building. 

next week. Test runs of all equip-
ment will be mode the last of this 
week. 

Band Partitions 
Building of partitions to enclose 

the printing equipment and con-
struction of a new office for the 
newspaper across the hall from the 
print shop are all that remain 
to be finished for the Toreador's 
new home.

Material for the standard Texas 

Tech Matador band imitorm is 
now being woven, as the sample 
uniform and the material woven 
by the guild has been approved. 

The guild weaves all kinds of 
cloth and spins all kinds of yarn. 
Blankets, suits, overcoats, dress 
material. scarfs. and any type of 
material, which a customer wishes. 
will be woven. 

A constant flow of orders have 
come into the textile department. 
especially from the officials at 
Washington, who have shown an 
increasing interest In the material, 
since the presentation of a hand-
woven suit to President Roosevelt.

Will Test Cotton 
Textile Class Takes 
Test For Project 

Cloth from the three bales of cot 
tom one hand picked, one machine 
picked, and one hand snapped, 
which Dr. Bradford Knapp bought 
for the textile department last 
spring to run a test as to what 
type of cotton picking makes the 
most durable material. is now being 
woven by two Tech-Shire Guild 
members. 

Ralph Douglas and Bill Wilder, 
senior textile students. have taken as 
their senior project to find out which 
of the three types of cotton pick-
ing make the best material after be-
ing made up, worn. and laundered. 

They will make shirrs and other 
garments for test purposes and will 
wear these garments until the end of 
the year to give them a thorough 
test as to which of the three types 
of cotton picking is the most suc-
cessful. 

Each bale of cotton has been 
taken individually and put through 
the entire process of manufacturing 
cloth. and now the yarn is being 
spun into material. 

Announce Changes

According to a report made by 
Cecil Horne, director of employment 
for Texas Tech. more than 35 per 
cent of the student body are earn-
ing part of their college and living 
expenses during the school year. 

The report showed 541 men out of 
the 1,176 men students and 155 out 
of the 779 women students were em-
ployed. Forty-six per cent of the 
men students were employed and 20 
per cent of the women, an average 
of 35.8 per cent- Total employed was 
696. including 136 working at the 
college. 

Applications numbered 1,358. with 
884 enrolling in the employment bu-
reau. Total of 141 men and 48 wom-
en sought work but were unable to 
get regular employment. 

These employed students during 
the fall semester received in excess 
of $75.000 for working. Average 
monthly salary of the men was 
$28.16 or 29.46 cents an hour. The 
women averaged $22.42 a month or 
24.04 cents per hour The men 
worked 3.7 hours per day on the 
basis of 26 working days per month 
and the women 3.6 hours. 

One student makes his living as a 
boxer; four as bus drivers; 15 work-
ing at filling stations; three as 
florists; one as a golf tutor; another 
as a grain buyer. Nine are employed 
in laundries; one as a mall carrier; 
two men are ministers and use their 
income from preaching; one man 
Is a printer; one a taxidermist; 
three are teachers and one a telegra-
pher. Two men make a living wash-
ing windows; one works In a ware-
house and four are employed on 
student publications. 

Seventy-five of the women em-
ployed are housekeepers; 12 are 
stenographers; 10 are companions

Architecture Theme 
Fairchild is being employed as a 

class "B" artist. He will receive 
some $200 for approximately six 
weeks' work, including drafting of 
the design and completion of the 
painting. Theme of the design Is 
"Progressive Architecture". 

Central figures in the mural will 
be modern laborers riveting a 
structure against a pattern of sky-
scrapers. In contrast, p r I mitive 
methods of construction will be il-
lustrated by Egyptian pyramids. ig-
loos. Boman. and Renaissance mod-
els in the background. The painting 
will end in a design of draftsmen at 
work. Its dimensions are to be 15 by 
14 feet.

registered students, carrying at 
leant six (81 semester hours of 
college work. shall be qualified to 
vote In any student election. 

Chapter 3. Articles. one, two and 
three, says that printed ballots 
shall be prepared by the student 
council with the names of each 
candidate placed under the office 
they are seeking, in alphabetical 
order.

The regis-
trar will furnish the judges with 
a full typewritten list of all stu-
dents attending the college. 
Chapter IV-Judges of the Election 

Article 1. At each voting place 
the Judges of the election shall 
consist of one faculty member. of 
the division in which the ballot 
box Is located. of the rank of as-
sistant professor or above. to be 
designated by the dean of the di-
vision; one regularly registered 
senior student of the division in 
which the ballot box is located: 
and one member of the Student 
Council. 

Chapter V-Manner of Voting 
Article 1. All students whose 

names appear on the list furnished 
by the registrar shall apply to the 
Judges for a ballot.

There shall be ne one 
In the rooms where ballot boxes are 
located except the judges of the 
elections and prospective voters. 

Article O. Elections for the 
salaried publications offices shall 
be held the fourth Thursday of 
February and the Friday following 
It. The polls shall be Open Dorn 
8 a. m. until 11:45 a. m., and from 
1:15 p m. until 5 - 00 p. m. on both 
of the stated dates. 

Chapter VII-Concerning the 
counting of the votes, says that on 
the hour of closing the polls the 
rooms where the ballot boxes are 
located shall be locked with no 
one but the official Judges of the 
box in question present. They shall 
count the votes. make duplicate 
copies of the returns and send one 
to the president of the student 
council. the other copy deposited 
with all the ballots in the vault in 
the business office of the college .
