Is Successful 

Geology Students Make Trip 
On Horse Back To Explore 
New Territory; Eleven Men 
Receive Credit For Work 

Eleven geology students and their 
conductor. Dr. L T Patton, head of 
the geology department, returned 
July 14, from a six week's stay In 
Peseta Springs. Colorado, where 
they made an intensive study of 
the geological formations of the 
Peaces Springs quadrangle. 

It was necessary to travel the 
northwestern part of the quadrangle 
on horseback because this region 
was inaccessible to vehicles. 

According to Dr. Patton. the trip 
required much physical labor and 
the days work lasted from sun to 
sun. The study of the northwestern 
part of the quadrangle was particu-
larly interesting to the students be-
cause tt had never before been re-
ported in the Geological Journal, 

Enroute to Colorado, the geog-
raphy of eastern and central New 
Mexico was studied. and some time 
was spent in Mesa Verde National 
park. 

The return trip was made acre.

Rio Grande valley to Taoa across 
to Santa Fe, and then to Amarillo.
