Wiley, director of 
Texas Tech band, has been chosen 
for the fourth consecutive time as 
a judge in the Tri-State Band Fes-
tival at Enid, Oklahoma, April 4-5- 
6-7. The festival is sponsored by 
the Phillip university band, and Is 
directed by Frederick E .Green.

SERVICE rendered by the local hospital which 

has the contract for treatment of Tech stu-
dents is not the best. 

This year the medical fee has almost been 
doubled vet the service is no better than that of 
past years. I he fee is now $4 a semester or $8 
for the year per student. Figuring on this basis 
Tech students pay a local hospital approximate-
ly $18,000 yearly in fees alone. Several thous-
and more is expended for other medical services. 
1 he total is surely sufficient to warrant better 
medical service for Tech students. 

1 he Toreador believes that the fee is too 
high in return for the services received. Tech pays 
almost enough money to the hospital each year to 
build one of its own and to be assured of more 
careful medical attention. 

Several instances have been cited this year 
in which poor service and neglect on the part of 
hospital attendants figured in the care of Tech 
students. 

Ilse physical exatnination tequired of each 
student upon enrolling in Tech has long been a 
standing joke By no stretch of imagination can it 
be termed thorough, practical or benefical. Stu-
dents are rushed through the line like cattle 
through a loading chute.

A Challenge To Students 

ANO PHER new year has tome and with it 
- the creel flood of New Year's resolutions, 

many of than to be ultimately broken, and others 

to be delayed another year before being put into 

practice. A challenge to these happy New Year 
diversions at the outset of the year is found in the 
text of President Roosevelt's itanual message to 
congress--a challenge to the youth and the col-
lege students of the land to follow the New Deal I 
into a New Order for the poor as well as the rich, 
for the day laborer as well as the intelligentsia, • 
kr the common good of all. 

The New Order must inevitably come, be-
cause the present economic and social standards, 
will not operate satisfactorily under conditions 
which are foreign to its inherent characteristics. it 
is like the professor's old "one horse shay" which 
performed perfectly for nearly half a century and 
then conapsed without warning. People have 
tried to continue using the -one horse shay -  for 
the last four years, when in reality it fell to pieces 
in 1929 and could not be repaired again to fit 
changed economic needs. 

Quick fortunes made on overnight ventures 
will not be made under the New Order. It will 
be difficult to be rich, hot it will not be difficult 
for every one to have the needs and happiness of 
life. Shortly after the war, businesses could make 
mistake` and still be none the worse for it, be-
cause the tremendous amount of expansion which 
followed covered up the poor judgments. Today, 
there is not that great amount of expansion that 
so characterized the decade after the war. Blun-
ders made today show their effects in the business 
tomorrow and can no longer be concealed by cap-
ital and expansion in an overnight gamble. 

In this changing economic order lies the chal-
lenge to the college student of 1935. A challenge 
to Chit these economic ills by a common determi-
nation to abandon the old order, and advocate a 
Ness Order in which only the youth of the land 
can lead the fight. The New Order will demand 
college trained men and women more so than any 
other decade. 

1935 has wonderful possibilities for college 
students-students who are well trained in pro-
fessional fields-who can promote a New Order in 
stagnant businesses, corrupt legislative bodies, and 
political offices. 

There is no use trying to ignore the fact that 
we are in the midst of an organic social change 
that is going to•recast individual and community 
relationships.-David C. Adie.
