5. bribery; 6. use of office for per-
sonal gain and glory; 7. unsound 
mind; 8. habitual drunkeness: 9. 
habitual disturbance of the peace; 
10. fraud in securing office; 11. is-
suing a challenge for a duel; and 
12. Masterful inactivity while in of-
fice. 

If he is found guilty of these above 
charges by the Supreme Court of 
the Supreme Court of the Pre_Law 
dub, the impeachment charge 
against Coker will be sustained by 
the court. He will be tried by the 
Texas Tech, Supreme Court of the 
Pre Law club at their regular meet-
ing, Monday night, Aprll 10. 

This Is the first time in the his-
tory of the Pre Law club that im-
peachment charges have been 
brought against any of their of.. 
:leers. and this promises to be a 
sensational case in the history of 
the organization. 

The lawyers for the prosecution 
are Clements. Settle, Smith, and 
Settle. four of the strongest lac-
y rs In the state. The defendant has 
not yet appointed his council.

Geologists To 
Divide Session 
In Two Periods 

First Three Weeks Of Summer 
Session Is To Be Spent In 
Studying Instruments; Field 
Trip Is Last Three Weeks 

In announcing the summer field 
trip course Lt geology, Dr. Leroy 
Patton. department head, said that 
a new plan of study would be offer-
ed this year. The first three weeks 
of the course. beginning the first 
day of summer school, June 5. will 
be spent in study of geology instru_ 
meats with emphasis on magnito-
meter work and plane table work In 
connection with geology .  

The prerequisite to this course S. 
geology 131-2-3. The purpose of the 
trip Is to broaden the student's ap-
preciation for geology and teach 
him to apply knowledge which he 
has gotten in class rooms. It Is not 
necessary that the student be a ge-
ology major, but if so, It is advisable 
that this trip be taken early in his 
school career. 

To Visit Washington 
Thin years asp. s Itch will be ale 

lest three weeks of the course. will 
be over the southern Appalachian 
ranges going and o r the northern 
Appalachlana coming back. The trip 
will be in the geology bus; many 
sights other than pertaining to ge-
ology will be seen on the trip. Al-
though the purpose of the trip is to 
study geology, two or three days will 
he devoted to interested things along 
the road. 

After passing over the Appalach-
ian mountains, termed the classical 
region of geology of the world, the 
class will be carried to Washington 
City where the International Con-
gress of Geologists will be in session. 
This congress meets every two years 
end this year's class will attend sea'_ 
ere! meetings. 

To lase Instruments 
A magnitornetey has been procur-

ed by the department to aid in 
studies that have heretofore been 
omitted from the course due to 
the expense of the instrument. This 
Instrument records the variations in 
Intensity of the earth's magnetic 
fields. These variations are caused 
by the difference in composition of 
the underlying structures. 

In this section. marine deposits 
are over-laid with unconsolidated 
fluvial deposits which make impos-
sible usual methods of stratiography 
in carrying on the research. This in_ 
strument will be of great help to the 
department In later studlea The 
character of the study with this in-
strument Is such that anyone who 
has had one year's college work can 
understand it. 

A deposit of 875 Is required to bear 
expense of the trip. Expenses of 
past taps has averaged toe and If 
the whole deposit is not used, a re-
fund will be made at the end of the 
course.

One 
reason for this es that although 
there are mutton bred rams, the 
Southdowns seem to be the favor-
ite.. 

Recently five rams have been sold 
from Tech'a farm. J. W. Basel' of 
Slaton bought a Rarabolllet ram. 
And two Southdown rams were sold 
to Chester S. Bailey of Plainview 
and two more to Collin Walton of 
Demur. These rams are to be bred 
to grade Ramboulllet ewes.

found sonity of murder in the first 
degree. The jury was out only thirty 
seconds and returned with the de-
cision of "Guiltyl" The decision of 
the court war that Cobb had to go 
to the Junior Prom barefooted. This 
is the severest penalty ever given 
by the Texas Tech Supreme Court, 
and the first conviction In two years. 

Sentiment ran high in the court 
room. Several times the sheriff had 
to can out the deputies to save the 
life of the defendant and his law-
yers when they tried to prove the 
murderer insane. It was only 
through the abilay of the sheriff 
that there was not a lynching party. 

The plea of the defense was tem-
porary insanity, and they attempted 
to establish this by the introduction 
of "Dr." Jack Mckle, but the prose-
cution wiped out this testimony by 
the testImeny of snr " Fred Dela-
show from Berlin. Germany. who 
testi:led on the examination of the 
defendant that he was quite sans 

The state established a motive for 
the murder by the testimony of 
Jack Dans and Elisabeth Dryden, 
former sweetheart of Cobb, who 
had turned from Cobb. because of 
his cruelty to F. H. Heidel a few 
weeks before the murder. Cobb 
swore to Davis that he would avenge 
himself on Bendel if It were the 
last thing that he did. 

The defense attorneys, Rob 
°Flair and Wallace Sanders put 
up a stiff fight, but they were no 
match for the powerful agents of 
the state. Glynn Ps Coker, Clyde 
James, and Jennings Lewis. This 
was the first annual spring mock 
trial of the Per Law club.

