Shells plastered Ujpest and Ra-
kospalota, north of the city, and
the blg suburb of Kispet, east of
Budapest, from positions gained
with the capture of two strong-
bolds on the heavily fortified ap-
proaches to Pest. sector of the
eapital on the east banks of the
Danube.

The midnight Soviet com-
munique announced the cap-
ture of these strong poinis —

Kisalag, seven miles northeast
of Budapest, and Isasseg, 10
miles due east, in the stepped-
up drive by Marshal Rodlon
Malinovsky's BSecond Ukralne
army.

As the Red army pressed the
attack closer to Budapest other
Soviet forees struggled for a bet-
ter foothold for the campaign
westward towards Bratislava and
Austria, [zvestia reported,

“After Budapest, the fale of
Vienna will be decided,” the paper
said. “The war Is on Austria’s
threshold."

It was still not clear ar

WASHINGTON, Dec. 14 (/) —
Allied armles on the western front,
Secretary of War Stimson sald
today, are now In positlon to
“fump off upon most important
German Industrial reglons."

He qualified this statement,
however, with the comment that
“these gains should be assesed
cautiously.”

At a news conference Stimson
summarized the results of the
general offensive which began last
month as follows:

“It has placed Germany under
a terrific strain.

“German casualties for a three-

First And Ninfh—
Armies Advance
On 14-Mile Front

PARIS, Dec. 14 (AP) —
The American First and
Ninth armies have won a 14
mile stretch along the flood-
od Roer river from Linnich
to a point 2,500 yards north-
west of besieged Duren, it
was announced today at su-
preme headauarters,

This placed the Americans withs
In 20 1-2 milesa of Cologne., thele
nearest approach, at a peint downe
tiream from Duren, through which
the river flows north toward tae

Twenty miles farther south,
other units of the First army
moving along both sides of the
river near s source overran a
fourth hamlel, Kesternich, in an
advance of a mile or more.
The First and Ninth between

Kesternich lies east of previe
ously taken Rollesbroich, Bicke
erath and Simmerath and asbout
3,000 yards from the Roer.

In the territory over which the
armies forced their way to the
river bank, only two small pockets
of Germans remain., One is In a
castle east of Pier and the other s
in a factory southeast of the Duren
suburb of Marlaweller,

The German line on the Roer
was the first major obstacle bee
yond the broken Siegfried line in
the Aachen area, and the river
still must be crossed In its middle
course. Bevond are three Ime
provised defcnse lines in the 13
miles before the Erft river, last
stream before the Rhine,

The Americans were pressing
hard directly across the river from
Duren, the main town between ths
front and Cologne,

The 83rd division gained almost
two miles to occupy Gurzenich,
almost at the edge of Durem. An
armored atiack was launched
northwestward from Gey, with the
Filth armored division participate
Ing.

Gey and Strass were cleared not
only of German soldlers but of
mines by elements of the First
army. Maj, Gen. Louis A, Cralg's
Ninth infsntry division reached
the Roer east of Mariaweller, it
was disclosed.

The Germans recovered from
thelr first surprise and offered
obstinate resistance in the newly
activated sector between the Jurts
gen and Monschau forests, East
of Monschau, road blocks, mine
fields and barbed wire slowed the
advance,

The enemy made a resolute
stand to keep first army troops off
high ground northeast of Rolles-
broich. From there north to the
Duren sector, infantry still had to
slog forward foot by foot around
Vossenack and Bergstein.

Nothing Complicated In Payroll Fight

By JACK STINNETT
WASHINGTON — There really
Is nothing complicated about the
factors behind the recurrent fight
in Congress over whether to
freeze payroll taxes at their pres-
ent level of ong per cent each for
employer and employve or allow
them to Increase now to two per-
cent for each and Lo their even-
tual three per cent from each.
The original concept of Cone-
gress, the Treasury and the White
House In passing the Old-Age
Insurance Act, was that a gigantic
interest - bearing reserve should
be bullt up to take care of that

future time when payments to
aldsters will exceed receipts
It ‘still is the concept of the

White House and the trustees of
the Old Age Insurance trust fund.
It no longer is the concept of the
majority of Congress

There is no doubt that eventu-
ally the tax will be allowed to in-
crease lo two per cent on each
employe and employer but It is
being predicted that the tax may
be frozen Indefinitely at that four
per cent

The point Is that Congress feels
the big reserve already pited up,
amounting to  $35K.000. 000, Is
more than adequate for any con-
tingency for some time to come,
The theory is that the reserve
should be sbout three times more
than is estimated will be paid out
in any one year of the next sue-
ceeding five,

Crisis In The Liberation

By WALTER LIPPMANN

From our experience in Italy,
Greece and Belgium on the one
hand, and in France on the other,
it Is now possible to begin to see a
little more clearly the problem
which the Britlsh and American
governments have to meet during
the first phase of liberation, that
Is to say, before the defeatl of Ger-
many.

The essence of ihe problem Is
that these countries have to be
gaoverned in & time when they lack
most of the materials and facili-
ties needed for governing. Imagine
trying to govern a ecountry in
which the rallroads, telephones,
telegraphs, the malls, and highway
traffic are brokem down or are
monopolized by the liberating
armies; a country into which the
government caanot Import supe
plies in any quantity, nor even dis-
tribute the supplies which exist
within {its territory; a country
which has beeén disarmed by the
enemy and |s unable to equip its
own army or even iis own police.
Under these circumstances no one
can-govern a country well, be he
the most enlight of the pro-
gressives or the ndest of con-
servatives.
