Picadors Win 
From Canyon 
In Mud Battle 

Among the 
Alumni 

Freshmen Chalk Up First 
Victory Of Season 

By 18-0 Score 

Ushering in the 1934 season. 
Coach Virgil Ballard's Picadors 
look a mud battle from the W.1 
Texas Teachers' Calves. 18-0 under 
the arcs at Canyon Friday night. 
Rain that began in the opening 
quarter caused many fumbles and 
misplays during the game. 

The invading cohorts of Mentors 
Ballard and Baker pushed across 
a touchdown In the Initial quar-
ter. After a Canyon punt was fi-
nally downed on the eight-yard 
line. Amos Wilson. former football 
er at Chilocco Indian agricultural 
school, circled right end for the 
counter. The kick from placement 
for the extra point was blocked. 

Wilson Tallies Again 
After the Canyon frosh's defense 

tightened in the second period to 
stop the Invaders' thrusts at the 
goal line, the Tech first year grid-
ders pushed across markers in the 
remaining sessions. In the third 
quarter. Theodore Amos Wilson, 
who formerly was running mate to 
Rabbit Weller. outstanding Red-
skin ball toter at Haskell, showed 
his heels to the Calves and slipped 
around left end for 35 yards and 
pay dirt. Again, the attempt from 
placement failed. 

After a Canyon punt had gone 
out of bounds deep in the Year-
ling's territory in the final quar-
ter. Smith, signal chanter from 
Del Rio, carried the pigskin over 
after Tech's secondary had brought 
the ball within the ten yard mark-
er on successive thrusts. For the 
third time during the tussle. the 
Picadors failed to register the 
point alter touchdown.
