Of Northland 
Stefansson Names False 

Beliefs Concerning 
Arctic Regions 

"The Eskimos are nothing but a 
branch of the North American In-
dians," said Dr. Viihjamur Stefans-
son, famous Arctic explorer, in a 
brief interview before his lecture 
at the high school auditorium Mon-
day night. "They should be called 
Eskimo Indians". he added. 

"I would say that my most im-
portant single discovery was find-
ing a tribe of "white" Eskimos in 
a remote part of the Arctic region. 
They are tall, fair complexioned 
persons, probably a mixture of 

. Scandinavian and Eskimo blood", 
said Stefansson. who has sjient 
more time studying in the Arctic 
circle than has any other scientist 
or explorer. 

Economic Value 
"On an expedition made during 

the years 1908-1912 we discovered 
men who had not seen a white man 
for half a century", he said. The 
explorer emphasized the economic 
value of the Arctic regions. chief- 
ly as meat supplying countries. 

In his illustrated lecture he tried 
Sr disprove many false ideas about 
the northern regions of the Amer-
ican continenS The inaccuracies 
of texts and maps used in our 
schools was mentioned. Several 
hundred species of flowers grow in 
the Arctic circle, he said. He has 
found butterflies, bees, other in- 
sects on some of the most norther-
ly islands that he has visited. 

Born In Canada 
Mr. Stefansson was born of Ice-

landic parents in Manitoba, Cana-
da, and lived many years in North

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The Proposed Stadium 
ACCORDING to a report from President 

Bradford Knapp's office, preliminary filing 

has been made with a PWA engineer of Fort 
Worth for a stadium at Tech to be completed by 
the fall of 1935, at a cost of approximately $150,-
000. Tentative plans for the project call for a 
stadium which will have a seating capatity of 
15.000, will have modern dressing and physical 
education rooms, showers, and lockers. 

A new stadium would be invaluable to the 
athletic department and to the student body and 
to the prestige of the college, A stadium would 
bring about an impetus in football enthusiasm not 
only for Lubbock but all over the South Plains. 
The present seating capacity is very inadequate, 
and if Tech ever wishes to have overflowing 
crowds, steps must be taken to accommodate 
thorn. 

Texas Tech can help to finance this worthy 
project by buying a season athletic ticket. That 

is all that is asked of the students. If Tech does 
not build a new stadium in the near future, there 
is always the possibility of the City of Lubbock 
building one of its own, thus drawing grid attrac-
tions of sectional interest away from Tech cam-
pus. 

The administration of the college can obtain 
the necessary funds for building a stadium, but 
the student body must back it one hundred per 
cent before such a program can be attempted. 
The Toreador urges that every student of Tech 
back this program, and help give Tech a stadium 
of which every one would be justly proud. It 
would be a progressive step forward for exas 
Tech.

A NEW system of averaging the 

grades of all Tech students 
has been adopted by the Adminis- 
trative council for the purpose of 
making comparisons. Grades will 
be averaged for the first and sec- 
end semesters of the current year 
in accordance with the new system. 

The new system will not change 
the rule published In the catalogue 
regarding the grade points neces- 
eery for graduation. That ruling 
is that a student, in order to grad- 
uate, must obtain the number of 
grade points equal to the total 
number of semester hours. In con- 
sidering students for graduation. 
one hour of A counts 3, one hour 
of B counts 2, one hour of C counts 
1. and one hour of D counts 0. 

In the new system, each hour of 
A counts 6, each hour of B counts 
4, each hour of C counts 2, each 
hour of D counts 0. 

Used In Other Colleges 

This method is in use in a num- 
ber of colleges for establishing a 
grade point average for each term 
or semester. The registrar of Tech 
expects to publish each semester 
the grade point average of the ear- 
ious groups of students, such as 
the grade point average of all en- 
gineering students; of seniors, jun- 
lore, spohomores and freshmen; of 
all students living in dormitories, 
boarding houses, or with their par- 
ents; of social clubs, athletes, 
scientific societies and other 

groups. 

The grade point average of such 
groups will be compared with that 
of all students in college. A con- 
tinuous comparison of the accom- 
plishments of groups as well as in- 
dividuals will be studied. From the 
results the Administrative council 
will be able to ascertain the value 
of the work being done by various 
groups and the Influence of the 
group itself on the general average 

of its members.

Structure Will Care For 

Increased Enrollment 
In Department 

To care for the greatly increased 
enrollment in home economics, a 
temporary annex is being built just 
east of the home economics build-
ing. The annex will be connected 
with the main structure by a pas-
sage-way cut from one of the rooms 
in the building. The temporary 
wooden structure, furnishing 1,984 
square feet of floor space, will cost 
less than $3,000. 

Enrollment in home economics at 
Tech is greater than that of any 
other educational institution in 
Texas. The board of directors have 
asked the legislature for $100,000 
for a permanent addition to the 
home economics building, which 
will furnish more than double the 
present space. 

The recent report of the State 
Board of Education shows that 
the semester hours registered in 
Tech In home economics to be 3,163. 
The semester hours registered at 
C. I. A. totals 2,559; and the Univer-
sity of Tex.. 2.701. The cost per 
student semester hour at Tech is 
the lowest of any state supported 
school except one of the junior col-
leges. 

