In Moscow, presidential spokesman 
Vitaly Ignatenko said 3,232 Soviets re-
mained in Iraq. 

Moscow adopted a harder line 
against Iraq last week when it accus-
ed Saddam of breaking a promise to 
allow Soviets to leave. 

Saddam has said he would free all 
hostages between Christmas and 

Jones gain, closing at 2,579.70. 
The rumors fanned speculation the 

gulf crisis could be resolved without 
bloodshed. 

The Sky TV news report said Sad-
dam has been detailing his 
negotiating position on the gulf 
dispute in private meetings with 
mediators that include Soviet envoy 
Yevgeny Primakov. 

In exchange for a guarantee 
against any Western attack on Iraq, 
the report said he would pull out of all 
of Kuwait except for the oil field in 
southern Iraq. 

Saddam also would give back the 
strategically important islands of 
Bubiyan and Warba, as long as 
Kuwait would discuss leasing them, 
and he would accept the return of the 
Kuwaiti royal family, which fled 
when Iraq invaded Aug. 2, according 
to the report. 

Speaking in Montevideo, Uruguay, 

Saddam Hussein on Tuesday back-
ed away from his confrontation with 
the Kremlin, promising to release the 
3,300 Soviets he was holding. Moscow 
had warned it would use military 
force against Iraq if Soviets there 
were harmed. 

Meanwhile, according to a British 
news report late Tuesday, Iraq may 
be ready to withdraw from most of 
Kuwait as long as it is allowed to keep 
the disputed Rumailah oil field that 
crosses two miles into Kuwaiti 
territory. 

In New York, a late burst of buying 
sparked by the Sky television report 
that the Iraqi president was consider-
ing withdrawing his occupying forces 
from Kuwait lifted the stock market 
from a 25-point decline a half-hour 
before closing to a 14.11-point Dow 

MONTEVIDEO, Uruguay —
President Bush called for a "per-
manent partnership among all na-
tions of the Americas" as he arriv-
ed today in one of South America's 
smallest countries. He played down 
the importance of the military 
uprising in neighboring Argentina, 
his next stop. 

At a news conference after talks 
with President Luis Alberto 
Lacalle, Bush pronounced Argen-
tina "democratically stable" and 
said the turmoil that erupted Tues-
day was riot aimed at the elected 
government but was a "military vs. 
military" issue. 

Several hundred leftist 
demonstrators assembled 150 yards 
from the legislative assembly 
where Bush addressed a joint ses-
sion of Congress. 

At an airport welcoming 
ceremony, Bush said, "We in the 
Americas are on the brink of 
something unprecedented in world 
history — the first wholly 
democratic hemisphere." 

"In anticipation of that, we need 
to create together a permanent 
partnership among all the nations 
of the Americas," said Bush, the 
first American president to visit 

Uruguay since Lyndon Johnson in 
1967. Bush was underscoring the 
primary focus of his trip — a salute 
to democracy — and his proposal 
for free trade throughout the 
hemisphere. 

After their talks at the Edificio 
Libertad, the president's head-
quarters, Bush and Lacalle both 
spoke of the importance of lifting 
barriers to international trade, in-
cluding farm subsidies. Trade talks 
are now in their final days in 
Brussels in the effort to rewrite the 
global trading rules last forged in 
Uruguay five years ago.

UMC second floor designated as children's hospital

The University Medical Center 
Board of Managers approved a 
recommendation designating the 
hospital's second floor as the 
Children's Hospital at UMC. 

The recommendation, made by Dr. 
James Chappell, interim chairman of 
Pediatrics, is a cooperative effort 
with the Texas Tech Health Sciences 
Center Medical School. The recom-
mendation will localize all children's 
functions into one area to enhance the 
care children receive at UMC. 

"From the medical school faculty, 
we've basically got most of the 

subspecialists. 
"I think the staff and physicians are 

very pleased to see us going in the 
direction of growth they have wanted 
for a long time," Stafford said. "We 
want to serve as a resource to the 
local pediatricians and family 
practitioners." 

In 1990, 30 percent of the patients at 
UMC were pediatric patients, ranging 
from newborns to 18-year-olds, she 
said.

on a 24-hour basis. We already have 
such a structure in place." 

