
Poll indicates support for action 
NEW YORK (AP) — A slight ma-

jority of respondents to a poll said 
they approved of the invasion of 
Grenada, though only a third believed 
that sending troops was the best 
response to the coup on the Caribbean 
island. 

The poll also indicated most 
respondents wanted to keep U.S. 
troops in Lebanon, but half said they 
did not believe American troops can 
keep peace there. 

The poll was conducted for The New 
York Times and CBS News. 

More Americans support a U.S. 
presence in Lebanon after a bombing 
attack that killed more than 200 
Marines in Beirut on Sunday, accor-
ding to the poll. 

Forty-eight percent of 1,093 adults 
interviewed by telephone Wednesday 
and Thursday approved of the 
presence, compared to 36 percent in a 
poll taken in late September. 

Thursday's polling was conducted 
after President Reagan's televised 
address to the nation, in which he 
discussed the military actions. 

Half the respondents said they did 
not believe the Marines can keep 
peace in Lebanon, and 45 percent 
blamed poor security for the death 
toll in Sunday's bombing. 

The poll also said 51 percent ap-
proved of U.S. troops in Grenada, but 
only 31 percent felt that military in-
tervention was the best response.

BRIDGETOWN, Barbados — A man 
believed to be the Marxist general who 
seized control of Grenada's left-wing 
government in a bloody coup has been 

'captured by American paratroopers, the 
U.S. military reported Sunday. 

An announcement from the Pentagon 
(said units of the 82nd Airborne Division 
seized "an individual who claims he is 
'Gen. Hudson Austin." It said the 
prisoner "fits the description of Gen. 
Austin and was carrying identification to 
that effect." 

Barbados' state-run Caribbean Broad-
casting Corp. had reported earlier that 
Austin was caught Sunday, but gave no 
details 

The reports came one day after U.S. 
Marines seized former Deputy Prime 
Minister Bernard Coard, accused of pro-
voking the coup that led to the U.S. inva-
sion of Grenada. 

Austin organized the coup and named 
a Revolutionary Military Council follow-
ing the slaying of Prime Minister 
Maurice Bishop on Oct. 19. Bishop had 
been under house arrest for a week in a 
power struggle with Coard, a hard-line 
Marxist. 

The Pentagon also announced that the 
American death toll rose to 16, with 77 
wounded and three missing. Four of the 
dead had been listed as missing since 
thousands of U.S. troops and a seven-
nation Caribbean force invaded Grenada

Gen. Hudson Austin, chairman of the 

People's Revolutionary Council that took 
power after Bishop was killed Oct. 19, re-
mained at large, Metcalf said. 

However, Metcalf said scouting par-
ties were scouring the inland wooded 
hills of Grenada for Austin. He said one 

at dawn Oct. 25 and deposed the leftist 
military junta. Their stated aim was to 
restore order and protect civilians. 

Only scattered sniper fire was 
reported on the island Sunday. 

Sir Paul Scoon, who was appointed to 
the largely ceremonial British Com-
monwealth position of governor-general 
by Queen Elizabeth II in 1978, has 
become the acting civilian leader of 
Grenada. Caribbean nations supporting 
the military action are looking to him to 
form an interim government until elec-
tions can be conducted. 

Scoon addressed the island's 
estimated 110,000 residents late Satur-
day on state-run Spice Island Radio, 
formerly Radio Free Grenada. He asked 
shopkeepers to reopen their stores, urg-
ed teachers and students to attend school 
and said government employees should 
report to their offices Monday for 
"business as usual." 

However, Scoon also asked Grena-
dians to respect an 8 p.m. to 5 a.m. 
curfew. There still were reports of 
looting in the city during the weekend, 
though repair crews restored electricity 
and water service. 

On Saturday, U.S. occupation forces 
seized Bernard Coard, the deputy prime 
minister allegedly behind the coup that 
unseated Prime Minister Maurice 
Bishop Oct. 12. Islanders showed U.S. 
troops the house where Coard was 
hiding. 

At a U.S. staging ground on the nearby 
nation of Barbados, Vice Adm. Joseph 

seven Caribbean nations that par-
ticipated in the invasion. 

The Cubans were in Grenada with the 
stated purpose of building an airport on 
the island's southern end and for other 
development projects. Cuba and 
Grenada had close relations after Bishop 
took power in 1979. 

