On Wednesday when Mrs. Cum-
mings was interviewed by a Torea-
dor reporter, she was busily un-
packing trunks of lovely Irish lin-
en luncheon sets, pillow cases, doil-
ies, guest towels and many other 
items that would be envied by any 
American bride. 

For this Irish war bride, the trip 
from Ireland to Lubbock was a 
great event, "especially the thrill 
I felt seeing the Statue of Liberty 
all lighted up—then my reunion 
with Harry." But being a seasoned 
traveler, she took the journey in 
her stride. 

Although Peggy has traveled ex-
tensively in India, Ireland, China, 
Japan, England and France, the 
voyage to America was a new ex-
perience in her life. and one she 
anticipated "probably more than 
any trip I have ever taken." "Be-
cause my father served in the In-
dian army, we were on the move a 
great deal of the time—we knew 

was a senior student In 1940. 
Her father served with the Brit-

ish Army during World War I and 
then afterwards joined the Indian 
army, retired as a colonel in 1936. 
"At that time my mother and fath-
er established our first real home 
in Ireland—but it didn't last," she 
said. 

"Father was recalled to service 
in 1939, and we returned to India. 
Nine months later my father, who 
was a member of the first convoy 
to leave Ireland, was killed near 
Egypt. Mother and I remained in 
India nine more months and then 
returned to Ireland. I joined the 
Wrens and mother was engaged in 
war work." 

In January of 1943 at a birthday 
party, she met her husband who 
was then an officer with the Eighth 
Army Air orce. 

Explaining the admiration and 
respect the Irish girls held for the 
Yanks, Peggy said the boys were

Oakwood To Speak 
To Geology Staffs, 
Students Tuesday 

DI T S. Oakwood, pi °lessor of 
Organic Chemistry, Pennsylvania 
state college, will speak to the de-
partments of geology and chemis-
try staffs and students, Tuesday, 
March 26, at 7:30 p.m. in the chem-
istry auditorium. 

The topic of Dr. Oakwood's ad-
dress will be "Chemical Aspects of 
the Origin of Petroleum." The hy-
potheses explaining petroleum's or-
igin will be discussed largely from 
a chemical viewpoint, Including 
those based on carbide hydrolysis, 
fish - oil conversion. radioactive 
change, carbohydrate reduction, 
sedimentary transmitation, and bio-
logical production. 

Oakwood is a member of the 
Pennsylvania State college chemis-
try department, and his major field 
of work is organic chemistry. For 
the past several years he has been 
working on the chemical side of 
the origin of oil as Project 13-B of 
the American Petroleum institute 
and has done a great deal of or, 
ginal research on this problem. 

This lecture is sponsored by the 
Distinguished Lecture committee of 
the American Association of Pe 
troleurn Geologists, which sponse, 
ed many lectures of this type foi 
units of the national association. 

The chemistry authority is mak-
ing a nation-wide tour which in-
cludes lectures at the University of 
Illinois, the University of Tulsa, 
Ohio State university and Southern 
Methodist university as well as 
many geological societies. 

Dr. Oakwood will come to Tech 
from Midland, where he is to ad-
dress the West Texas G ' 
society and will go to Houston, fol-
lowing his Lubbock lecture to ad-
dress the Houston Geological so-
ciety.

It is true that Tech needs improvements of every sort, and 
that it is hard for the Campus Beautification committee to know 
where to start and how to start alone without anything to guide 
them. However, there are some minor things that can be started 
that would be of benefit to students here now and would not 
interfere with future plans. 

When one sees the campuses of other institutions, and the 
many recreational facilities for students on these campuses, it is 
not a wonder that students feel slighted. Of course, someday in 
the future there will be a Student Union building, a swimming 
pool, baseball fields, R.O.T.C. parade grounds, etc. And Tech stu-
dents are not demanding that these miracles take place over 

night. 
What we are saying is this: We want as much done as 

possible while we are here. We want and need many more tennis 
courts. This is something that can and should be done. We want 
campus beautification every time it is possible and when the 
need affects a large number of students now.
