Dear Editor: 
During my freshman year, I was 

enrolled in a night class which was 

notable for the high quality of the 
instruction and the lack of Inter-

est which many of the students 

had for the course. Some 30 per-
sons were in the class. Most of 
them had been graduated trom 
high school the previous spring, 
and they had brought their adoles-
cent antics with them to college. 
The other members of the class 
were veterans, presumably matured 
by ̀ their war experiences. 

The conduct of a great part of 
the class might have been thought 
customary for grammar school, but 
in College, It was inexcusable. Some 
students wrote letters during 'the 
lectures. Others passed notes with 
clock-like regularity. One di d 
homework for another course. Sev-
eral squirmed and moved constant-
ly. giving every indication of bore-
dom and writing far more doodles 
than class notes. 

When time came for the final, 
the patient teacher generously 
limited the questions to work cov-
ered during Vie last four weeks of 
the semester. 

Since I took that course, I have 
been in a class in which I felt em-
harassment because of stinging 
coments hurled at the teacher, who 
has had more educational advant-
ages and experience than I can 
ever know. I have been in a class 
in which students in the back of 
the room uttered caustic remarks 
in voices just loud enough to be 
heard at the teacher's desk. And I

have been in classes in which stu-

dents scribbled in their notebooks 

the entire hour, rarely raising their 
heads to look up and apparently 

never caring what was being said. 
Because of what I have seen in 

classes, I feel that your recent ed-
itorial suggestion — that Tech's 
teachers might take a personal sur-
vey to determine how they rate 
with students—can well apply to 
us students ourselves. 

We are not above reproach. Our 
conduct is at times infantile. Some 
of us throw erasers at clocks so 
that the hands will jump ahead 
and deprive the teacher of five 
minutes time while permitting us 
to be let out earlier. Others of as 
have descended to chalk fights 
which disrupted classes next to 
our. 

We become angry if we are given 
what we consider too much home-
work. If the teacher assigns little 
or no outside v.tork, we come to 
think of the course as a "snap" and 
say there is nothing to it but going 
to class three times a week. 

We dislike essay examinations. 
We want our finals cut short If 
some assignments are handed in 
late, we offer many excuses and 
ask for more time, more time, more 
time. We enjoy starting class late. 
But if we are kept longer than five 
minutes before the hour, we are 
bed ignant. 

We students need to take a sur-
vey of ourselves. We are not flaw-
less. In asking teachers to improve, 
we must not forget that we can do 
better also.

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Disposition Of The Negro; 
A Problem We Must Face 

What to do with the American Negro is 
a question few of us figure on settling until 
a solution is forced Upon us sometime in the 
future. 

Students at the University of Missouri last 
week decided of their own accord to face the 
problem squarely and be counted on a pro-
posal to permit Negro students to enroll in 
the university with white students. The result 
was a 4,156 to 1,847 vote for a change in 
Missouri state laws regulating admission of 
Negro students to white schools. 

A resolution was passed by the university 
student council after the vote. Presented to 
Missouri Gov. Forest Smith by three student 
leaders, the resolution said: 

"We, the student council, propose /to the 
state legislature that the laws of the state of 
Missouri be changed so as to allow qualified 
negro students to enroll at the University of 
Missouri and other state colleges." 

The resolution was qualified, however, 
proposing admission of Negroes only for_ 
courses where "equivalent instruction is not 
offered at Lincoln university." Lincoln is a 
Negro university located at Jefferson City, Mo. 

We are not saying that the move made by 
these students was the proper one, or that 
now is the time to admit the Negro to the 
state-supported "white" institutions of learn-
ing either in Texas, Oklahoma or Missouri. It 
indicates a willingness, however, to face facts 
that the parents of these students and our 
own parents have sidestepped. 

It was a typical student action, taken on 
the basis of theory and ide,logy, with perhaps 
less attention to the practical application of 
the problem. How to receive or treat the 
Negro once he is enrolled in the school was 
probably less considered than the basic idea 
that this nation has constantly preached equal 
rights and opportunity for all of us regardless 
of race, then failed to deliver the goods. 

Whether the parents of the 4,156 students 
favoring admission of Negro students would 
have cast similar ballots is a matter of specu-
lation., It makes little difference. It is for their 
children to decide the final status of the Negro. 

That these children should decide to accept 
the Negro and live with him, rather than post-
pone for another generation an inevitable 
decision, probably shocked Missouri parents. 
But they and their fellow countrymen have -
talked the theory of freedom and equality so 
long they should not be surprised when the 
younger generation gives some indication of 

- putting these broad principles into practice. 

