cil. The Spring F est ival was or­
ganized because of no spring holi­
days that year. 

Each year the Student Council 
appoin ts a chairma n for the affair, 
and chooses a commHtee from the 
Saddle ' Tramps, Alpha Phi Omegas 
and the Circle K's, who are the

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Circle Race must be of the s tan· 
dard. type with 26·inch balloon tires. 
T hey m ust have a single gear and 
one set of standard rear wheel 
brakes. The front sprocket cannot 
exceed SY.! inches in diame ter and 
the rear sprocket cannot be great· 
er than 31h inches in diameter.

Name Change 

... Don't Let It Die! 
N o, the name-change is not a dead issue! 
Although the controversy had quietened somewhat, the work goes on. That 

done in the past has not been wasted . 
The Student Council is now workin g for a meeting with representatives from 

the Faculty Advisory Committee and the Ex-Students Association . Agreement was 
reached this week to hold such meetings at a date to be announced later. 

C harlie Aycock-who took office W ednesday~ays the discu<Sion will begin as 
soon as possible. 

The Student Council polled 4,700 students on the issue but can move no far­
ther until some agreement is reached with t he facu lty and ex-studen ts as to what 
the new name should be. A recommendation will then be submitted to the Board of 
Directors. 

So fa r, the Board has only been abl e to record a "slight plurality" of stu­
dents wishing the name Texas State University. 

The next Board meeting is May 28. Unless some drastic action is made, another 
of our steadily-decreasing opportunities to reach the 1962 Texas Legislature will 
pass.

There is no discern ­
able movement among the affected groups to reach the sort of decision to make 
this possible. It appears t:hat the lot has fallen to the Student Council to try fo r an 
understanding. Aycock says this issue wil 1 be pushed. 

Time remains for this action which muse be a concerted action . There is a wide 
area fo r agreement between the factions-they can reach a decision which will be 
best for both sides. They can do so soon.

But, I can't present the views of con­
servatism until I discuss the te rm itself, and put it into i1.s proper 
perspective. 

In recen t years the terms Hberalism and conservatism have 
become two of the most abused, misunderstood and mis interpreted 
words eve r to be used in the area of political science. 

\ Vbat is conservatism'! There are many shades of consen •atlma 
in this country which range from the moderate s tanda of such people 
as Wllllam Miller t-0 the radica.Usm of Robert Welch. EMentiaUJ, 
the consen •atis.m I will support will be a phllosophy endonlnc: 

1. The principle of fr~ enterprise and lndJvldoal Initiative 
with a minlmal amount or 1rovemmentAI Interference. 

2. The principle of keeping as much go\'ernmental action u 
1>0sslble on the local level where it ls most responsh•e to the oeeda 
ot the people. 

Many people associate conservatism wi th the extremism of the 
J ohn Birch Socie ty and the Chris tian Anti-Communis t Crusade. They 
tend to classi fy the spokesmen of conservatism with such people 
as Robert Welch or General Walker. If you as a reader expect me 
to uphold the views of the Birchers and s imilar extremists, you will 
be disappointed . Noble as some of their purposes may be, their radical­
ism and un proved assertions will not be condoned by me. 

A lso, there are those who think that conservatism means back­
wardness, negath1lsm. "do-nothingism," or anything w hich s tands ID 
the wny of progress. Actually, consen•atlsm is the direct antlthe&la 
of tbJs. I t is for progress in its healthiest fonn-progress through 
individual ente rprise and without a dangerous ll nd unrealis tic reliance 
upon the Fede ral Government t<> do ror the people what they cao bed 
do for themselves . 

I do not argue with the ultimate goal s of the liberaJs. Surely our 
objectives arc not too Car apart. Both liberals and conservatives 
favor lhe development of grea ter economic and political opporluni· 
t ies for the people and the fulfillment of their needs in these areas. 
They differ, however, as to what means should be employed to ac· 
complish these ends . While the liberals lend to lean on the Federal 
Gove rnment for answers to their problems, the conservatives favor 
individual and local in itiative as their solution. Conserv11tives ~ 
cognize that over-reliance upon the Federal Government s tifles 
initia tive and leads to waste and ine fficiency . Perhaps, our objectives 
to the libera l philosophy were best expressed by .Arthur Vandenburg: 

"\Vhat is a liberal ! He m a.y be an earnest soul , unimpeachable 
in his fidelity t<> the roots and anchors of the American syst.em. 
who want$ the maximum measure of life, llberty and happlness of 
our total people. In tha t sense I want my party to be 'libe ral.' 

"On the other hand, he may seek the substitution of soclallsm 
for free enterprise , and pate rnalism for individual respons ibility. Ill 
that sense I do not w 11nt my party tG be 'libera l.' I am not lnterested 
in equality of sen ritude." 

Conservatives are not calloused or oblivious to the n~ds of t~ 
people, but we believe thal which Adam S mith sta ted years ago as 
s till correct- by working for ourselves we helter the lot of all.
