(APJ - A U.S. teen-ager 
touring Mexico became confused on a down­
town street, stepped into a \Yh1uing flow of 
traffic and was strnck by a car. 

Police found only a lew pesos in his pockets, 
and he needed quick and efficient hospital treat­
ment. 

As is the ca~e Y.ith many U.S. citiz<'ns ,·isit­
ing or living in l\lcxico "ho encounler trouble, 
the teenager was assisted by the American Be­
ne,·olent Society. 

This organization put him into the Ameri­
can-British-CO\'-'dray c ABC 1 hospital, paid his 
doctois bills and e\entually saw that he got 
home safely. 

Prh·ate On~anizat i on 
The society is a pri\·ate organization with a 

membership of 800, financed by annual lees, 
donations and a substantial share ot the United 
Community Fund Collections. 

IL handies O\'er 2,000 cases a year and is 
concerned mainly with !he following: 

8 Gh ing temporary or long-unge financial 
aid to U.S. citi:i.:ens in Mexico sick or unable to 
work

The executive secretary of the society is an 

attracti"'e Pennsyhania-born, blue-eyed blonde 
who li\'ed in Albuquerque, N.M., for 10 years 
before moving to Mexjco nine years ilgo. 

Dedicated Sodal \ \'orker 
She is Mrs. Charles Knox <Bettyl Bi\"ings, a 

mother o1 two daughters who has been dedicat­
ed to social welfare work all her life. 

Mrs. Bivings, a widow, came lo Mexico and 
settled first in the art colony of San Miguel de 
Allende. There she \.\as instrumental in found­
ing a social center, a hospital and a library. 

1\Iexko Benefi<'ia l 
"! th;nk raising children in Mexico is of 

major benelit to them,'' ~he says, explaining why 
she wants to remain until Ann, 16, and Malinda, 
13, complete their high school education. 

"They learn in two languages: they learn for­
eign customs, they learn to adjust," Betty says. 
But she plans to send them to U.S. colleges later. 

O ldest r .S, .Sodety In Mexko 
The American Bene\"olent Society, now al­

most a century old. is the oldest U.S. organiza­
tion in Mexico. Founded in 1868 by John Black. 
at that time U.S. counsul, its original goal was 
to pro\"ide "relief of all Amedcans in need .. 
a simple but decent burial to such as die among 
us. lea\·ing no effects." -.J 

Gens. Ul)-;:>ses S. Grant and Philip H. Sher­
idan were among the first members. Honarary 
pre~iclent today is U.S. Ambassador Thomas C. 
Mann, of Laredo. 

ABC H ospita l 
The first big step was the launching of the 

hospitaL The new multi-million-dollar hospital 
is nearing completion, and will be one of the 
most modern in Latin America. 

The hospital has 39 doctors, only one of 
\\·hom is a U.S. citizen, who gi\e free service. 
Prh ate doctors also practice there. 

Some cases are full charity, some partial. 
The majority pay in full. 

In Charge O f Cemetery 
The society look O\·er the American Ceme­

tery in 1908, and since then has administered 
all its affairs. It. too, is being reno\·ated. 

On the yearly relief roll are 28 U.S. citizens 
who rely on the society wholly or in part. 

\ \'orl<s W ith Embn~s;-i 

In helping a U.S. cilizen to return to t he 
States it he is broke, the society works in con­
junction with the U.S. embassy which can pro­
\"ic\e - if it wishes - up to $50 to return the 
citizen to the nearest border point, in this case 
Laredo. The society handles the balance.

''Because of the large increase in 
the number of Catholic men attend­
ing Tech and the establishemnt of a 
new Catholic Student Center, we 
felt there was a need to provide ad­
ditional Catholic student activities. 
and a fraternal organization for the 
men," Martinez commented. 

CURRENTLY lhe only other 
Catholic student organization is the 
co-ed Newman Club, which is the 
official internatio11al student organ­
ization. Its purpose is to promote 
the social, religious and intellectual 
life of Catholic students. 

Martinez pointed out that in uni­
versities of similar size as Tech the 
Catholic Student Center is the nu­
cleus of numerous activities. 

JIE SAID Chi Rho will work on 

service projects within lhe Catholic 
student community and on the cam­
pus \•:hen possible. 

As a service fraternity, Martinez 
said, Chi Rho \Vould seek member­
ship in the Campus Service Council 
and the Board of Student Organiza­
tions. 

The probationary recognition re­
ceived from rhe administi-ation will 
last for a period of one year and 
then the new organization will ap­
ply for complete recognition, it was 
rPported.
