An old controversy at Tech has been renewed
—women's residence halls.

Tech women began signing next year’s room
contracts Tuesday. The designation of certain
dorms as freshmen dorms and others as upper-
classmen dorms is the problem.

Many of the wupperclassmen feel that the
freshmen are getting the best facilities while they,
the upperclassmen, are being shuttled off into the
dingiest quarters on campus.

The dorms i1 question are West, Wall and
Gates Halls. Wc. . Hall is to be opened to only
upperclassmen wocmen at the beginning of the
next fall semester.

Hubert L. Burgess, coordinator of dormitory
room reservations, admitted that the rooms in
West Hall were run-down and in need of repairs.
He suggested that the dormitory’s former in-
habitants, the athletes, were responsible for the
conditions of the rooms. Burgess likened the ath-
letes to “bulls in a china closet.”

Repairs to re-condition the rooms are, accord-
ing to Burgess, impossible at this time because of
inadequate funds,

Wall and Gates Halls are, again this year,
being assigned to freshmen women. With two ex-
ceptions, Wall and Gates are identical to Hulen
and Clements Halls.

These two exceptions are very large in the
minds of many junior and senior women, The
residents of Hulen and Clements are eager to
point out that walking distance to 'the classrooms
will exceed the distance from Wall and Gates as
much as two miles in one day. The extra distance
depends on the number of trips the student makes

in one day from her dorm room to the main
campus.

The difference between the two large lobbies
iIs also subject to frequent comment. The lobby
of Wall and Gates is considered to be highly pleas-
ing to the eyes and on the verge of being plush.

In Hulen and Clements Halls there is a multi-
tude of jokes concerning the lobby and color-blind
decorators. To the un-sophisticated viewer, the
lobby is at least surprising.

Traditionally, upperclassmen at other colleges
are ‘accorded extra privileges because of their
status. At Tech, Wall and Gates Halls are popular-
ly considered 'to be the best women's residence
facilities, and West Hall is supposedly the worst.

Freshmen women are living in Wall and
Gates and upperclassmen women are going to be
living in West.

Molly Torrans, senior from Tyler, said, “The
administration must think that the parents of the
little freshmen wouldn’t let them go to school if
they had to live in one of the dilapidated dorms.”

She also suggested that the near proximity of
girls living in West to the men living in Sneed
might “ruin their morals or something,” at least
in the opinion of school officials.

The reasons for official designation of certain
dorms as upperclassmen halls and others as fresh-
men halls are not immediately apparent, Burgess
said he knew of no particular reasons and further-
more was not consulted.

Mrs. Dorothy Garner, coordinator of women's
residents hall supervision, indicated that the orig-
inal decision was based on the large number of
enrolling freshmen, and that Wall and Gates
Halls were the only new space available,

to wait until a later date to decide
what they will do.

The corporation appointed a
planning committee to draw up
four or five plans for dividing the
land. The proposals will be sub-
mitted to alumni advisors, and the
corporation will discuss each one
iIn a May 17 meeting,.

Bylaws of the corporation re-
quiring all members to install util-
itiles at the same time were
amended to allow fraternities to
move ahead of the sororities. Util-
1ties must be installed within 90
days after the land is formally
platted, according to Dean Thomas
Stover, fraternity advisor.

After utilities are installed, Sto-
ver said, the fraternities can break
ground anytime they're ready. He
saild he anticipated the start of
some of the lodges this fall,

Stover said some of the frater-

Smoking Anxiety Test

Does the anxiety level of smok-
ers change if the smokers are de-
prived of tobacco for a short period
of time?

Sally Long and Len Schnech,
Junior psychology majors, hope to
prove that the level does change.
The pair, as a project for experi-

mental psychology, is experiment-
ing with a smokers’ deprivation
test.

They plan to give 30-40 volun-
teers a written test known as the
Alpha Test, which was written by
Arthur Sweney, associate professor
of psychology. Volunteers will take
the test in a group situation.

The test features questions on
uncommon knowledge and shows
the anxiety level of the person
taking it. An example of a test
question 1s: “How many years be-

Still Open

For Grants

Tech students interested
AFROTC's new scholarship pro-
gram will still be able to apply

until May 5, according to officials
in Tech's department of aerospace
studies.

