“Book of Hebrews,” a two hour
course Monday from 7:30-9:30 p.m.

College credit courses are free
but there is a $5 charge for the
non-credit course,

“The Bible Chair is dedicated
to the belief that those who grow
academically should also grow
spiritually,” Thompson said. “Far
too many college students have a
somewhat kindergarten concept of
God and religion. The purpose of
the Bible Chair is to promote
active relevant Christianity on the
campus, to evangelize and to pro-
vide an area of life which is need-
ed,” he added.

Occidental Planning
‘Cluster’ Coed Dorm

Los Angeles, Calif. (I.P.)—The

new master plan for Occidental
College, designed by Pereira and
Associates, includes a co-ed dorm
scheduled for occupaney by the fall
of 1966. The campus site will be
occupied by “cluster residences”
rather than the traditional dorm.

The cluster residence will house
units of 16 students, in eight rcoms
around a lounge and bath. The
master plan utilizes the conception
of academic centers as the logical
fulfillment of the liberal arts col-
lege.

The ‘“cluster residence” is, in
effect, a revival of the Oxford tra-
dition with each cluster of stu-
dents having similar and compati-
ble interests. Conceivably, units
could be made up of advanced
language students, and the inti-
macy would provide a more con-
sistent atmosphere for the inform-
al exchange of ideas which is the
basic concept of residence living.

The resident system has been
started at the University of Cali-
fornia at Irvine, and Pereira and
Associates are presently preparing

final the Occidental

dorm.

Designed for 150 students, the
dorm will be about 60 per cent men
and 40 per cent women. The clus-
ter units will be connected to a
central Jounge serving both men
and women. In fall 1966, when it
will be opened for residence, the
dorm will probably be limited to
upperclass students with major in-
terests in language.

Although dorms are presently
unfilled, the Men's Residence Coun-
cil is re-evaluating the present re-
quirements for off-campus living.
The result will probably be a re-
turn to the policy stated in the
catalogue of total residence of all
freshmen and sophomore men. In
the past few years, the Deans have
been forced to make exceptions
because of the overflow student
residency.

The new dorm will be the pro-
totype for the future academic cen-
ters to be built on College Hill,
presently undeveloped. In addition
to the living quarters, the new
units will contain seminar rooms.

SAIGON, South Viet Nam (AP)
—Artillery and planes repelled a
Viet Cong attack staged by 1,000
to 1,500 men about 300 miles north
of Saigon on Friday, a U.S. mili-
tary spokesman reported. He said
the Viet Cong suffered heavy loss-
es in the attack, the first big Com-
munist thrust in weeks,

Vietnamese army sources
claimed 600 Viet Cong were Kkilled
in the fighting, which raged around
the district town of Bong Son.
Vietnamese losses were described
as “moderate.”

The only U.S. forces involved in
the fighting were planes.

FRENCHMAN MISSING

SAIGON, Viet Nam (AP)—Viet-

French vice consul in Saigon has
been missing for four days and is
believed to have been kidnapped by
the Viet Cong.

The diplomat, Bean Bion, 41, the
consulate’'s No. 2 man, was ab-
ducted from a bus while traveling
in the central highlands Tuesday
night, informants said. The Viet
Cong has abducted other persons
of French nationality in recent
months, but most have been re-
leased unharmed.
