Council Elects Officers 

Mosquitoes Creating 
Havoc On Campus 

Saturday nght found breath-
less fans keeping a close watch 
on the important scores of the 
day. The Raiders were winning, 
but the really important score 
was Mosquitoes 99, People 0. 

Amid scratching, swatting 
and muttering under their 
breath, Techsans have been 
wondering just where the sud-
den swarms of the pests came 
from. The Lubbock City-County 
Health Department has esti-
mated that about 1,000 ponds 
and puddles in the area have 
been breeding grounds after re-
cent heavy rains. 

The department is presently 
spraying the Lubbock area with 
a three per cent spray of BHC, 

an insecticide. Saturday night's 
football game was sprayed from 
vents below the athletic office,  

making end zone seats the best 

for comfort, if not for viewing 

the game. 

The city is now taking a trap 
count to get an estimate on the 
number of mosquitoes in the 
area. The health department es-
timated that 20 per cent of the 
mosquitoes are capable of car-
rying encephalitis but said 
there is no definite proof any 
of the insects are actual car-
riers. 

Cold weather and wind may 
put the insects into hiding for 
a few days, but they are not 
expected to completely disap-
pear for two weeks. Meanwhile, 
the city plans to keep spraying. 
and Techsans well, they'll just 
keep scratching, swatting and 
muttering.

Board Makes Expansion Plans 
Texas Tech's Board of Direc-

tors Saturday approved three 
requests for off-campus housing 
units and began initial planning 
for dormitory and classroom 
space for the future. 

Board members also discussed 
the campus traffic problem and 
the recently approved law school 
for Tech, asking that immediate 
action be taken on both matters. 

Many times during their dis-
cussions in President R. C. Good-
win's office, the directors pointed 
out the necessity for the pass-
age of Amendment No. 1 in the 
Nov. 2 election and gave it their 
strong endorsement. 

Amendment No. 1 is the pro-
posal that would raise the ad 
valorem tax five cents and pro-
vide a source of construction 
revenue for 17 state-supported 
institutions. 

Passage 'Imperative' 
"It is not only vital, but ab-

solutely imperative that this 
amendment be approved by the 
voters," Board Chairman R. 
Wright Armstrong of Fort 
Worth said. 

In approving the three re-
quests for off-campus housing 
for men, the directors also said 
that a fourth could qualify when 
it seeks approval. 

The three groups given the 
okay were the following: 

• University Housing Con-
struction, Ltd., planning 
for construction on the 
south side of the block to 
the east of College Ave. on 
19th St. 

• University Dormitory De-
velopment, Inc., planning 
construction on the south 
side of the block to the 
west of College Ave. on 
19th St. 

• O'Meara-Chandler Corp., 
planning construction on a 
tract at the intersection of 
Brownfield Highway and 
19th St. 

Fall Completion 
Two of the groups are trying 

for September. 1966, completion 
dates, while the third is aiming 
for September, 1967. If com-
pleted by next fall, the two units 
woLld house more than 1,800  

men and relieve some of the 
pressure on on-campus housing. 

Then, as more space is made 
available to men off-campus, 
some of the present men's dorms 
will be turned into women's 
housing units until more wom-
en's dorms can be completed on 
campus. 

The directors also okayed the 
hiring of an architectural firm 
to begin work on plans for a 
new complex of women's dorms, 
tentatively set to be built west 
of Flint Avenue. 

A -new Chemistry Research 
Building was given final approv-
al Saturday. It will be built just 
south of the Chemistry Building 
where room was made for it 
this summer. 

The new building will be three 
stories, with provisions made for 
a fourth story if needed in the 
future. 

New BA Building 
Board members also hired an 

Austin architectural firm to be-
gin plans for a new Business 
Administration Building. No 
further details were released on  

the building, since "it's comple-
tion will depend a great deal on 
the Nov. 2 election," the direc-
tors said. 

Board member Wilmer Smith 
also presented  a  priority list for 
futt.re academic buildings on 
campus. Smith said that the list 
was not in order of priority, but 
just a list of buildings Tech will 
need in the near future. The list 
included the following: 

Museum, law school, business 
administration building, science 
building, music facilities, archi-
tecture facilities, greenhouse, ag-
ricultural plant sciences facili-
ties, farm and horse facilities, 
chemistry facilities for under-
graduates, library, and power 
plant utilities, roads, walks, etc. 

