Alihoush
Texas farmers dnd stockmen are
requiring Increased amounts of
operatingmoney for war-tim-e pro-
duction, they are repaying at a
faster rate than In several years
and are strengthening.their finan
cial position, according to Presi-
dent T. P. Prlddle of tho Federal
IntermediateCredit Bank of Hous
ton.

"'Cutting debts to a safe margin
during these times of higher In
come and investingreserves in war
bonds are in line with sound fi-

nancing fundamentals," he said.
"In handling moro than a billion
dollars In discounts during our ar

history, tho Federal Interme-
diate Credit Bank, livestock loan
companies, banks, production cred-
it associations, other institutions
doing business with the bank and
the producers themselves, have
learneda great deal about credit
Farmersand ranchersare not In
clined at this time to Increase
debts and thenhope to liquidate
them later perhaps In times of
lower income.

During 1941-4-2 farmers and live-

stock men found themselves In a
favorable position as to price and
production; credit that permitted
them to hold productsuntil ready
for market was a distinct benefit."

ABILENE, Nov. 2 The West

Texas Chamber of Commerce
makes the confident claim that the
regions contribution to the war
effort Is the nation's highest

ine organization's claim was
based on reports received In Its

War and Preser
vation contest In which 103 West
Texas towns are entered. Cham
ber or commercemanagors through
out me territory are now making
reports to the WTCC on war activ
ities, since Pearl Harbor, generally
carriedon underleadership of their
chambers. Today tho regional
chamberreleased portionsof ques-
tionnaire returns from the first
ten-to-wns reporting; They vns
mostly small towns, with only two
having population of 5,000 or more.

.From this summing up it was
shown that war bond sales are be
ing heavily oversubscribed. One
town reported a 67- - per cent over
subscription in September, while
another passed its full October
quota In the first 15 days of the
month. In the paper scrap "drlvo.
one town of 3,800 population re-
ported a pickup total through
September of 80 pounds per capita.
The scrap rubber collection has

person, or 3 2 to 6 1--2 times
greater than the national average.
In the USO and Red Cross finan-
cial drives, all towns have exceed-
ed their quotas.

Highest results have been at
tained in the scrap metal collec
tion. The War ProductionBoard's
last announced Texas quota was 100
pounds per person. Against this,
the ten West Texas towns had,
through September, gathered and
sold, or built up stockpiles, total-
ling 13,779,250 poundB. Their per
capita average ranged from 135 to
750 pounds, the latter figure being
for a town of 1,600 population.

The summary of the ten towns
showed all havo cooperated fully
with federal agencies bidding for
enlistees for the armed services:
