A 19-year-old Texas Tech fresh-
man was beaten and approxi-
mately $90 was stolen from the 
service station where he was 
working Wednesday night, accord-
ing to Lubbock police. 

THE STUDENT, Thomas Burt 
Vanderslice Jr., an engineering 
major, who resides at 2415 Au-
burn-162, was working at the 
Olenbusch Service Station, 2408 
Ave. H., when the robbery oc-
curred. 

According to police reports, 
Vanderslice said that he was 
standing in the station office when 
the man entered with his hand 
covering his face. The man, carry-
ing a small automatic, told Van- 
derslice -to turn around and get 
into the tool room. 

AS VANDERSLICE turned, the 
assailant hit him over the head, 
leaving a two-inch gash. Vander-
slice was not knocked out, but 
stunned. He didn't remember the 
robber leaving by car. 

Vanderslice, who is married, 
was  taken to West Texas Hospital 
and released after receiving first 
aid treatment.
