The winning 
team will be awarded permanent 
possession of a gold cup and mem-
bers of the three high ranking 
teams receive gold, silver and 
bronze medals. Colleges w hose 
teams placed second and third re-
ceive scholarships of $50 each, to 
be awarded to the most worthy 
students In crops. 

Twenty-seven teams were repre-
sented last year in the national 
competition. 

The contest has been won the 
last two years by the Kansas State 
Agricultural college, consisting wto 
of the three victories required to 
gain permanent possession of the 
bronze bull. Ohio State also has 
two victories, winning in 1932 and 
1933. 

Institutions having w o n the 
bronze bull since 1930 Include Fur-
due University, 1930; Iowa State. 
1931; Texas Tech, 1934; and Mis-
souri University, 193$. Oklahoma 
University retired a trophy in 1929.

Apple Varieties 
In Kansas Meet 

Through efforts of W. W. Yo-
cum. associate professor of horti-
culture, Texas Tech for the first 
time in its history will be repre-
sented at the annual Inter-colle-
giate Apple Judging contest at 
Manhatten, Kansas, on Dec. 12. 

A three-member team and one 
alternate will be selected by Dec. 
3 from a field of 13 students of 
systematic pomology who are 
working daily under Dr. Yocum's 
supervision. 

The Manhatten contest Is spon-
sored by Kans. State Agircultur-
all college. Contestants will be re-
quired to identify 100 apples of 
30 different varieties. They will 
also judge the fruits' keeping 
quality, color, size, form, and uni-
formity. Competiting teams will be 
selected from leading agricultural 
schools of the Middle West. 

Preparing for the contest, Tech's 
horticultural students have been 
studying apples from local mar-
kets. For cl.sIfication purposes, 
they have obtained varieties from 
New Mexico, Missouri, Colorado, 
Michigan and Wisconsin.

Wallace Predicts 
European Events 
For Coming Year 

Ernest Wallace, history instruc-
tor, recently gave a prediction of 
what's going to happen next year 
—that is, in the field of European 
history. 

"For the last five years," says 
Mr. Wallace, "This department has 
predicted coming events In Eu- 
:ape they can happen!..." 
at present." A study of history, he 
says, shows that Hitler and Mus-
solini are familiar with factors 
causing of the downfall of great 
nations of the past. and are pro-
fiting by these mistakes in build-
ing up their own nations. 

"Hitler's next move," he says 
"will be a demand for the return 
of Germany's colonies. He realizes 
that without expansion a country 
is doomed to die, and he Is de-
termined to continue his struggle 
for Germany supremacy." 

Repeating that this policy of 
Imperialism is nothing new, Mr. 
Wallace cited examples of how our 
own country, forced to seek new 
territory, expanded from one 
ocean the other, annexed Texas, 
Florida, bought Alaska, and ex-
tended control over the Hiwallan 
and Philippine Islands. "We may 
denounce the dictators and their 
policies." he says. "but the day 
will eventually come when Ameri-
ca will be forced to expand again, 
and will have to follow these same 
policies."

Beauty Nominations F 
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Their Power Endures 
NAZI persecution of the Jews brings to mind 

the question, "What is wrong with the 
Jews, both in Germany and in the world at 
large?" Largely, the answer is. "Nothing." 
True, the Jews have, in the opinion of non-
Semitics, certain qualities which sometimes 
breed resentment. They have a bargaining 
ability and a native shrewdness which enables 
them to succeed commercially where others 
fail, and the spectacle of their success may 
drive others to envy. From time immemorial 
Semitic races have been tradesmen, commer-
cial people. It is in the blood. 

Jews tend to stick together in racial groups. 
and do not frequently intermarry with other 
races. The tenets of the Hebrew religion cause 
them to be regarded in a different light than 
Christians. The ancient prejudice of Chris-
tians against Jewry accounts for much ill feel-

ing. 
In Germany. Hitler is using the Jews to 

draw attention. It was easy to arouse the re-
sentment of the people against Hebrews, who 
were even more commercially successful than 
usual in Germany, controlling much of the 
richest trade. Uttering loud Aryan cries, der 
Fuehrer's Jew-baiters descended on them, with 
the mob spirit of the lower elements baying at 
their backs. As was intended, the German 
people, in their crusade, overlooked the atro-
cities Hitler was putting over on them. In 
their joy in running down Jews, they disre-
garded their losses of liberty and the spiriting 
of their comrades to concentration camps. 

