Kniekerboeker, the red-headed 
Texan who has covered history-
making events • in Europe. Asia, 
Afri-a, Australia and South Amer-
ica for the last 17 years, will dis-
cuss latest developments in t h e 
world situation and doubtless give 
historical background gathered 
through his own experiences.

cations, w 111 introduce Knicker-
bocker, who is to arrive in Lub-
bock at approximately 11:30 from 
Kansas City. Immediately follow-
ing the lecture. questions are to be 
asked by members of the audience. 
according to Mrs. William Dingus. 
chairman of speaker's committee 
of American Association of Uni-
versity Women, under whose aus-
pices Knickerbocker Is being 
brought to Lubbock. Tickets are 
35 and 50 cents and may be pur-
chased from members of Women's 
Press club and IRC. 

Mrs. Dingus also announced that 
plans are being made for members 
of Women's Press club and Inter-
national Relations club to meet 
with Knickerbocker briefly after 
the lecture. 

Ideal Newspaperman 
From Munich, Moscow, Vienna, 

Jerusalem. Prague, Ethiopia, South 
Amer-1m Srctn Knie- 

kerbocker has cabled out his sto-
ries. His beats have been so var-
ied, his material so fascinating 
that Alexander Woollcott wrote 
of him. "Not since I first met Ri-
chard Harding Davis five a n d 
twenty years ago have I myself 
encountered any journalist whose 
penache so completely fitted in 
with my slightly romantic notions 
about the profession." 

Since March 1940, he has been 
lecturing over the United States 
of his experiences and the conclu-
sions he draws from them. He has 
assured audiences that if Hitler 
wins the present war the United 
States will not be much better off 
than was Czechoslovakia in 1938. 
He has also urged this country to 
throw its weight behind the Allied, 
not with troops, but with arms, 
money, air and navy forces. 

Was Victim Of Putsch 
The son of a Methodist minister. 

Knickerbocker received his degrees 
from Southwestern University of 
Journalism because newspaper 
work would help pay for his med-
ical studies. After a succession of 
jobs on various New York news- 
papers, he sailed for Europe and 
medical study, but Hitler's Beer 
House Putsch in 1923 put an end 
of his medical studies and launch-
ed him upon his journalism career. 

When he was expelled from Ger-
many because of his lack of sym-
pathy with the Nazi views, Hearst 
immediately gave him a job as 
roving reporter. He covered t h e 
Abyssinian war and was with 
Franco's army in the Spanish Ci-
vet war. In 1937 he covered the 
Sino-Japanese war and in 1940 was 
back in the thickest fighting be-
tween the Allied forces and t h e 
Nazis on the Western Front.

Calendar Has 
Been Completed 

Summer school calendar has 
been completed. according to Dean 
J. M. Gordon, director of the sum- 
mer session. The following sched- 
ule has been decided on, 

First term: 
June 4, Wednesday, graduate and I 

advanced student consultation with 
deans and department heads. 

June 5, Thursday, registration. 
July 5, Saturday, a holiday. 
July 12-14, final examinations.

August 22, Friday, summer 

school closes. 

The budget, and  courses f o r 
each division, will be considered 
at the next meeting of the Sum-
mer school committee, on Decem-
ber 18. President Jones has ask-
ed that both budget and person-
nell be ready for consideration of 
the board of directors at its Jan-
uary meeting. 

Earliest release of Sumer school 
data in the history of the college 
is made with a two-fold purpose. 
Students who plan to enroll f o r 
the summer term can map their ' 
second semester courses. In addi-
tion, the Summer school commit-
tee can better ascertain what com- 
ass are most in demand and offer 
as many of them as possible. 

Members of the Summer school 
committee are Dean J. M. Gordon, 
Dean 0. V. Adams, Dean R. C 
Goodwin, Dean A. H. Leidigh, 
Dean Margaret W. Weeks, Dr. A. 
W. Evans and W. P. Clement, re-
gistrar. 

Dean Adams was asked by the 
cmmittee to investigate the possi- 
bi
o
lity of offering a course in mil-

itary training in the summer ses-
sion. 

Since 1926, when 336 students 
enrolled in Tech's first Summer 
school, large gains in attendance 
have been noted in summer cour-
ses. In 1938, 1839 persons regis-
tered; in 1939, the number increas-
ed to 1932, but declined to exactly 
1800 in 1940. Dean Gordon stated

Have You Heard? 
If Not, Go By 
The Physics Lab 

If the latter is the case, maybe 
you ought to have your ears test-
ed on the new auditometer recent-
ly purchased by the physics de-
partment. 