The first or general course in 
Paleontology In the Department. of 
Geology will this spring contain 
some new features. Here-
tofore this course has been devot-
ed entirely to invertebrate paleon-
tology. Beginning with the spring 
term, brief studies will be made 
of vertebrate paleontology and 
peleobotany. Vertebrate paleontology 
Is a subject which is given In but 
few institutions because of the ecar-
city of vertebrate fosalls. Usually 
only institutions with large museums 
have sufficient material to enable 
them to give instruction in this 
science. 

The Geology department has been 
collecting material of this kind ever 
since the beginning of the college 
and has now accumulated sufficient 
material to begin instruction in this 
brar,ch of the science. The region 
surrounding Lubbock was once the 
home of an immense number of in-
teresting vertebrates including dif-
trent ;species of Elephants, masto-

dons, rhinoceros, camels, giant 
wolves, Pliocene and Pleistocene 
horses, and many other extinct ani-
mals. 

In addition to the study of the 
material already collected It is 
planned to make one or two field 
trips during the spring term to some 
of the collecting grounds where fur-
ther material will be collected. 

The difficulties experienced with 
obtaining material for vertebrate 
paleontology are aLso experienced 
with paleobotany but sufficient ma-
terial for a short study of paleobot-
any has also been accumulated for 
subject.

The Toreador is self supporting and the only revenue 
that in obtained is from advertising. It is the only news-

per on the campus and is read by the entire student 
y and most of the faculty. It has entire coverage of 
student body, student affairs, and general affairs of 
campus. 
In most of the larger universities, the newspapers are 

pported by the student body in the form of a fee that 
Included in the blanket tax and other types of fees that 

lige paid into the business office. These colleges and uni-
r have been able to pay more than two or three 
_member; of the staff. which is the only way that report-
ers and news editors will give their best work and interest 
for a paper. Material that is accepted for the paper 
could be paid for by the paper if a tax of some type 
could be placed on all students. This would encourage a 

ater number of students to give more time and atten-
on to their assignments and would make the Toreador 
better newspaper. 

If an Artist Course fee can be made compulsory 
re should be no reason why there could not be a fee 
60 cent that would go to a fund for the Toreador. 
's fifty cent fee should be made absolutely compulsory 

or every student of the college. A fee of this type would 
enable the publication of the Toreador to be made into 
a semi-weekly affair and would probably be delivered 
to your door every day that it is published, thus making 
it possible to read it as you do the local daily, before 
breakfast. 

Why not start a move to make a better and more 
icient paper that would compare with every larger and 

Igger college and university of the South, by placing a 
compulsory tax on every student enrolled in school. 

A PLEA FOR ARTISTIC CULTURE 

A desire for artistic culture is not flourishing in 
Texas Tech. The average student's picture of the artist 
course carries no color. He seen a stage set with a 
Shakespearian background, actors dressed in costumes of 
an obsolete civilization who perform in a tense artful 
manner. 

What can he do about it? The student has no ans-
wer. His entertainment is picked for him by higher edu-
cators and critics who are supposed to be better quali-
fied to choose good programs than he is. Numbers are 
selected for the students' intellectual good. to give him a 
taste of arts and literature along with the sciences, be-
cause it is "cultural." 

Programs of this sort would probably have interest-
ed college students in the colonial days or even a quar-
ter of a century ago. Today there is, assuredly, a great 
change in the college man's opinions and tastes for 
amusement—a far greater change than there has been 
in the critic's. 

The student has a very limited patience with these 
things and he has become bored with such intellectural 
entertainments. Instead, he prefers for his cultural diet, 
programs that furnish color, action, music, and present 
life as it is. When the college chooses the artist course 
entertainment, it should try to understand and respect 
the interests of the students.

A two cylinder opposed-type gas- 

 oline engine is being built by Elton 
Smith, Roger Clapp. John Jacob-  
Sen. and Alton Miller In the ma - 

 chine shops of the mechanical en 
gine,ring department. 

This engine Is air cooled and has 
a counter-balanced crankshaft. The 
pistons and the head are of alum- 
inum, hardened and ground. The en- 
gine has a one and One-fourth inch 
bore, and a one and one-fourth Inch 
stroke; the main bearings ere ball 
bearings. 

The total weight' of It, xithout the 
fly wheel, Is four pounds and seven 
ounces. The fly wheel weighs two 
and one-half pounds. The engine will 
develop one horse power, and will 
attain 4400 revolutions per minute. 
It haa a marring speed of 3,500 rev- 
olutions per minute. 

Some of tho parts used were 
bought. but were rough castings and 
had to be finished. In measuring 
these parts an accuracy of one 
thousandths of an inch had to be 
maintained. The estimated accuracy 
wee one half thousandths of an 
inch. The extreme smallness et 
some of the parts mad- It necessary 
for some of the tools used to he 
made in the shops. During the En- 
gineering show this model engine 
will be rim as one of the displays 
of the machine shops.