President Bradford Knapp said, 
"I favor the building of an entirely 
new home economics building; and 
the conversion of the old one into 
a fine arts building."

Though the  above statement 
smacks of sensationalism, it is 
made deliberately in the light of 
the writer's own observations. If 
we could mold custom by decree, 
and could rule arbitrarily that the 
word ''stars" should be replaced 
forever by "suns" a very real and 
revolutionary adjustment of mass 
human thinking must follow. 

Have limy Conception 
For the simple truth of the mat-

tet is that many persons who are 
well informed in some respects en-
tertain hazy, tenth-century ideas 
about the nature of the bright 
lights in the sky. Since we have 
distinct words for "star" a n d 
"sun" they assume, naturally 
enough, that the objects thus desig-
nated are different in kinds. They 
know vaguely that the stars are far 
away, but they are confused by the 
fact that at times these distant ob-
jects seem to "fall." 

Just what, then, are the brilliant 
points of light in the evening sky? 
Speed up a flying bullet for one, 
take the earth for another and the 
sun for the third, and you will 
have fair examples to represent the 
members of each class. 

Travel 26 Miles Per Second 
First and nearest are the "shoot-

ing stars." These are, of course. 
not stars at all, but of of rock 
and Iron zooming around our see 
irresponsibly in independent, hap-
hazard orbits. Traveling at the av-
erage rate of 26 Miles per second, 
while our earth can do 18 plus it-
self, they naturally raise a friction-
al atmospheric fuss when they ov- 
ertake us at dusk or meet us head- 
on in the morning. The white hot 
streak of light which one sees be-
gins usually at a point some 80 
miles above the earth's surface 
(where the density of air is first 
sufficient to heat the projectile by 
friction), and fades away when the 
rock is consumed, often 50 miles or 
more from the ground. 

Next in order of distance among 
night-sky objects of small apparent 
size (thus we eliminate the moon  

are some of the plancto, which lilts 

the earth, belong to the family of 

satellites attending our particular 

sun. Mercury, Venus, Mars. Jupi-

ter, Saturn and sometimes Uranus, 

are the only ones ever seen by the 

unaided eye; but of these there are 

seldom more than two or three vi s- 

ible at any given time. All of them 

are dark bodies which shine by 

light borrowed and reflected from 

the sun, altogether they are rela- 
tively so close that they appear to 
be brighter, in most eases, than 
the light-giving stars themselves. In 
feet Venus (the only planet visible 
in the present evening sky) at her 
nearest is less than one millionth 
as far away as On olosest star, at 
which point of jostling proximity 
she is barely 25 million miles from 
the earth. 

Stars Bigger Than Sun 
Beyond the planets are the true 

Mars, of which our sun is a middle-
sized example. An impression is 
more or less current among readers; 
of popular astronomical artick, 
that most of the stars are bigger 
than the sun. While this is not 
actually the case, it Is safe to say 
that the majority of those 
to the naked eye exceed our sun in 
size, while some of the brighter 
ones are thousands and even mil-
lions of times as large. 

"The sun and the stars"—what 
an unfortunate distinction! Think 
rather, if you will, of "our sun and 
the sun -  of space"

Dayton. Tenn., Feb. 28.—iIP)--A 
petition has been sent the Tennes- 
see state legislature by the students 
and faculty of William Jennings 
Bryan university here demanding 
that the legislators refuse to vote 
for repeal of the state's law against 
the teaching of evolution in state 
educational institutions. 

The University was founded In 
1930 as a memorial to the late Wil- 
liam Jennings Bryan. who died 
here a few days after the end of 
the famous Scopes evolution trial, 
which Mr. Bryan prosecuted. 

The petition to the legislature as- 
serts that passage of the bill now 
before the legislature would "be a 
backward step of far-reaching con- 

(sequences." It goes on to say: 
"We hold that our educational in- 

stitutions are supported by the peo- 
ple of our great commonwealth for 
the purpose of discovering and dis- 
seminating facts, and the purpose 
of t i'go tut e c't •  
intellectual honesty. 

"Since the evidence for the 
teaching that man descended from 
a lower order of animals would not 
be sustained in any court of the 
lend, we further hold that it should 
not be taught in tax-supported in- 
stitutions et the expense of those 
whose beliefs are contrary to the 
unproven theory of evolution." 

John Thomas Scopes, a young 
school teacher wad convicted here 
In 1926 of violating the anti-evolu- 
tion statute, and was fined $100 and 

costs.

Censorship Is Told 

(By Associated Collegiate Press I 
Memphis. Tenn., Feb. 28.—The 

story of the famed Long purgings 
at the Louisiana State university 
was told here recently by L. Rhea 
Godbold, one of the six journalism 
students expelled. 

"The trip Huey Long promoted 
to the L. S. U.-Vanderbilt game 
started it," be said.

Three others, members 
of the staff, later were expelled for 
signing affidavits showing just 
what part the Kingfish had in 
school affairs.