UMC Vice President Gwen Stafford 
said that the recommendation in-
cludes construction on the second 
floor of an admitting office/con-
cierge, lobby, patient education 
facilities, new directional signs and

In addition, all other second-floor 
patient rooms will be refurbished by 
Dec. 31. 

On a long-term basis, the recom-
mendation includes a five-year plan

"When you have 30 percent children 
as your patients that's a huge amount 
of time needed to be devoted to them, 
and the Children's Hospital is a good 
way to do that," Stafford said.

valuable items with them as they 
vacation for the holidays. 

"If you do not take the valuable 
items with you, then make a personal 
list of the items, including serial 
numbers," he said. 

"Mark items with driver's license 
numbers," Foster said. "If students 
need to engrave anything, the police 
department has engravers available, 
and we would be glad to help them 
engrave the articles."

AUSTIN — Documents filed in 
federal court allege that sexual inter-
course between mentally retarded 
residents of Lubbock State School is 
common and condoned by school of-
ficials, despite four pregnancies there 
in recent years. 

State school officials contend a 
former employee's affidavit making 
the allegations contains many inac-
curacies, said an assistant state at-
torney general representing the 
Texas Department of Mental Health 
and Mental Retardation. 

The affidavit by Kathy Sescil 
Robinson was among documents filed 
with U.S. Dhtrict Judge Barefoot 
Sanders of Dallas Monday by David 
Ferleger of Philadelphia. 

Ferleger represents hundreds of 
retarded state school residents in a 
class-action lawsuit alleging un-
constitutional conditions in state 
schools. 

State officials acknowledge that 
two retarded women became preg-
nant during sex with other residents 
in 1989, the Austin American-
Statesman reported Tuesday. 

But Lubbock State School never 

Due to an increase in crime during 
the holidays, Texas Tech students 
should take several precautions 
before leaving for home. 

Students reported a number of 
crimes during the 1989 holiday 
season, and the Tech department of 
police services expects the crimes to 
occur this holiday season as well, said 
Jeff Foster, crime prevention officer 
at the Texas Tech department of 
police services. 

Last year, students reported seven 
burglaries, primarily from residence 
halls. The articles stolen totaled 
$2,769. 

Police investigated 27 thefts last 
season, representing a loss of articles 
totalling $11,134. Most thefts occurred 
in vehicles left on campus by students 
in residence halls during the holiday 
season. 

One car, worth more than $10,000, 
was stolen. 

To prevent crimes such as these, 
the Personal Safety Awareness Com-
mittee at Tech and the Tech depart-
ment of police services provide 
precautions for students. 

"Students need to park in the col-
iseum parking lot, next to the police 
station. (Students in residence halls) 
can park in the parking lot next to the 
police station without getting towed. 
The residence hall sticker (on the 
vehicles) allow for students to park in 
commuter lots," Foster said.

The sworn statement by Ms. Robin-

son said, "It was common knowledge 
among employees at the Lubbock 
State School that sexual intercourse 
among some clients occurred on a 
regular basis. During the formal 
orientation training at Lubbock State 
School, I was instructed that staff are 
not permitted to interfere with sexual 
activity between clients. 

"It was common knowledge among 
staff that the father of (one of the 
women's) baby was sexually active 
with female clients, with the sex acts 
taking place in the parking lot or a 
dark area behind the dormitory at the 
state school," said the affidavit. 

The retarded father was himself 
born to retarded parents who lived in 
Abilene State School, Ms. Robinson's 
affidavit said. 

"It was also common knowledge 
among staff that other male clients 
had sexual relations with female 
clients; male clients would discuss 
their sexual activities with staff, in-
cluding myself," her affidavit said. 

Ms. Robinson worked as a dor-
mitory assistant at Lubbock State 
School from April 1988 to June 1989, 
state personnel records show. 

return telephone calls from the AP. 
A court-appointed attorney for one 

of the two retarded women who gave 
birth after having sex with other 
residents said her client is so severely 
retarded she cannot consent to sexual 
relations. 

Lubbock lawyer Patricia Moseley 
told the American-Statesman the 
26-year-old woman, who delivered a 
boy on Dec. 7, 1989, cannot talk and 
has the mind of a 2-year-old. 

"I'm livid," Ms. Moseley said. 
"They (the state school) created 
another class of citizens. If you can 
walk and talk, you can get your case 
investigated and see justice done. But 
if you're in the other class that can't 
walk and talk, you don't get any 
justice." 