Cuba criticized the coup that over-
threw Bishop and has denounced the 
Reagan administration for invading 
Grenada. Cuban President Fidel Castro 
has denied Reagan's assertions that the 
Cubans were planning to occupy 
Grenada. 

Several Army officers said they ex-
pected few problems from Cuban 
snipers. Lt. Col. Jack Hamilton of the 
Army's 82nd Airborne Division said 
there have been no American casualties 
from sniper fire since the invasion. 

"Luckily for us, they are terrible 
shots," said Army Lt. Hugh Enicks. 

The number of Cuban casualties has 
not been determined, but the Interna-
tional Red Cross is sending a Swiss plane 
to Grenada from Geneva to evacuate 
Cuban casualties. 

U.S. military officials, who initially 
banned reporters from the battle scene, 
continued to allow more to visit Grenada 
from Barbados, 150 miles away. 

About 150 reporters, the largest 
number so far, flew in Sunday. Military 
officials said some received permission 
to stay overnight in Grenada for the first 
time since the invasion. 

Metcalf said Navy ships have been tur-
ning back small boats full of journalists 
trying to land on Grenada without 
authorization. 

He also said pre-invasion intelligence 
"was not what we would have desired." 
The Pentagon has conceded it did not ex-
pect tough resistanc9kom the Cubans, 
who surprised the invaders with an unex- 

pectedly large, well-trained force. 
Leaders of the other Caribbean nations 

supporting the U.S.-led invasion 
gathered in Barbados during the 
weekend to discuss the future of 
Grenada. They have said that Scoon 
signed a letter asking those nations to in-
tervene after the coup, 

Metcalf said U.S. military officials told 
the Caribbean leaders they did not know 
how long American troops will remain on 
Grenada. 

The Reagan administration, although 
it cited the possible seizure of American 
hostages as a primary reason for in-
vading Grenada, had no clear evidence 
that such a move was imminent or even 
likely, U.S. intelligence sources say. 

In a secret briefing of the Senate In-
telligence Committee on Friday, senior 
administration officials acknowledged 
that there had been no threats or overt 
actions directed against the Americans 
on the Caribbean island. 

One committee member, Sen. David 
Durenberger (R-Minn), said of the 
hostage argument: "You could never 
prove it one way or another, but in view 
of our past experience with crazies, you 
can't take a chance." 

Deputy Secretary of State Kenneth 
Dam said in a televised interview Sun-
day that American forces on Grenada 
have uncovered secret documents show-
ing that the Soviet Union, Cuba and 
North Korea had entered into military 
supply agreements with Grenada's 
deposed government. 

New recession 
could hit U.S., 
economists say 

U.S. knowledge

POINT SALINES, Grenada —
Americans historically have been able to 
come and go freely on Grenada. But U.S. 
intelligence about the Caribbean nation 
was so poor that the first invading 
Marines and Army Rangers last week 
carried photocopies of tourist maps. 

"Intelligence was not what we would 
have desired," said Vice Adm. Joseph 
Metcalf, commander of the task force. 
He said many of the invaders felt outrag-
ed and abused because of inaccurate in-
formation they received. 

The first problem was surprisingly 
strong resistance from Cubans at the air-
port under construction in southern 
Grenada. It had been long suspected that 
the estimated several hundred construc-
tion workers had some military training, 
but the Americans quickly realized they 
were also fighting well-disciplined, ex-
perienced soldiers. 

One wounded Ranger, Staff Sgt. 
Richard Campbell, 29, of Tacoma, 
Wash., said from his hospital bed in San 
Juan, Puerto Rico, that the American 
troops had been told there probably 
would not be much resistance. 

Officials in Washington have conceded 
that U.S. intelligence underestimated 
the number of Cubans on the island —
now believed to have been about 1,200, 
twice the estimated figure. 

Advance spring registration process begins

WASHINGTON — The United States, 
basking in economic recovery, could suf-
fer a new recession by 1985 — with 
Americans facing a big tax increase to 
boot — unless long-shot efforts succeed 
in slashing the federal deficit, a leading 
private economist says. 