Building Funds Again ... 
An indication that someone besides Lub-

bock businessmen has doubts as to the ad-
equacy of the controversial college building 
amendment is the news that Rep. James L. 
Norton of Nacogdoches, Saturday proposed 
that all State-supported institutions of higher 
learning be allowed to share in the permanent 
Texas university fund. 

Norton asked that $40,000,000 of the fund 
be used by 17 colleges and universities for 
buildings and permanent improvements. The 
move again gives voice to the oft repeated 
question: Why should the University of Texas 
and Texas A&M continue into the indefinite 
future to retain exclusive rights to "the funds 
from land set aside for the development of a 
state educational system while Texas was still 
a young republic? 

The legislator already has introduced a 
proposed constitutional amendment which 
would authorize issuance of $40,000,000 worth 
of bonds, half of which would go to the Uni-
versity and A&M; the remainder to 14 other 
state supported institutions. He has announc-
ed intention of offering an amendment to 
divide the money proportionately on the basis 
of average scholastic enrollment when the 
resolution comes before the committee on con-
stitutional amendments for public hearings. 

We, in our naivete, have little faith in the 
future of the freshman congressman's amend-
ment. The state has so freshly and emphatically 
taken care of 14 of her charges by means of 
the $60,000,000 building amendment that other 
action seems unlikely. 

Whatever the outcome of Norton's recent 
amendment, or the intention of the legislator 
who proposed it, the measure marks another 
step toward the time when an informed voting 
public will decide it is time to quit the anti-
quated practice of giving the entire inheri-
tance to the eldest child.

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de Tech Math Professor Typifies Versatility

edueator, inventor, mathematician

It is probably the mathematics 
portion of Dr. Underwood's -life 
that occupies the greatest time, if 
only because he is professor of that 
subject at Tech. But It's .tronomy 
which rates in popularity. 

The email platform located on 
the second floor of the Underwood 
home, 2220 Broadway, looks lone-
some without its intended telescop-
ic  equipment. The balcony was 
built with the explicit purpose of 
forming a base for Dr. Under-
wood's telescope, but the ifistalla 
Ron Of a street light nearby made 
it Impossible to use the instrument 
So  the astronomer was compelled 
to  revert to information gained in 
directly. Tide resulted in no de 
crease in interest, a fact which 
becomes obvious when one read, 
the book and numerous article-, 

 written by Underwood on the nor, 
pet. not to mention that he is the 
only professor of astronomy at 
Tech. 

First Book 
It was in 1935 when his first 

such book, Jaunts Into Space, 
was  published. Readable and writ-
ten  in  a style that does not baffle 
the inexperienced and non-technic-
al reader, it is now used as a refer-
ence. 

An 11-page article in the July. 
1948, issue of The  Scientific 
Monthly, with a cover photograph 
of Dr. Underwood, is further proof 
of his technical knowledge of the 
subject. The caption on the article, 
which dealt with the telescope be-
ing installed on Mount Palomar, 
California, read as follows: 

"Professor Underwood (Ph. D., 
Chicago, 19301 is professor of math-
ematics at Texas Technological Col-
lege. where he also teaches some 
elementary astronomy, the field of 
his original interest. He writes 
about-  astronomy only as an ob-
server—With more than the usual 
amount of technical knowledge." 

Dr. Underwood is perhaps better 
known as a mathematics Professor 
and in the main, his writing has 
been in that field. Living Mathe-
matics and Ana/ytical Geometry 
were written in 1940 and. 1947, re-
spectively, in collaboration with 
Dr. Fred Sparks. another Tech 
math professor. In 1947, another 
mathematics volume, Intermediate 
Algebra. was written by Under-
wood with the aid of Dr. S. Selby 
and T. R. Nelson. At present, 
Analytical Geometry is in use as a 
text book here at Tech. 

Math Articles 
Many of Dr. Underwood's articles 

on  mathematics have appeared in 
leading math rnac-a.,ines. sneer of  

which are America Math Monthly 
and Transactions of the A.M.S. 

But his chief professional ac-
complishment. even in his judge-
ment, is the invention of the field 
of mathematics called "analytical 
geometry." The pioneer article on 
the subject appeared in the May, 
1945, issue of the Anse:Wan Mathe-
matic Monthly and dealt with the 
applications of the numbers theory. 

Dr. Underwood received his BA. 
at the University of Minnesota in 
1918 and while working on his 
master's there, he was a student 
assistant In astronomy. In 1917 he 
received his MA and went to 
Yerkes observatory where he was 

employed until joining the army in 

1918. Discharged in 1919, he accept-
ed a position with Purdue Uni-
versity as an instructor of math 
until Alabama Poly offered him an 
assistant professorship of math in 
1922. 