Approximately 1,000 Air Force
ROTC scholarships will be awarded
to selected cadets who will enter
their junior year this fall. These
scholarships, the first of a total of
5,500 annual scholarships author-
ized the Air Force, are actually
Financial Assistance Grants auth-
orized by the recently enacted
“ROTC Vitalization Act of 1964.”

The Air Force will pay the cost
of tuition, books, fees, supplies and
equipment, plus a monthly retainer
pay of $50 for those cadets selected
to receive the scholarships.

In addition, the Air Force's new
two-year commissioning
now opens the door for students
who did not elect ‘to enroll in
ROTC during their freshman and

sophomore years. This means that
juniors, seniors, or graduate stu-

dents who have two years of aca-
demic work remaining may now
apply for the two-year program.

George Advocates University Commum'ty’

(EDITOR’'S NOTE: The following very import-
ant address was given by Steve George, retiring
Tech Union president, at Tuesday night's awards
banqguet.)

To most people, a university is the place where
young people, having completed their secondary
education, come for additional skills, knowledge
and training.

However, a university should be much more
than an institution for the preservation and ex-
tention of knowledge. It should be, as Woodrow
Wilson said, a “Community of Scholars.”

Included in this view of the university as a
community (composed of students, faculty and
administration) is the assumption that the several
groups are working in cooperation in pursuit of the
objectives of the university. There are, of course,
differences in the nature and purpose of a campus
community as opposed to a community in the
commonly-accepted sociological sense,

But in a country devoted to democracy it is
fundamental that student participation in univer-
sity administration operate in a democratic frame-
work. One of the basic needs of Texas Tech then,
i1s to give students an understanding of democracy
in both theory and practice. The university com-
munity should be a training ground for responsible
democratic action.

And the principles of democracy in any com-
munity simply cannot exist in a vacuum or on a
sheet of paper. They must be associated with co-
operative action.

That is, students must be given opportunities
to assume responsibilities in the university scene if
they are to develop leadership. And this responsi-
bility must be related to actual functioning of the
university—not just “student activities."”

There must be a basic belief on the part of
the administration that the student has a real
contribution to make toward college policies, goals
and programs. And unless the basic philosophy of
this cooperative action is endorsed wholeheartedly,
this conception of the university as a democratic
society will be lost and with it will be lost one of
the most important social obligations Texas Tech
has.

Although there are many administrative areas
in which Tech students participate at a significant
and meaningful level, in many other areas there
iIs much room for improvement.

The first of these areas I would like to bring
up are the policies and standards concerning
campus behavior. First of all, I believe there should

e less reliance on rules—which are nearly always
narrow in scope and negative in nature—and more
reliance on positively refined standards which set
goals but allow the student some discretion as
to the means available to reach that goal.

In any event, the policies regulating campus
behavior should be developed by student and facul-
ty groups. There must be no administrative veto
power over these groups, decisions—as, for ex-
ample, is the case at the present with the Associa-
tion of Women Students. An administrative spon-
sor or advisor is fine and even advisable—but no
organization should be a rubber-stamp congress—

at all?

And of wutmost neces [y, the decisions of
AWS, and any other group concerned with creat-
ing regulations, should conform to the wishes of
the student body—not the values and mores oi the
local community. I only ask you to put yourself
in my shoes when early last fall I was forced to
explain to Stephen Spender, the distinguished
British poet, that the approximately 75 young
ladies who walked out in the midst of his lecture
were not being rude but merely had to be back
in their dormitories by 8 p.m. How ridiculous!

Discussions and forums dealing with the atti-
tudes, behavior patterns and social norms of the
campus could be easily sponsored by the Student
Union to give a more constructive approach to
this problem. Of course, the students can be ex-
pected to be apathetic until they have some evi-
dence that theid ideas are respected.

Now as a corollary to the creation of regu-
lations directly concerned with the student’s social
life, the students should also handle disciplinary
problems arising from infractions of these regula-
tions—thus eliminating any necessity for adminis-
trative action (except, of course, in extreme cases).