Law School Dean 
Board member Alvin R. Alli-

son made a motion, which the 
Board accepted, that the admin-
istration hire a dean for the 
law school and try to get it into 
operation by September, 1966. 

Allison, who was instrumental 
in the initial plans of the law 
school and guided the measure  

through the now-extinct Texas 
Commission on Higher Educa-
tion, pointed out that funds for 
the school were made available 
by the legislature earlier this 
year. 

Campus traffic, a question not 
on the Board's agenda, was 
brought up by Smith. 

Action Needed 
"The time has come when this 

board must do something about 
this traffic or we're going to 
wind up getting somebody killed, 
and we don't want that," Smith 
said. 

It was pointed out that several 
solutions to the traffic dilemma 
were under study by the Traffic-
Security Committee, and the 
Board moved that the group be 
instructed to present their re-
commendations to the Board at 
least 10 days before their De-
cember meeting so some action 
can be taken at that time. 

All Board members were pres-
ent Saturday except Herbert 
Allen of Houston, who was here 
for committee meetings Friday. 

All entries for the 1965 Home-
coming Queen must be submitted 
to the Ex-Student Office in Tech 
Union by 5 p.m. Friday, according 

Student Senate President Rol-
and Anderson recently appointed 
five students to positions in the 
executive branch student gov-
ernment.

Any recognized student organi-
zation is eligible to sponsor  a  can-
didate but all must comply with 
the following regulations: 
• Each candidate must be spon-
sored by a recognized student or-
ganization. Candidates need not 
be  a  member of the sponsoring 
organization. 
• Each candidate must be a full-
t ime single female junior or senior 
student. 
• Each candidate must meet th , 

 basic college requirements in 
scholarship for representation. 
• Candidates must be able to at-
tend all homecoming activities and 
official functions. 
• A wallet-sized, front face pho-
tograph of each candidate must be 
enclosed with the entry blank. 
Photographs will not be returned. 
• Candidates cannot be spon-
sored by more than one organiza-
tion. 

Primary elections for this year's 
Homecoming Queen will be Oct. 
20 with the run-off scheduled for 
Oct. 22. 

The Freshman Council elected 
Wesley Wallace, off-campus rep-
resentative from Lubbock, as its 
president Monday night in its first 
meeting of the year. 

Wallace, who attended Lubbock 
Monterey, was the only off-cam-
pus candidate to receive a ma-
jority of votes in the first election 
Sept. 29. The remaining off-cam-
pus representatives were elected 
in  a  run-off. 

Three out of four officers elect-
ed were off-campus representa-
tives. The Council is composed of 
17 off-campus representatives and 

17 representatives [rum dormito-
ries.

Dr. Katherine Esau, Russian 

botanist and lecturer, will speak on 

"Ultrastructure Studies of Leaf 
Cells in Plants" at the initial meet-

ing of Sigma Xi, national honorary 

science fraternity, at 7:30 p.m. to-
day in the Biology Auditorium. 

Dr. Esau, born April 3, 1898, in 
Ekaterinoslav, Russia left her na-
tive land in 1919 and settled tem-
porarily in Germany where she 
completed her college education, 
majoring in plant breeding. 

In 1922 her family immigrated 
to the United States. where she 
learned a new way of life. 

Between 1924 and 1928 she re-
searched the resistance of the 
virus diseases and curly tops in  

sugar beets for the Spreckles 

Sugar Co. 
She resumed college work in 

1928 at the University of Califor-
nia where she obtained a Ph. D. 
degree in botany in 1931. 

She moved through the ranks 
to professor of botany and botan-
ist in the experiment station. In 
1963 she moved to the University 
of California campus at Santa 
Barbara. She will receive the 
status of professor emeritus there 
on June 30. 

'Dr. Esau is best known for her 
research work in plant anatomy 
and her contributions on structur-
al effect of plant virus and develop-
ment and structure of the phloem 
tissue, 

She will be a guest speaker at 
5 p.m. today at a graduate 
seminar.

An interdepartmental committee 
is making plans to revitalize inter-
est in Latin American areas 
studies and to reorganize the 
course of study for students who 
wish to major in the field. 

Recently, Tech joined the Latin 
American Research Review Board. 
The board is composed of approxi-
mately 25 American universities. 
The University of California, 
Berkeley, UCLA. and Stanford are 
among the members. Cornell heads 
the board. 