In the world at large, the Jews fill their 
places well. They may crowd some of the 
non-Semitics out of the field; but if they can 
do it there should he no resentment. They are 
human: they have to make money, to live, the 
same as anyone else. 

The Jewish race has produced such indivi-
duals as Prof. Albert Einstein. Thomas Mann. 
Supreme Court Justice Brandeis. And there 
was once a Jew, nearly two thousand years ago. 
whose power endures today, and will endure 
long after Hitler is a vague memory. a mention 
in history books. He was a simple Hebrew, 
gentle, forgiving, infinitely compassionate. He 
exhibited none of those qualities which have 
taken Hitler to power. He was a man called 
Jesus Christ. 

Dormitory Announcements 

MOST recent need—rather the one most re- 
cently called to our attention—is for a 

method of making announcements in the dorm-
itories. 

A majority of these are made in the dining 
rooms at meal periods. Regardless of the in-
tensity of the speaker's voice, it is impossible 
for students seated at tables near the rear of 
the hall to hear the announcement. 

Because of this, many students often miss 
an announcement of extreme importance. This 
is neither the fault of speaker nor students. 
The size of the dining halls precludes carrying 
of the spoken word. 

A solution to the problem would be the in-
stallation of a small public address system in 
each of the dining rooms. The cost would be 
little in comparison to the benefits that 'would 
accrue. Payment could be made through a 
dormitory sponsored dance or a similar plan. 
It would aid greatly those who dine far from 
"the head of the table."

Kendall Jones Loses 
Intercollegiate 
Match Saturday

Sidney Moore's tennis form ap- 

proached a pinnacle in its steady 
pswing of the past two years 

when he played his most brilliant 
game to date at Abilene Christian 
college Saturday, winning over 
undefeated Kendall Jones 6-4; 3-6;  
6-1. In spite of Moore's brilliant I 
play in taking No. 1 singles, ACC 
came back in singles and No. 2 
doubles to score a 2-4 victory over 
the Raider netters. 

Colleagues agree that Moore's 
technique was at the crest of his 
-.e.osal ability, and enchanted 
by a long upswing which showed 
't elf in victories over the West 
Texas Teachers earlier this fall 
and in the Fort Worth city cham-
pionship matches this summer. in 
which Moore was runner-up 
Moore's win over Kendall Jones 
gave the Abilene man his first 
defeat in intercollegiate matches. 
Jones has defeated Tech's best in 
each of five matches between 
Tech and ACC during the past two 
years, and Is now playing his third 
year as singles champion of ten-
nis-vicious Texas Conference, com-
posed of about half a dozen cen-
tral Texas colleges. 

Wilson Chapman, playing Tech's 
No. 2 position, and almost Moore's 
equal, but hardly as consistent, 
was nosed out of the lower singles 
match by Joe Taylor 8-6; 6-4. Chap-
man and Moore teamed in the No. 
1 doubles against Jones and Mur-
ray Marshall to suffer their first 
loss of the season, 4-6; 6-4; 64. 
Marshall is the placement artist 
of the Abilene squad. and met the 
Raiders for the first time this sea- 
son Monday, being replaced by 
Taylor on the ACC No. 1 doubles 
team that lost to Moore and Chap- 
man here last month. 

The ACC's brought in another 
new man, Marshall Hughes to 
play in No. 3 position in their 
drive to turn back the determined 
Tech netters. Hughes took the 
place of J. Hayes who beat Jesse 
Beene here in October. Hughes 
found it only a trifle harder to 
take the Tech's spirited but defi-
nitely weaker No. 3 again. Beene 
lost 6-2; 6-1. 

Claude Bateman dropped No. 2 
doubles to Elrod and Hughes 6-2; 

Coach Allen bemoans that his 
squad, in spite of having two of 
the best men in the southwest Is 
still pitifully weak in No. 3 and 
4 positions, but has fond expecta-
tions for next year's squad, which 
promises the greatestreserve 
strength of any Raider net squad.