An audiometer is quite harm-
less; it resembles a radio in appear-
ance and works on much the some 
principle, according to J. H. Cross, 
instructor in physics. 

The instrument is used to deter-
mine and record reactions of hu- 
man ears to varying degrees of 
volume and tone In sounds. De-
fects in hearing systems are loca-
ted by the audiometer, thus mak-1 
ing it a valuable Instrument to' 
medical science. 

The audiometer purchased by 
the physics department will be us-
ed in the speech department in 
conjunction with the speech clinic 
and with work toward speech cor- • 
rection. Various cases will be ex- 
Banned and studied endeavoring to 
find the relation between faulty 
hearing and intellectual advance- 
ment.

tional defense training program 
for further training of engineers 
in fields essential to national de-
fense, President Clifford B. Jones 
announced. 

The course will offer training 
designed to result in speeding up 
of production of material and eq-
uipment needed i n national de-
fense. 

If Tech's application is approv-
ed, about 45 days will be required 
to arrange facilities of equipment, 
room space and Instruction, stated 
0, V. Adams, dean of engineering. 
However the course will be finish-
ed by the end of the school year. 
Also At least 10 students must he 
enrolled for the course. 

The expense to the college, which 
allows 20 per cent of the cost of 
the course for equipment, will be 
borne by the government. No tui-
tion will be charged. The student 
will pay his own subsistence, hous-
ing and incidental expenses. 

To be eligible, a person must 
have had three years of engineer-
ing school study or its equivalent 
in training and experience. Fur-
ther details may be obtained by 
anyone Interested in the course 
from Dean Adams. 

If offered here, the course will 
include 200 hours study in indus-
trial organization and  scientific 
management, including production 
control, factory planning and ma-
terial handling and storage; 130 
hours in time and motion study; 
72 hours in study of cost account-
ing, inventory control, budget mak-
ing and control; 72 hours study of 
personnel and Industrial relations, 
including industrial safety and 
hygiene; and 72 hours study of 
tool engineering. A total of 546 
hours would b e devoted to t h e 
ourse and that total would Include 

150 hours allowed for inspection 
trips ,preparation and solution of 
case problems. 

A person could not enroll for  
any particular subject in the gen-
eral course, but will be required to 
take the entire 564-hour course. 
The course as planned will give 
persons training designed to en-
able them to find a place In a spe-
cialized field. 

0. A. St. Clair, head professor 
of industrial engineering and en-
gineering drawing. will supervise 
the course. 

With approval of the applica-
tion, the regular courses of t h e 
engineering division will not be in-
terrupted. The course in produc-
tion engineering is a full t Ira e 
course and under the national 
training program of $9,000,000 cur- 
rently appropriated by congress.

If you reckon by number, all Greece is not able to oppose 
a small part of that army; but if by courage, the number I have 
with me is sufficient. 

—Leonidas, King of Sparta 

"Sickles, they charge you with bringing on the battle. They 
say that you pushed out with your men too near the enemy and 
began to fight just as that council of war met. I am afraid that 
what you say is true, and God bless you forit." 

The letter which President Lincoln wrote to General Daniel 
E. Sickles after Gettysburg was balm to the feelings of the 
doughty commander of the Third Corps of Meade's army. Fate 
had dealt roughly with him on the morning of the second day 
of the great battle (July 2, 1863). He was shot, his troops were 
mauled, and his tactical conduct was under question. He had 
asked the President to grant a court of inquiry into his actions, 
and this was the report he received. 

You Ought To Hear It 
Tech's first opportunity to hear a nationally-known jour-

nalist will be Sunday afternoon when H. R. Knickerbocker 
speaks at the Lubbock high school auditorium. 

Knickerbocker is one of the greatest war correspondents 
living, a Pulitzer Prize winner, and native Texan. He, with 
Damon Runyon, both of International News Service are the 
top ranking news correspondents of the United States. The 
lecture should prove to be of value to everyone interested in the 
European situation. 

The opportunity to hear one who has been in the thick 
of the fighting, negotiations, and international intrigue as Knick-

- erbocker undoubtedly has, should not be passed. Seldom does 
the average college student have the advantage of hearing first 
hand the news of the day interpreted by one who has been 
behind the scenes. 