The baby, who has shown no health 
problems, is in the custody of the 
Texas Department of Human Ser-
vices, which plans to put the child up 
for adoption. 

The welfare agency also obtained 
custody of another baby born about a 
year ago to a retarded Lubbock State 
School resident, officials said. 

Ferleger is asking the judge to 
order the state to provide information 
about all pregnancies at Lubbock 
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reported the two possible sexual 
assaults to police, according to police 
records. 

A third Lubbock State School 
pregnancy now is under investigation 
by Lubbock police — the rape of a 
33-year-old woman who is so pro-
foundly retarded she doesn't know 
she is eight months pregnant. 

Details weren't immediately 
available on the fourth resident's 
pregnancy. 

"I don't have any idea" why the two 
possible assaults were not reported to 
law officers, said Assistant Attorney 
General Toni Hunter, the American-
Statesman reported. 

Ms. Hunter told The Associated 
Press she couldn't immediately com-
ment on the allegations. 

But she added, "The word I have 
from the school is that there are a lot 
of inaccuracies in the woman's 
affidavit." 

School officials were working to 
pinpoint the alleged inaccuracies, Ms. 
Hunter said. 

"We'll certainly review it careful-
ly," said a spokeswoman for MHMR 
Commissioner Denny Jones, the 
American-Statesman reported.

Here are three reports from the 
American Dream: 

— Young people "fresh out of 
highoschool" are having a hard time 
finding "good wages and steady 
work," a New York Times survey 
discovered. Household incomes 
where the principal earner is under 
25 fell by 19 percent in the decade 
ending in 1988. 

— Ulster County, N.Y., officials 
have proposed an 82 percent pro-
perty tax increase for 1991, on top of 
a 42 percent increase in 1990. Tax-
payers, predictably, are up in 
arms. 

— The Times reported recently 
that numerous working people in 
New York City, like many in 
Moscow, are having to share apart-
ments or houses, being unable to 
find or afford their own. 

Similarly grim examples are 
common everywhere, and you don't 
need three guesses to find the com-
mon denominator among them: a 
stumbling U.S. economy that even 
George Bush admits is "sluggish." 

That's a mild word for an engine 
performing at far less than capaci-
ty, in which unemployment nearing 
6 percent has come to be regarded 
as normal. Not too many years ago, 
4 percent unemployment was the 
national goal; 3 percent was 
sometimes achieved, and many 
wage employees earned high in-
comes. Now the overall economy 
not only is producing too few jobs; 
the new service-dominated 
economy is providing too few good 
jobs at substantial wages. 

One consequence is that too little 
revenue is being raised to finance 
governments confronted with 
strong, in some cases rising, 

the promised effect; and there's no 
proof, anyway, that lower rates, if 
realized, will cause business to in-
vest in a sluggish economy. 

What will cause increased private 
investment, as numerous economic 
studies show, is strong and growing 
demand.

A se-
cond consequence is that insuffi-
cient savings for the future are be-
ing accumulated — and the cost of a 
good education system should be 
counted as a savings for the future. 

Attempting to remedy this situa-
tion by reducing the federal budget 
deficit puts the cart before the 
horse, despite claims from both 
parties and from president and Con-
gress. What is needed, instead, is a 
bold program to expand aggregate 
demand — to increase the purchas-
ing power of the American people.

Little 
is said about unemployment and 
underemployment and the millions 
of Americans too discouraged to 
seek a job.

A program to expand employ-
ment and increase demand would 
get the horse out front where it 
belongs, pulling the cart along; 
because in the long run it would also 
reduce the federal deficit. probably 
more than the recent "deal" or any 
other in prospect. That result would 
not be immediate, but neither will 
negotiated deficit reduction; 
anyway, the American insistence 
on quick fixes and overnight results 
is one of the nation's most prevalent 
weaknesses. 

As employment and demand in-
crease, a stimulated economy will 
begin to produce greater revenues 
— not only for the federal govern-
ment but for starved states and 
cities. That will make possible ex-
panded public investment in im-
proved education — perhaps the 
single greatest need for the 
American future — and in such 
other necessities as redeemed and 
expanded infrastructure 
(highways, bridges, sewage and 
water systems, etc.). 