Similar predictions, once dismissed as 
coming merely from isolated "doom-
sayers," suddenly are appearing from 
several quarters — from Congress, 
mainstream economists and even a top 
Reagan administration official. 

The question is whether the warnings 
are being taken seriously. 

The problem faced by these analysts is 
that they're sounding the alarm at a time 
when the economy is reviving strongly 
after the 198142 recession. These bleak 
forecasts come at a time when people 
are going back to work — though civilian 
unemployment remains at 9.3 percent —
and company profits are rising as a 
presidential election year approaches. 

But Lawrence Chimerine, chairman of 
Chase Econometrics, a forecasting firm 
in Bath Cynwyd, Pa., said deficits are 
likely to persist around $200 billion a 
year for years, barring unexpectedly ag-
gressive action to cut the federal budget. 
Any such red-ink cleanup would likely 
require more social cuts than Democrats 
want, more military spending restraint 
than President Reagan wants and 
substantial tax increases that the presi-
dent strongly opposes. 

With deficits so high, "the risk of 
sizeable increases in interest rates will 
rise sharply in the 1985 environment," 
Chimerine said, and "a new recession 
could very well emerge during that 
period." 

Chimerine is well aware of the pain 
that raising taxes could cause at a time 
when the economy is weaker than at pre-
sent, or even declining in recession. 
Some other economists say a tax hike in 
1985 might not be possible. 

But Chimerine is far from alone in his 
pessimistic long-term view: 

Otto Eckstein, chairman of another top 
economics forecasting firm, Data 
Resources Inc., of Lexington, Mass., 
would not pinpoint a year in which the 
current business recovery will be revers-
ed. But he did say that if deficits remain 
high, "somewhere in the mid-1980s it's 
kind of hard to see how we'd get by." 

Martin Feldstein, chairman of the 
president's Council of Economic Ad-
visers, said: "Every year it gets riskier 
and riskier." Failure to deal with deficits 
until after the 1984 election, he said, "will 
probably produce a recession in fiscal 
year 1986," which begins in October 1985.

true of the Communists, who are the 
most spectacular failures in providing 
for their people. It is true of Prime 
Minister Thatcher in Britain with her 
conservative philosophy, and also of 
President Mitterrand's Socialism in 
France. 

Aside from Reagan's age — and he 
looks and acts 10 years younger than his 
72 years — are his qualities and his con-
servative philosophy and conservative 
comrades: not forgetting the four or five 
appointments he probably would have 
the opportunity to make on the Supreme 
Court if elected for a second term. What 
is best for the nation? This is what we'd 
like to know and have to answer.

WASHINGTON — It is generally assum-
ed here that President Reagan will seek 
a second term of office. In considering 
Reagan for a second term, a very impor-
tant point cannot be overlooked. 

The question is not whether he has 
been a good or bad president, but 
whether, as already the oldest one in the 
history of the Republic, his qualities, 
good or bad, are what we need in the last 
years of the 1980s. 

Winston Churchill was a great wartime 
leader, probably the most eloquent and 
heroic of this century. But he was voted 
out as prime minister at the end of World 
War H because his warrior qualities 
were not compatible with the postwar 
economic and social problems of his 
people. 

Franklin Roosevelt was an effective 
Depression and wartime President. But 
he was a casualty of his successful bat-
tles when he ran in 1944 and won for a 
fourth term, and died before it was over. 

Maybe these are not fair comparisons, 
but at least they are fair questions. Often 
in politics what was indispensable at the 
beginning becomes intolerable at the 
end. 

It would be hard to deny that many 
policies of Roosevelt's New Deal and par-
ticularly of Lyndon Johnson's Great 
Society needed correction, and the coun-
try is in Reagan's debt for challenging 
the assumptions of the past. That's the 
way the system works. The excesses of 
the left are modified by the right, and 
now, though he has been edging toward 
the middle as the election approaches, 
Reagan's ideological assumptions also 
need to be examined. 

In fact, it is generally agreed that no 
politician in the world today, trying to 
deal with the complexities of modern 
economics, has managed to do so on the 
basis of a strict ideology. This is clearly

NEW YORK (AP) — The Rev. Jesse Jackson announced 
Sunday he will seek the 1984 Democratic presidential 
nomination and said he would try to choose a female running 
mate. 