In 1926. Tech tried to draw him 
from Alabama, but being a man 
who places ethics and considera-
tion for others before all things, he 
declined. The head of the Alabama 
math department was bedridden 
and would have had no one to re-
place Dr, Underwood. Tech repeat-
ed the offer in 1927, and he accept-
ed. He hasn't regreted the action. 
He likes Lubbock because of "Its 

ed to much teasing and who are

A. L. Strout, Tech professor of 
English, and Dr. Underwood en-
gaged in a quiet game of chess, 
sot od Dr. Strout's right foot will toe 
softly and slowly tapping the floor. 
Recau. Dr. Strout can not refrain 
from tapping his foot. Underwood 
has been compelled to place a small  

rug under It for the protection of 
the carpet. 

This matter of chess games be-
tween Underwood and Strout has 
been going on for a number of 
years. They play their games by 
sets of 1,000. The one winning the 
most games out of each thousand 
is the victor. They meet approxi-
mately 30 Saturdays each year and 
play 13 games at one sitting, usu-
ally completing their thousand 
games In about two and one-half 
years. At present, they are on their 
fifth set of 1,000 games. 

Boring, you say. playing 1/90 
games of chess? Maybe, but then 
you probably are not author, edu-
cator, inventor, mathbrnatician, 
astronomer, chess expert, and very 
little is boring, to a man that versa-
tile.

of each case, to stimulate sound or 
correct faulty sounds. Social con-
sciousness and the need for speech 
is developed. 

Stuttering cases are taught to re-
lax and practice stuttering with 
ease. They gain an objective and 
relaxed attitude toward the prob. 
lem. 

Students with hearing defects 
are tested for hearing and are 
taught lip reading if the test indi-
cates it. Training in inflexions and 
more force in speech usually is 
needed also. 

Two cleft palate cases have been 
given post-operative attention. 
Need for lessons after the opera-
tion is due to wrong habits caused 
by the cleft palate condition and a 
nasal tone developed before remov-
al of the difficulty.

New Campus Power Plant 

In Operation Since Dec. I 
The new power plant which has 

been in operation since December, 
should partly eliminate troubles 
with clocks on the campus. Ray 
Downing, chief engineer of the 
power plant, said Monday. He 
stated that the new plant gives 
four times the capacity of the old 
one. 

The new mechanism has 4,420 
horse power boilers and the latest 
designs and equipment. The old 
system has 3,250 horse power boil-
ers, 

The plant also has a new sub-
station in operation. It Increases 
the power coming to the college 
from 2,300 to 12,000 volts. The elec-
tricity comes from the city to the 
switch gear at Tech and then goes 
out to the college. Downing said. 
The new power plant is located 
behind the old building. 

Two alert members of 	re 
court, Tech students John Darrel 
Lee and Walter Charles Crossley, 
read the story In the Toreador and 
promptly wrote to the Chief In-
justice of the court, C. R. Harden, 
jr., asking for his advice in the 
proper methods of punishing the 
culprits.

Part of the report is quoted as 
follows: "Crash Hovey was warn-
ed of our approach and fled the 
campus, but the other.

"Whereupon, by the authority 
invested in us by you, we immed-
iately held an Informal court ses-
sion and tried the villain in the 
proper disprocedure. In the long 
established custom he was found 
guilty on the following counts: 

1. Being a "sooner. 

2. Contempt of the Court of the 
Brush. 

3. Aiding the escape of another 

4. Pleading "not guilty." 
5. Overparking." 
The letter went on to state that 

D. A. Crossley. Tech student, has 
been appointed the official repre-
sentative to the Court of the 
Brush from Texas Tech. 

Crash and Van could not be 
reached for comment. 

Under terms of a proposal to • 
divide the 540.000.000 permanent 
university fund proportionately 
among state-supported institutions 
of higher learning. Tech would re-
ceive a substantial increase In 
money for buildings and improve-
ments. 

Plan to split the millions among 
17 colleges and universities has 
been Introduced by Rep. James 
L. Norton, jr.. of Nacogdoches. 

According to the freshman legis-
lator's proposal, the money would 
be obtained from sale of bonds 
backed by the fund. Half the 840,-
000,000 would go to the University 
of Texas and Texas A&M, half to 
the other state schools, Including 
Texas State College for -Negroes, 
on a basis of average scholastic 
enrollment. 

Norton has previously Introduced 
a proposed constitutional amend-
ment which would authorize Issu-
ance of bonds totaling $40,000,000. 
This measure provides for the 
Negro college to receive building 
fulds only by legislative appro-
priation. 

An Associated Press dispatch 
from Austin quoted Norton as say-
ing that he will present an amend-
ment to divide the money propor-
tionately when his resolution comes 
before the House committee on 
constitutional amendments for pub-
lic hearing.