The dormitories, for example, should not be
run as any local business concern as they are now,
but must be regulated and disciplined by the ones
most concerned—the students themselves. I think
it can be agreed upon that the student housing
facilities have a strong effect on the academic
attitudes of this university, therefore every effort
should be made to ensure a proper intellectual at-
mosphere—something that has been sadly over-
looked in Tech’s headlong rush to “expand'’ dormi-
tory facilities (meaning to build more and larger
living quarters—these again to be run as any other
business concern). This has not demonstrated much
“enlightenment’ in this area.

Charges Are Unfounded

HARGES LEVIED AT the Student Council meeting

that the Food Committee’s report was misrepresented
in the Daily Toreador are unfounded.

The entire text of the report was published ver-
batim. The only other article published about the report
was a news story which was fair, objective and accurate.

Both articles were published in cooperation with the
chairman of the Focd Investigation Commuittee.

If the Student Council believes the report should be
rejected as not representing student opinion, then that
is their legislative prerogative.

The Toreador has not expressed an opinion either
favoring or opposing the report. Therefore, we feel
justified to be a bit upset by efforts to use the student
newspaper as a ' scape goat.”

Too often, unfounded charges are made against
this newspaper by persons attempting to evade responsi-
bility or seeking some easy means for placing blame.

This newspaper will continue efforts to responsibly
serve this campus community, and will not long tolerate
charges of this nature which easily become the basis for
arguments against freedem of the student press.

Something we must not overlook is the effect
that the pnilosophiy of the Board of Directors, the
President and other major administrators has on
student participation in university government.
For example, the Board of Directors attitude to-
ward the conczpt of a “democratic campus com-
mun:ty” has had much to do with its essential
failure at Texas Tech.

In the past the board has shown a shocking
disregard for the repeated and sincere requests of
the majority of students, faculty and (I think)
administrators. Their very real minority control in
this “democratic” community is probably justified
on the basis of wider experience and more matur-
ity than the actual citizens of the community.

They obviously do not have any respect for
the students and faculty at any level of experience
and maturity. They are obviously blind to the
simple fact that perhaps these ‘“citizens” do have
something to contribute and that decisions devel-
oped after mutual consultation are very likely to
be much better decisions than those developed
alone.

These attitudes have not passed unnoticed by
the student body. And where the students are un-
able to participate in policy formation they may
very likely express their views and dissatisfaction
in the form of food riots, dorm raids and demon-
strations. :

Another student concern here at Texas Tech
has been and must continue to be the student
operation of the campus newspaper. It must con-
tinue to be a responsible, progressive publication,
free from any outside pressures or coercion—a
reflection and an expression of the views of the
entire community. Above all, it must never have
to be hesitant in its editorial policy for fear of
losing needed appropriations (as occurred last
spring).

Finally, a tremendous influence on the whole
campus community is the Student Union. As the
campus grows, it must grow also—both in the
number and quality of programs presented, and in
diversity of selection to include the whole range
of community life, It must be a leader—never
succumbing to mediocrity because it is demanded.
Its purpose and function must be presented to the
community in clear and unequivocal terms. It must
do all of these things because it has taken these
duties as its responsibility to the campus com-
munity—and it cannot ignore them.

Returning to the subject of student involve-
ment in campus administration, it is obvious that
the permanent staff is often annoyed by the
student’s participation. It probably means an in-
crease in the amount of time necessary to solve
the problem and a certain amount of trial and
error involved. But we cannot advocate creative
leadership as an ingredient in democracy and then
not offer students practical opportunities to de-
velop that leadership.

Often it may be stated that students are too
immature to use good judgment even if they had
the authority, But how can responsibility be taught
without practical experience? It must be empha-
sized that trial and error is an integral part of
our educztional process. And certainly mistakes
are better in the college community where they
may be more easily corrected than for untested
theories to be sprung on a less-tolerant and in-
different community.

Of course, if Texas Tech should become com-
mitted to increasing student participation in the
university administration, it can naturally be ex-
pected of the students to accept their new rights
with responsibility.

To me, this concept of a community within
the university seems fundamental. The fact that
students, faculty and administrators have been
living in different worlds on the Tech campus has
been evident in the past.

Unless close relationships and mutual under-
standing of honest differences of opinion can come
about, then Texas Tech cannot best live up to its
responsibility. The acceptance of the concept of a
democratic, community government can do much
to help solve the current situation at Texas Tech.