Texas Tech is one of two Texas 
Universities invited to join the 
board. Tech has had a Latin 
American studies program for 15 
years, and has offered a B.A. de-
gree in that field for six years. 

Committee Members 

Wednesday the committee met 
with Dr. S. M. Kennedy, dean of 
Arts and Sciences. Dean Kennedy 
designated Raymond D. Mack, as-
sociate professor of government, 
as chairman of the committee, The 
committee will attempt to revise 
and revamp the program by 
changing the curriculum. 

In addition to Mack, the com-
mittee is composed of Dr. David 
Vigness, head of the history de-
partment, Dr. H. D, Oberhelman, 
head of the department of foreign 
languages, Dr. Evelyn Montgom-
ery, assistant professor of sociology 
and anthropology, and Dr. John 
R. Hildebrand, associate professor 
of economics. 

According to Kennedy, some of 
the problems the committee will 
try to solve are the areas of Latin 
America to specialize in and what 
library acquisitions will be neces-
sary for research projects. He said 
the program is set up to work on 
the "area technique as opposed to 
the institutional technique." 

Students will be taught the ov-
erall culture of an area—the eco-
nomics, history, government, geog-
raphy, sociology, anthropology 
and languages. 

He said the formal organization 
of the committee is an attempt to 
make a more effective program. 

Mack has been on the committee 
since its formation and says it has 
developed a sound and orderly 
ambitious program. He said the 
staff at present is more than ade-
quate, and that the only weak-
ness is in research materials. 

Education and Training 

The Latin American study 
course gives students the educa-
tion and training required for 
several interrelated fields such as 
export-import, manu fa cturin g, 
shipping, airway systems, bank-
ing, government, journalism, trans-
lating or interpreting. The pro-
gram also offers preparation for 
graduate work in area studies. 

There are approximately 35 stu-
dents majoring in Latin American 
studies this semester. Mack is the 
advisor and counselor. 

The first two years are approxi-
mately the same as any liberal 
arts degree requirements. The 
third and fourth year, the student 
studies Latin American politics, 
Latin and South American govern-
ment, Latin American trade, Mexi-
can sociology, the history of the 
colonial and republic periods and 
an anthropology course on the 
early Indians and their cultures. 

Geography Offered 
Mack said geography of those 

areas will be offered next fall. He 
believes a business course on eco-
nomic geography and a course on 
agricultural economies will be very 
valuable to the program, and said 
they may be added later. 

Mack said the committee's goal 
is an exchange of students and 
faculty, and making Tech one of 
the top school for Latin Ameri-
can studies in the United States.

Water Fountains 
Dear Editor, 

A popular idea in the world to-
day is that the human body can 
endure any type of pain or mental 
anguish for a certain amount of 
time. I do not dispute this theory, 
but I doubt if the person who first 
conceived this idea had any exper-
ience with the drinking fountains 
at Texas Tech. From a small trickle 
to a near deluge, or cool to luke-
warm, the water which comes from 
these fountains is never consistent. 

Few people enjoy drinking from 
a fountain that is issuing only a 
small trickle of water. Not only is 
it uncomfortable to bend so far 
over, but also one must pucker his 
lips and get dangerously close to 
the billions of germs residing on 
the spigot. In order to get a decent 
drink, one must tarry a long time. 
If there is a line behind the foun-
tain, any attempt to hurry only re-
sults in embarrassing noises made 
when the water temporarily re-
cedes.

Re your edito-ial of Saturday, 
Oct. 9, concerning graduate repre-
sentation on the Student Senate. 
You question not whether it  is 
right that they have it, but whether 
or not they want it, and suggest 
as reasons why they should not  be 
or are not interested that "most 
graduate students are older, in  most 
cases are married and spend rela 
Lively few hours on the campus." 

You also state that they "are not 
closely woven into campus life." 

Several points of reasoning in 
this view are questionable to me: 
(I) If it is agreed that graduate 
students have the right to be rep-
resented (Student Court's advisory 
opinion), is the possibility that the 
majority might be indifferent to 
this right justification for denying 
it to those who are not? 

(2) The dichotomy between "cam-
pus life" and academics—I take 
the liberty of assuming that grad-
uate students are interested in their 
studies—is one which I fail to un-
derstand. This campus, despite some 
opinions to the contrary, was es-
tablished for academic study, and 
any attempt to draw some line be-
tween academics and campus life 
is an assertion that each is mutual-
ly independent from the other. 