For seventeen years Knickerbocker has been in Europe, 
Asia, Africa, Australia, and South America studying and re-
porting the news as it happened. He will be able to present the 
situation so as to give us a clearer conception of America's po-
sition in the present conflict. 

The value of such a lecture will be of untold value to those 
who hear it. All college students should be interested in such 
a program as the situation should be of vital concern to them. 

Beanie Question 
Just when Freshmen should remove their slime caps has 

been the subject of controversies at Tech for many years. 
Every year there is a different date or method of ascertaining 
this. 

This year the "Fish" were allowed to take them off after 
the Homecoming football game. Other years it has been after 

- - —4110 Thanksgiving', day football game. Some have even been 
made to wear them as late as "fish" day near the end of the 
year. Some years they have had to wear them until Chiistmas. 

Some offer this proposition: take them off the morning of 
Homecoming if you think we will win the Homecoming football 
game. If we win they stay off, if we lose then the Frosh must 
wear them until Christmas or Thanksgiving. 

In order to preserve this custom a uniform measure or 
regulation should be established. A matter of this kind should 
come under the scope and jurisdiction of the student council. 
Or perhaps a universal agreement, to be approved by popular 
vote, among the.student body should be tried. At any rate some 
definite conclusion should be reached. 

One plan might be suggested as follows: let the Freshmen 
take off their caps Thanksgiving morning, the Thanksgiving 
accepted by the college, if they think that we will win our 
Thanksgiving football game; should we lose, punish them by 
making them wear the "beanies" until Christmas. If there is 
no game scheduled for Thanksgiving take the game preceding 
that date. 

If this suggestion is not acceptable THE TOREADOR quotes 
other suggestions as to settleing this problem. Then a vote on 
the most logical solution could be taken to determine this end. 

The Battling Greeks 
Can the battling Greeks, seemingly repulsing the Fascist 

"invaders" at every point, possibly keep their standard aloft 
in the weeks to come? America's youth is watching the Greek-
Italian conflict closely. And Undergraduate editorialists are 
voicing quiet hope and many words of caution in their discus-
sions. 

"The effect of the Greek resistance on the morale of both 
the democracies and the totalitarian countries will probably be 
inestimable," says the Wisconsin Daily Cardinal. "It will cer-
tainly hearten the British and the 'Free Frenchmen' as well as 
the subversive groups within the boundaries of Germany and 
Italy. It means a tremendous loss of prestige to Italy and to 
Mussolini, who apparently thought he could march down to the 
Peleponnese with no more trouble than he encountered in Al-
bania. To the German people it demonstrates that the might 
of the bully nations isn't invincible. The Achaeans of 1940—the 
lineal descendents of the defenders of Thermopylae, of Mara-
thon, of Salamis, may once again save the West for civilization." 

That the expected Greek collapse isn't likely to materialize, 
at least for the present is the belief of the Cornell Daily Sun. 
"Like Finns, who last winter gave Russia a tussle, the Greeks 
are trading blow for blow with their Fascist invaders, and 
giving a good account of themselves," observes the Sun. "Still, 
we have learned not to expect too much from these little coun-
tries when pitted against the Axis blitzkrieg machine. Even al-
lowing that the Greeks are fighting the weaker part of 'World 
Wreckers, Inc.,' still Adolph looms in the background, and if 
things get bad for his bully comrade, he will no doubt plunge 
in to make sure the fight is fair." 

Readers of The Dartmouth are cautioned against the "too 
rosy" outlook. "We're glad to hear from Athens," says the Dart-
mouth, "that the Italians appear to be driven back into Albania. 
We're glad to read of the exploits of the picturesque Greek 
evzones. But we don't like this talk about the 'Greeks driving 
the macroni-men back into the sea with cold steel.' We don't 
like this talk about the 'Albanians rising in mass revolt, sever-
ing the Italian lines of communication.' We don't like this talk 
about the 'Italian soldiers turning their guns on their officers 
after they lose a few more divisions.' We don't like it because 
we don't like wishful thinking because it glibly ignores the 
minuteness of Greece's army, the oblescence of her navy; because 
it ignores the enormous odds against Greece, including 70 Ger-
man divisions ready to strike somewhere in the Balkans.—But 
we do hope the Greeks do the impossible."