Apologists for the recent budget 
deal claim that it should cause in-
creased private investment 
because of a reduction in interest 
rates expected to follow reduced 
federal borrowing. But there's been 
little evidence since the budget deal 
that the Federal Reserve can or will 
reduce rates sufficiently to produce

Barry Thompson, president of 
Tarleton State University, was ex-
pected to be named West Texas

"Dr. Roach can unquestionably 
make a substantial contribution to the 
continuing development of the Texas 
A&M University System," Adkisson 
said. He cited Roach's academic 
background and management and 
organizational skills. 

But it is Roach's management skills 
that came into question during his six 
and one-half years as president. 

An audit of the school's finances 
released on Oct. 2 said that West 
Texas State dipped into state and 
federal funds to cover shortfalls in a 
hemorrhaging athletic budget. 

The audit report said West Texas 
State's athletic fund was losing $1.2 
million yearly and auxiliary enter-
prises such as the bookstore, housing 
system and food service were being 
used to cover the losses. 

Roach denied any wrongdoing. But 
the school's faculty senate, led by 

"Dr. Roach has had a very stormy 
tenure since he walked on this cam-
pus," Kinnison said. 

president Gary Byrd, a psychology 
professor, has demanded an 
explanation. 

"We still do not have all the 
answers to a number of questions," 
Byrd said Tuesday. "Dr. Roach is 
leaving in a cloud of dust. The A&M 
system has been nice enough to give 
him a graceful exit. 

"But he is not leaving a hero by any 
means. He is leaving a university in 
shambles and will now require so-
meone to come in and clean up the 
mess." 

In a prepared statement, Roach 
said he is ready to move on. 

"I feel that I have accomplished 
most of my major goals at West 
Texas State University, culminated 
by the merger this past fall, and it is 
time to move on to new challenges," 
he said.

An upcoming program at Texas 
Tech will give high school graduates a 
chance to work with top Tech pro-
fessors.

Friends, families welcome Texans home after four months of Iraqi captivity 
By The Associated Press 

HOUSTON — Royce Smart, held 
hostage in the troubled Persian Gulf 
area since the Iraqi invasion of 
Kuwait in August, came home to 
Texas on Tuesday to a heartwarming 
welcome with friends and relatives. 

"I lost my bank account, all my 
work clothes, my televisions, my 
radios, my calculators," he said. 
"But I didn't lose my life." 

He also lost 41 pounds during his 
four months of captivity, although he 

said that was deliberate and he could 
stand to shed the weight. 

Smart was among six Texans who 
returned home from captivity this 
week with former heavyweight box-
ing champion Muhammad Ali. 

Five others arrived in Houston on 
Monday night and declined to face a 
horde of reporters and cameras and 
were whisked away from Houston In-
tercontinental Airport. 

But Smart, who goes by the 
nickname "Red," arrived Tuesday 
afternoon and emerged from an air-
port landing gate into the arms of his 

wife and children. Nephews and 
nieces and grandchildren held three 
banners welcoming him home. 

He gave everyone a thumbs-up sign 
as the relatives and friends applaud-
ed and cheered. 

"It feels wonderful," he said of his 
return home. "I am thrilled with the 
support we've had from our fellow 
countrymen." 

He said he had felt the power of 
prayers said for him and also praised 
Ali for helping arrange his release. 

Smart, of Liberty, about 45 miles 
east of Houston, was working for a 
drilling company as a consultant 
when the Iraqi army invaded Kuwait 
in early August. He had left Houston 
on his first overseas job on April 28. 

He said he hid in his apartment un-
til he ran out of food and was convinc- 

"I hope somebody calls and offers 
me a job," he said. 

He and his wife, Margaret Jean, 
will celebrate their 39th wedding an-
niversary on Friday. 

She said she had missed him "a 
bunch, a bunch, a bunch. It's been 
lonely. I hope we can get back 
together again and get to the way it 
was. 

The five others who were released 
with him and who arrived on Monday 
were identified as Ken Beasley of 
Houston, Desmond Bailey of Crosby, 
Marlin Gillmore of Houston, Bobby 
Anderson of Round Rock, and Julio 
Loyola, whose hometown was not 
known. 

Another Texan released over the 
weekend was Bill McHann, who went 
to France, where he lives. 

the places where he was held. He said 
he wanted to be outside because he 
was confident a U.S. satellite would 
be able to find him and photograph 
him. 