The civil rights leader, in an interview recorded for the 
CBS-TV program "60 Minutes," said he will formally an-
nounce his candidacy Thursday in Washington. He is seeking 
to become the first black presidential candidate nominated 
by a major party. 

Although many black political leaders have said they will 
not support him, fearing such a campaign would be divisive, 
Jackson said, "No candidate can expect to have unanimous 
support from any given community " 

WASHINGTON — Congress 
begins the final three weeks of

Meantime, both chambers 
are scheduled to consider 
separate versions of ap-
propriations bills to run the 
armed forces in the budget 
year that began Oct. 1. The 
Pentagon has been operating 
under stopgap spending 
legislation. 

Pending before the panel 
are several controversial 
amendments, including those

Lillian Carter dies at age 85 
AMERICUS, Ga. (AP) — Lillian Carter, the mother of 

former President Jimmy Carter, died Sunday in Americus-
Sumter County Hospital at age 85, officials said. 

Mrs. Carter had been at the hospital about a week. The 
former president and his wife, Rosalynn, had been at the 
hospital for the day. 

"Miss Lillian," as her neighbors in Plains, Ga., called her, 
lived on the fringes of politics most of her life. 

A graveside service for Mrs. Carter will be at 3 p.m. Tues-
day at Lebanon Cemetery in Plains. 

Major eathquake strikes Turkey 
ISTANBUL, Turkey (AP) — A major earthquake struck 

eastern Turkey early Sunday, and officials said at least 509 
people were killed. Newspapers said 50 villages were leveled, 
and the death toll was expected to climb. 

About three hours earlier a quake rolled through the Hindu 
Kush mountain range, 1,400 miles to the east on the border 
between Afghanistan and Pakistan, shaking Islamabad and 
reaching as far as India's Kashmir state. There were no im-
mediate reports of casualties or damage. More than 12 hours 
later, a strong quake shook southwestern Japan, but no 
casualties were reported.

said. A bale weighs 500 
pounds. 

Rain finally fell in West 
Texas earlier this month, but 

farmers say it only served to 
discolor the cotton they did 
have, decreasing its value and 
degenerating fiber quality. 

Healthy harvests nation-
wide, plus a large surplus, will 
make up for the small West 
Texas crop, Bill Crockett, the 
Plains cotton market reporter 
for the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture, said. 

Even so, Crockett said, he 
expects the price of cotton pro-
ducts to increase because of 
higher labor and production 

Richardson, Howard County 
agriculture extension agent. 

Cotton farmers are repor-
ting yields of as little as one-
tenth that of a good year 
because of the drought and a 
federal program that en-
couraged them not to plant. 

The payment-in-kind pro-
gram pays farmers in com-
modities for not planting a 
certain number of acres. It 
was instituted to help reduce a 
national surplus that threaten-
ed to drive down the farmers' 

expenses. 
"They always have," he 

said.

Trinidadians express divided views 
By The Associated Press 

Port of Spain, Trinidad — In an open field outside this island 
nation's capital, an orange fire shoots whispers of gunmetal 
gray smoke into the afternoon sky. 

The Hindus are taking care of their dead by burning their 
bodies. 

And along busy Independence Square vendors sell fruit, hair 
combs and sweets in the shadow of a city plan to remove them 
from the narrow street. 

While Grenada simmers in the aftermath of a bloody struggle, 
it is business as usual for its closest neighbor, Trinidad, whose 
residents are divided on what has become an international 
controversy. 

Trinidad and Tobago, which hug the South American 
coastline, became an independent member state of the British 
Commonwealth in 1962, after living under first Spanish and then 
British rule since the 16th century. 

Many British customs have been retained. Cars are equipped 
with right-hand steering wheels and are driven on the left-hand 
side of the road. Soccer and cricket fill the playing greens of the 
local park. And in very proper homes, letters of introduction are 
still required from newcomers. 

Music fills the streets from portable cassette players. But it is 
not the lilting steel music that was created here decades ago. It 
is American pop stars Lionel Ritchie and Billy Joel. It is an 
American presence young Trinidadians can definitely live with. 

But for the most part, the people of Port of Spain agree with 
the official government position that the Grenada struggle was a 
"family affair" best settled by the Caribbean Community and 
not the United States. 