Is the Student Senate not to be 
concerned with academic standards 
and practices? When individuals 
and groups are brought here to 
speak, dance, sing, demonstrate, 
etc. is it not assumed that they 
contribute to the total educational 
process? Are the Senate activities 
to be directed toward something 
other than the creation of the en-
vironment conducive to the end for 
which Tech was established? 

(3) How is it that graduate stu-
dents are less affected by Tech's 
deficiencies than undergraduates? 
They should be the ones most 
knowledgable on the student's view 
of what this school should be and 
they are equally responsible for 
making it approximate this ideal 
as closely as possible as other stu-
dents.

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Koufax Blanks Twins 
With Four-Hitter, 7-0 

LOS ANGELES UPI — Sandy 
Koufax and Maury Wills took 
command of the World Series Mon-
day as the fleet Los Angeles 
Dodgers humbled the free-swinging 
Minnesota Twins 7-0 and took a 
3-2 edge by winning the fifth 
game. 

Koufax allowed only four hits, 
struck out 10, and had a perfect 
game going until Harmon Kille-
brew got a single in the fifth on 
a ball that Willie Davis first mis-
judged and finally couldn't hold 
after a long run. 

The Twins' second hit was an 
infield roller that Joe Nossek just 
beat out by a whisker in the sev-
enth. Frank Quilici and Sandy 
Valdespino singled in the ninth. 

Ties Series Record 
Wills tied a Series record with 

tour hits, including two doubles, 
in the Dodgers' total of 14 hits 
off loser Jim Kaat and Dave Bos-
well and Jim Perry. 

The alert Dodgers stole four 
bases, three of them by Willie 
Davis. It was the first time a 
player had stolen three in a Series  

game since Honus Wagner, the old 
Pirate immortal, did it in 1909. 

After five games the Dodgers, 
derided for their peck and scramble 
attack, were hitting .302 as com-
pared to their regular season aver-
age of .245. 

Koufax, coming back with a 
strong effort after his defeat by 
Kaat in the second game last 
Thursday, appeared on his way to 
a no-hitter or  a  perfect game as 
he mowed down the Twins in the 
early innings. 

When Killebrew came up to open 
the fifth. Sandy had retired 12 
successive batters. 

Two In First 
The Dodger bandits who lost the 

first two games in Minnesota, were 
all over Kaat and his successors. 
They scored two in the first, two 
more in the third and never let up. 

They now go back to Minnesota 
for  a  sixth game Wednesday after-
noon and  a  seventh, if necessary, 
Thursday. There will be no game 
today, an open date for travel. 

Wills opened the attack with  a 
ground rule double that bounced  

into the stands in right in the first 
inning. Jim Gilliam, his old side-

kick, singled him home. 

Willie Davis' sacrifice bunt was 
taken by Killebrew, but Quilici, 
covering first, let the throw get 
through him and Gilliam came all 
the way home. 

Davis kicked it off again in  the 
third with  a  single to right. He 
stole second and sped home when 

Lou Johnson reached out and 
dunked  a  single into center field. 

Ron Fairly promptly followed up 
with  a  double to center  that scored 
John'on, and the Dodgers  were  off 
and running with a 4-0 lead. Kaat 
gave way to Dave Boswell after 
Fairly's double. 

Beats Out Hit 
That pesky Wills was at it  again 

in the fourth, beating out a  slow 
roller  to  Zoilo Versalles for  an  in-
field single. After Boswell  played 
cat-and-mouse with Wills, trying to 
keep him close with six straight 
pick off throws, Wills packed up 
and stole second on Boswell's first 
throw to  Gilliam. 

Junior promptly stroked a single 
to right center, once again scoring 
Maury, the Dodger captain. 

Jim Perry was working for  the 
Twins when the Dodgers picked  up 
their last  two runs  in the seventh. 
Once again Wills was a factor, 
driving in the  final  score with  a 
single to center that was his 10th 
of the Series. 

Fairly opened the seventh with a 
single and was moved along  on 
Wes Parker's sacrifice. 

After Dick Tracewski struck  out, 
John Roseboro was walked inten-
tionally. 

Koufax, a strikeout victim the 
first three times, then drew a  tre-
mendous roar from the crowd by 
singling to center, scoring Fairly. 
It was Sandy's first Series' hit. 
Wills' single knocked in Roseboro, 
completing the scoring. 