PETER Willis Cawthon's Red 

Raiders were in San Fran-
cisco today, girding for the 
eleventh and final fracas of the 
most spectacular football sea-
son in athletic annals of Texas 

Tech. 
Just seven days past then 

first pigskin defeat this season 
the rejuvenated Raiders wet,. 
top-heavy favorites to blast 
San Francisco almost as decis-
ively as did Santa Clara and 
Stanford. Both those West 
Coast leaders crushed the hapless. 
one-win Dons, 27-0. 

For the first time this season, 
Cawthon's Crimsons were self-mu-
tilated. "Bloody Monday," the iden-
tifying feature that has made 
Texas Tech workouts famous from 
coast to coast in recent years. 
came back into Its own with a 
double-barreled scrimmage Mon-
day and Tuesday. 

Thee players liked It; the 
coaches were their old frollicking 
selves, and railbirds ran up and 
down the sidelines, as if seats were 
selling at a $10 top. 

With the squad no evenly di- 
vided In early week scrimmages 
that never was there more than 
a one-point difference in score, 
Cawthon was undecided Friday 
on his starters against San 
Francisco today. 

Should he open the game with 
the six departing seniors, It Is 
likely E. J. McKnight would 
break in at end again replacing 
Bingham or Duncan, while Bill 
Brown might start at quarterback 
instead of Co-Capt. Ty Bain. 

Indications were, however, that 
the Raiders would take no chance 
on finding themselves behind an 
opponent's lead and try to pull 
out. Senior Halfback Milton Hill, 
Bain, Fullback Charles Dvoracek 
and C. L. Storrs or Roger Smith 
were due to comprise the opening 
backfield, with Seniors Rate Na-
bors and Capt. Primo McCurry 
handling their line posts. 

On the ends likely will be Cla-
rence Tillery and Senior Prince 
Seat', with Red Ledbetter and 
Jack Shanks, who doesn't know 
how to spell "reserve", at the 
tackles. Will Albright, outstand-
ing lineman against New Mex-
ico, probably will start at the 
guard opposite McCurry's. 

Cawthon's 	starting 	backfield 
boasts both speed and power, but 
should it develop that speed was 
needed most, he could call upon 
Red Amonett, Don Austin and 
Jumbo Webster, pulling out Hill, 
Storrs and Dvoracek. This combi-
nation probably would find Blazin' 
Bill Brown at quarterback replac-
ing Bain. 

Baln's blocking has been su-
perior to Brown's most of the 
season, but the senior quarter-
back's pass defense and line-
backing have made him a ballast 
in the backfield. 

Playing their last game for the 
Scarlet and Black of Texas Tech 
today will be six senior lettermen, 
consistently major names In the 
success of Cawthon - coacheed 
teams since 1938. In bull-should-
ered, bell-beaked Primo McCurry, 
Dutchy Smith has developed a 
guard who has been the second 
player in Texas Tech history to 
make Collyer's "Little All-Amer-
ica" ranking. The first was Smith's 
Red Ramsey, named to the my-
thical eleven in 1937. 

Hurricane Milton Hill, a 
speedy little threat at halfback, 
came to the Red Raiders in 1997 
from a United States Marine 
team. His will-o'-the-wisp ball 
carrying has kept his ground-
gaining average among such 
top-notch team-mates as Elmer 
Tarbox, Charley Calhoun and 
Billy Dodd. 

Smith has produced high-rating 
centers for a decade at Texas 
Tech, and in 220-pound Rafe Na-
hors, the bald-pated line mentor 
has developed a pivot man who — 
ranks with such stars of the past 
as Whacker Barton, Larry Priddy 
and Rex Williams. 

Two ends winding up their Tex-
. Tech careers today are E. J. 
McKnight, pass receiver and goal-
kicking artist, and Prince Scott. 
Scott hit his peak as a eopho-
more, and in the 1938 Cotton 
Bowl classic was hailed from 
coast-to-coast for his brilliant. 
slashing defensive tactics. 

Bill Brown, p.ser, signal-
chanter and Ilneeb.ker, has 
stood out like decoration on a 
wedding cake for the Raiders. 
His heady field generalship and 
dependability on pass defense 
have made him a safe substitu-
tion for two years. 

Those will be a tough six for 
Tech to lose, but prospects for a 
banner year in 1941 are stronger 
than ever. More freshman ma-
terial and transfers, and most im-
portant, more returning veterans. 
make the Men In Red odds-on 
favorites to wind up with a bowl 
bid.