He also said he backed the federal 
government's refusal to negotiate for 
the release of hostages and supported 
the American military buildup in the 
Persian Gulf. 

"We have a policy in our country we 
have to abide by," he said. 

But he also said he considered 
himself fortunate to get to go home. 

"Any time you've got 104 as 
hostages and you're picked to go, 
you've got to consider yourself 
lucky," he said. 

Smart said he hoped he could stay 
home at least through the first of the 
year and then would seek work. 

ed his situation would be best if he 
gave up. 

"The conditions are not as bad as 
they could be," he said of his im-
prisonment. "The biggest surprise for 
me was that Saddam (Hussein) pick-
ed me." 

Asked for his feelings about the Ira-
qi leader, he replied: "I'd rather not 
answer that." 

He said he was moved at least five 
times as part of the "human shield" 
at chemical and utility plants. 

He said he often cooked breakfast 
for up to 15 fellow captives, who got 
tea or coffee, a boiled egg and a 
quarter slice of bread. 

"I was under guard, lock and key," 
he said. "We learned to lived with it." 

He said he jogged 8 to 10 kilometers 
per day and sunbathed on the roof of

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Syndrome makes reading frustrating

With finals just around the corner, 
students may find themselves 
reading more than usual. Excessive 
reading can bring frustration, fatigue 
and discomfort to students suffering 
from Scotopic Sensitivity Syndrome. 

According to findings by the Irlen 
Institute, a research center for 
perceptual learning difficulties, peo-
ple with SSS have problems reading 
because their eye receives a distorted 
image of a printed page. 

The distortion is caused by percep-
tual problems linked to types of light 
and black and white contrast. The 
strain of constantly adapting to these 
distortions can limit the length of 
time the individual can read and 
maintain comprehension, according 
to the institute's findings. 

Wyrick said that first, she screens 
people to see how the colored overlays 
affect their reading. "You know in-
stantly if it will help." 

After the initial screening, if a per-
son wants to get colored lenses for 
their glasses to improve vision, they 
must go to an Irlen Clinic for further 
testing. 

A private rehabilitation and 
counseling service in Lubbock is con-
ducting a study to measure the effec-
tiveness of the Irlen treatment. 

"Comprehension is poor for these 
people because they're so distracted 
by what they see on the page," said 
Kathy Wyrick, a certified Irlen 
screener in Lubbock. 

"If their head hurts and their eyes 
hurt, they don't comprehend it," she 
said. "It really is a handicap." 

When Scotopic Sensitivity goes 
undetected, people with the syndrome 
are often seen as underachievers with 
attitudinal or motivational problems. 

Symptoms of SSS include slow or 
hesitant reading, the inability to read 
continuously and difficulty tracking 
words. People with SSS often com-
plain of headaches, eye pain or 
sleepiness while reading. 

Treatment for Scotopic Sensitivity 
involves the use of colored overlays to 
modify the light the eye receives, 
Wyrick said. 

Treatment is a two—step process. 

Wyrick said the treatment is begin-
ning to be more accepted by medical 
professionals. "It is new, and 
anything new can be controversial, 
but that does not seem to have deter-
red very many people from seeking 
the treatment. If you have a reading 
problem, almost everyone is willing 
to try anything." 

Officers say prison, youth gangs connected

SAN ANTONIO — Youth gangs and 
prison gangs operating in San Antonio 
are linked by relatives who belong to 
the two groups, a Bexar County 
Sheriff's Department task force says. 

"There is an interwoven fashion 
between youth street gangs and 
prison gangs," said Jimmy 
DeLesdernier, chief deputy of the

"Prison gang members get youth 
gang members to commit felony 
crimes for them ... Laws are much 
more lenient for juveniles." 

A San Antonio Police Department 
official, however, said the city's gang 
unit has not determined a clear link 
between youth gangs and prison 
gangs.

The Raiders finished the regular 
season ranked sixth in the nation in 
dig average at 20.9 digs per game, 
while Solomon ranked 18th in-
dividually in digs with 4.14 per 
game. 

Solomon is also Tech's career 

while 6-1 middle blocker Nyla 
Shepherd finished with 11 kills, 13 
digs and 3 blocks. 

Zenon said LSU is a tough hitting 
and blocking team, but it lacks a 
strong passing game. 

"They're real tall and they hit 
really hard," Zenon said. "But they 
don't have that much ball control.