Prime Minister George Chambers, who was elected in 1981, 
has said that negotiation by Caricom, the 13-nation Caribbean 
Community, was the best course to take, not force. His People's 
National Movement Party dominates the country. 

Some Trinidadians say the United States was right in going in- 

to Marxist-ruled Grenada, where Cuba had apparently attemp-
ted an occupation. 

"If the same thing happened here, we would want the States to 
step in," said Cynthia Woodriffe as she bought an umbrella from 
a street vendor on Independence Square. 

"I think Trinidad should have been there. But thank goodness 
we weren't." 

Woodriffe echoed the criticism of most Trinidadians who 
thought their country should have been a part of the operation. 

Chambers said he was not informed of the invasion and that 
Trinidad did not participate once it was initiated because his 
government does not believe in force. 

The opposition party, led by Nizam Mohammed, believes that 
the U.S. invasion has tossed out all efforts toward an economic 
stability in the region. 

And the oilfield workers' trade union here has called for the 
immediate withdrawal of American combat forces. The labor 
organization said Grenadians should be allowed to determine 
their own future without interference from another government. 

There are many Grenadians in Trinidad, especially in the 
Point Fortin district north of here, where about 3,000 live. 

"They are all our brothers and sisters," said LLoyd Lewis, an 
unemployed carpenter. 

But Lewis, like many in the wealthiest nation in the Carib-
bean, was more concerned about his day-to-day life than inter-
national politics. 

He ambled along Independence Square; two women argued 
loudly about Grenada. 

"Don't you fight politics in front of my stand," a vendor said, 
pointing to her fruit. 

"What? You no like Trinidad?" one woman angrily said. 
"Just get the Americans out of there," the other woman 

screamed. "It's our business. It's not their business."

EAST RUTHE RFO RD , N . J . 
— Quarterback Danny White 
threw for 304 yards and a 
career-high five touchdown 
passes, including two to wide 
receiver Tony Hill, and the 
Dallas defense forced six tur-
novers as the Cowboys im-
proved upon the National 
Football League's best record 
with a 38-20 victory Sunday 
over the New York Giants. 

White, who hit 15 of 33 
passes, also tied a team 
record with his touchdown 
passes to Hill, Tony Dorsett, 
Doug Cosbie and Drew Pear-
son as the Cowboys bounced 
back from their only loss of 
the season. 

The Cowboys, 8-1, who lost 
40-38 last week to the Los 
Angeles Raiders, put the 
game away after White's 
7-yard touchdown pass to 
Pearson on the first play of the 
fourth quarter capped a 
10-play, 76-yard drive and 

In the first half, Rutledge 
was sacked four times and lost 
the ball three of those times on 
fumbles. The Cowboys sacked 
Rutledge six times in the 
game. 

White hooked up with Hill on 
the Cowboys' first and final 
touchdowns and each of his 
five scoring strikes put the 
finishing touch on long drives. 

White's 21-yard touchdown 
pass to Hill tied the score 7-7 in 
the first quarter to cap a 
10-play, 80-yard drive, which 

was aided by a 31-yard pass in-
terference call against New 
York strong safety Bill 
Currier. 

White then hooked up with 
Hill on a 58-yard scoring pass 
in the fourth quarter to tie Ed-
die LeBaron, Don Meredith 
and Craig Morton in the 
Cowboys record book with five 
touchdown passes. 

In the third quarter, White 
found Cosbie alone at the 
Giants' 37-yard line and the 
6-foot-6 tight end rambled the 
rest of the way to complete a 
61-yard touchdown pass play 
and give the Cowboys a 24-17 
lead. 

White hooked up with 
Dorsett for a 14-yard 
touchdown pass to complete 
an 11-play, 81-yard march ear-
ly in the second quarter.

15-yard scoring pass to 
fullback Rob Carpenter with 
1:37 left in the half. Rutledge 
set up the touchdown with a 
54-yard pass play to wide 
receiver Mike Miller on the 
previous play. 

The Giants tied the score 
17-17 on Ali Haji-Sheikh's 
27-yard field goal in the third 
quarter, but the Cowboys went 
ahead to stay on White's scor-
ing pass to Cosbie. 

Rutledge, who hit 14 of 29 
passes for 325 yards and two 
touchdowns but was in-
tercepted three times and 
sacked six times, left the 
game in the fourth quarter 
with a knee injury.