Starter Undecided 
Sam Mele, manager of the T,  •ins, 

said he would not make  a  positive 
decision on his sixth game starter 
until after today's workout at 
Me tropolitan Stadium. 

He said he was considering Jim 
Merritt, Camilo Pascual and  Jim 
Grant, but most observers believed 
he would fall back on Grant, his 
ace, with his back against the  wall. 

Grant pitched Sunday but was 
taken out after throwing to  two 
batters in the sixth. 

Mele called Koufax "great, abso-
lutely great, the best I have ever 
seen." But he added, "We're not 
out of this thing, yet. We've 
bounced back before. Our home 
park means  a  lot to us. We even 
scored on Koufax there." 

Claude Osteen, the shutout win-
ner of the third game with  a  five-
hit 4-0 victory, will work for the 
Dodgers in the sixth game. 

Walter Alston would not specu-
late on the seventh game as to 
whether he would continue in ro-
tation with Don Drysdale or fall 
back on Koufax. 

It was another bumper crowd 
with gate receipts of $511,064.88, 
but the players took only an aca-
demic interest in the figures. They 
cut into only the first four games. 

The winners probably will get 
about $9,000 each and the losers 
close to $7,000 when Commissioner 
Ford Frick announces the cut in a 
few weeks. 

Told that Koufax said he would 
be ready for the seventh game if 
called upon, Alston said, "Sandy is 
ready any time." 

"I hope to keep the club hot," 
said Alston, whose Dodgers will re-
main in Los Angeles for a workout 
Tuesday before flying to Minne-
sota. 

Summing it all up, Koufax came 
up with the understatement of  the 
day: 

"We all  had  a good  day."

IF TECH CONTINUES to win football games in its 
present manner, they'll soon be calling Coach J T King 

a "Two-Minute Man" and reasoning behind the nickname 
goes something like this. 

For the past two weekends, the Raiders have performed with 
sufficient prowess in the waning minutes of play so as to rally past 
two SWC foes, Texas A&M and TCU by name, and as King will gladly 
tell you, the bit of strategy that turned the trick was "our two-min-
ute offense." 

For Young Men In A Hurry 
What it amounts to is four care-

fully planned maneuvers, three drop 
back pass plays and one pass-run 
option counter, all designed to gob-
ble up yardage quickly when the 
Raiders are trailing. 

"Ili say this. Our two-minute of-
fense won the game for us," was 
King's summation following Satur-
day's thrilling, 28-24 victory over an 
inspired band of TCU Horned 
Frogs. 

"We work on it every week in 
practice and especially on Thurs-
day's," King said. "We put the ball 
on the 90 with one time out re-
maining and give them two minutes 
to score. 

But on second down, Wilson 
zeroed in on All-America Donny 
Anderson, who's living up to his 
rating, for a completed aerial to the 
Froggie 27.

"WE DID THE SAME thing 
against Mal," King said. "We've 
worked on it hard and it's surely 
paid off for us." the Raider head 
man added, relaxing after his third 
successful week of the year. 

"TCU did an excellent job on 
us," King said. 'We expected them 
to come down here throwing the 
football, and set up our defenses ac-
cordingly. 

"But they played ball control and 
that really hurt us. In fact, it al-
most beat us," he added quickly.

Good Punting 

"And if you count the yards he 
gave us with his punting, he'd 
have well over 400 yards," King 
added. 

More significant than Ander. 
son's 36.4 punt average was the 
fact that out of five boots, none 
were returned. His high, spiraling 
punts gave his teammates ample 
time to get downfield to cover.

Anderson for honors. 

"If he hadn't had those three 
passes intercepted, no telling what 
he might have graded," King 
said of his No. 1 quarterback. 
"And, although he wasn't in on 
some of the key plays of the game, 
Agan (halfback Johnny) graded 
87 per cent." 

Leinert did not grade on  a  level 
with Agan, with whom he split 
time, but the Houston Milby pro-
duct scooted into the TCU end zone 
with but 2:20 left in the game to 
give the Raiders the necessary 
winning margin. 

King also praised the efforts of 
another sophomore, inserted into 
the starting lineup for the first 
time this season. 

"Kenny Baker played every of-
fensive down at fullback and did 
a  creditable job," King said, The 
Houston Smiley gridder graded 70 
per cent in his first starting role.