UT rally leaves Tech in the cold

Most people thought Texas 
Tech would be shredded to rib-
bons in Saturday's encounter 
with the University of Texas. 
Instead, the Red Raiders 
chalked up a moral victory 
even though the Longhorns 
won the game 20-3. 

Texas' win almost assures 
them of winning the Southwest 
Conference championship. 
For the season, the Longhorns 
rise to 7-0 and 4-0 in the SWC. 
Tech, meanwhile, falls to 3-4 
and 3-1. 

The crowd of 75,401 saw the 
Raiders go into halftime with 
a 3-0 lead. 

"I think they (Texas) were 
shocked in the first half," 
Tech quarterback Jim Hart 
said. "We used some different 
motions and surprised them 
with our running game." 

The Raiders' first posses-
sion introduced Tech I-back 

Robert Lewis to the 
Longhorns. On the third play 
of the game, Lewis swept to 
the right for 51 yards to the 
Texas 19-yard line. After a 
couple of delay of game 
penalties and two sacks, 
Ricky Gann nailed a 47-yard 
field goal for the only Raider 
points of the day. 

Lewis toppled a Texas op-
position rushing record this 
season. With his 126 yards, the 
junior I-back became the first 
player to rush for more than 
100 yards against the 
Longhorns in 1983. 

Although neither team 
scored for the remainder of 
the first half, the Raiders were 
busy recovering Texas 
turnovers. 

The first of those turnovers 
came with 52 seconds left in 
the first quarter when Tech 
defensive tackle Mike Kinsey 
recovered a fumble from 
Longhorn quarterback Rob 
Moerschell on the Raider 

31-yard line. Tech followed 
with a three-play-and-punt 
drive. 

The other Texas turnover 
came with 3:47 left in the se-
cond quarter when a 
Moerschell pass was in-
tercepted by Raider corner-
back Carl Carter on the Tech 
22-yard line. Once again Tech 
followed with a three-play-
and-punt drive. 

Late in the first half Texas 
coach Fred Akers replaced 
Moerschell with Todd Dodge, 
who was the Longhorn 
quarterback the remainder of 
the game. 

The second half kickoff add-
ed to the Longhorns' turnover 
problems. This time, however, 
the Raiders recovered deep in 
Texas territory. 

After returning the kickoff 
to the 22-yard line, Kelvin 
Epps fumbled and Carter 
recovered. After two 
penalties, a 2-yard gain, an in-
complete pass and a 2-yard 

leaped into the end zone for 
the final 2 yards. 

With only 35 seconds gone in 
the fourth quarter, a Hart pass 
was intercepted by Texas 
safety Jerry Gray. Gray 
returned the interception to 
the Tech 33-yard line. After 
three plays, Ward kicked a 
47-yard field goal and widened 
the lead to 10-3. 

Texas' final touchdown 
drive started on its own 
15-yard line. After a 31-yard 
pass from Dodge to Brent 
Didion and a 32-yard run by 
Luck, Dodge ran for the final 
12 yards for the touchdown 
with 7:19 left in the contest. 
Following the extra point, the 
Longhorns led 17-3. 

Texas ended its second-half 
scoring bonanza with 56 
seconds left in the game. 

After the Longhorns drove 
from their own 47 to the Tech 
15, Ward kicked a 32-yard field 
goal to drive the nail in the 
coffin. 

loss, Gann missed a 45-yard 
field goal. 

"Texas' defense and their 
fans were the biggest factor to 
me in the ball game," Moore 
said. "We got the big turnover 
on the opening kickoff of the 
second half and were in good 
shape. That's when their fans 
really came alive. 

"The crowd noise cost us a 
time out and then we just took 
ourselves out of it with a 
penalty. That was really the 
only time the crowd noise hurt 
us, but it was a big point in the 
game." 

Following the Raiders' 
fruitless drive, Texas took 
over on its own 28. Texas 
drove the remaining 72 yards 
and, following a successful 
Jeff Ward extra point, the 
Longhorns took the lead at 7-3. 

The drive was highlighted 
by 11- and 13-yard runs from 
fullback Mike Luck and a 
24-yard sideline pass by Dodge 
to Bill Boy Bryant. Luck
