Governor Signs 
Three More Laws 
On Segregation 

AUSTIN, Dec. 11 1.11 — Three 
more laws primarily aimed at 
keeping segregated schools in Tex-
as were signed today by Gov. 
Price Daniel. 

Backed by the segregation bloc 
of the Legislature, the new laws 
were passed during the second 
called session. It brought to five 
the total number of bills asked 
for and passed this year at the 
insistence of the group of East 
Texas legislators. . 

One of the new statutes was the 
Organization - Registration will 
which tied up the second special 
session an extra week before It 
was finally passed, 

During the regular session, the 
Legislature passed and the gov-
ernor signed two other segregation 
bills. One authorizes school boards 
to assign students to certain 
schools and the other prohibits the 
integration of schools unless ap-
proved by the voters in the dis-
trict.

training course. Why not find out 
more about it?

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STUDEN IS COME to Tech and 
leave without ever becoming a part of 
the institution. They spend four years 
studying the higher phases of knowledge. 
They leave with heads stuffed with facts 
and theories in their field of learning. 

But for the majority, life at Tech is 
a small sphere including books, friends 
from immediate contacts and possibly a 
few extra-curricular activities ranging 
from departmental clubs to maybe a fra-
ternity or sorority. Many do not extend 
themselves even this far. 

But would it be possible for every 
student during his time here to enter such 
positions of leadership as the student 
Council, BSO and Student Union coun-
cils—positions where he would be deal-
ing with the whole of Tech in more of a 
civic sense rather than a specialized or 
social sense? Obviously not. 

And the majority of these students 
do not have the desire to enter into things 
in this fullest sense of the thing. But even 
at this, these students are being cheated. 
By not ever realizing that Tech is as 
much a community as the one they were 
brought up in, by not ever developing a 
feeling for Tech — patriotism, school 
spirit if you will — they are losing some-
thing valuable, something they will most 
certainly need later if they are to be con-
structive in their communities. There is 
no question that Tech is losing perhaps 
as much or, probably, more than are the 
students.

that matter. 

I cannot understand why such 
a committee as Traffic was 
ever appointed. Being composed

So what might the solution be? It 
must be something that will connect the 
student with Tech, make Tech as a place 
to live something of value to him. 

Certainly a basic principle would be 
integrity for the institution. Perhaps 
something such as the honor system 
would be a partial answer here. Another 
prime principle would be a more demo-
cratic process. In name we have such, 
but in practice the unequal representa-
tion on student committees makes this 
farce. 

Still another would be campus-wide 
activities involving ever). student. A par-
tial answer is football games. An impor-
tant one is Convocation. The out-of-
town trips answers for a small percent-
age. 

One that could be as important as 
Convocation, though in a different way, 
is the Spring Festival. This event will in-
clude the Engineering and Home Eco-
nomic displays and possibly some track 
events. But to have the material to be 
a real success, the Festival will need the 
Varsity Show. 

Provided that in some way, either by 
administration or possibly the procrast-
inating Welfare Committee, the Varsity 
Show is put on the road, the Festival can 
become an activity with interest and val-
ue to every Techsan. Certainly this one 
principle of student unity is ample just-
ification for immediate action — pro-
vided that the faculty and administra- 
tion can comprehend this.

Texas Tech supposedly has a 
good and strong student gover-
nment system. Granted we have 
student leaders who are very 
capable and are doing the best 
of their ability to remedy such 
situations as these.

serve only as a monitor They 
would be unable to return to the 
airways until the FCC flashed 
the all clear. 

"Ever picked up Sputnik?" 
"YES, SEVERAL times," Lind-

ley said, "makes a guy wonder 
exactly what kind of messages 
those beeps are sending back. 
Sure be glad when we get one up 
there. Might be a comforting 
sound, you know." 

Jim is already hard at work on 
an extension plan to better track 
and report tornadoes next year. 
Storm tracking is one of the 
chief functions of the station. 

"WE WERE VERY busy last 
spring tracking storms. We hope 
to do a lot better job next year," 
he said.

With that Jim closed his log and 
laughed, "I remember one in par-
ticular. It was sent by a service 
man to a married lady—definitely 
not his wife.

U.S. Government 
Pins Propaganda 
Label on Letter 

V, ■ SH1NGTON, Dee. 11 1 .15—
The United States coldly dismissed 
today Soviet Premier Bulganin's 
new letter to President Eisenhow-
er as an attempt to influence next 
week's Atlantic Pact summit 
meeting. 

The State Department publicly 
pinned a propaganda label on the 
15-page message after Eisenhow-
er met with Secretary of State 
Dulles to review final arrange-. 
ments for the Allied meeting open-
ing in Paris Monday, • 

PRIVATELY, top officials de-
nounced Bulganin's latest bid as a 
hodge-podge of previously reject-
ed Soviet proposals, including de-
mands for halting atomic-hydro-
gen tests Jan. 1 and suggestions 
for new East-West meetings. 

A State Department spokesman 
reported the letter, delivered yes-
terday by Ambassador Georgi Za-
rubin, was under "active study" 
by government authorities. 

BUT PRESS OFFICER Lincoln 
White then brushed aside the 3.-
000-word message with these 
words: 

"I think it can be assumed that 
the timing of the delivery of the 
letter and the intention of the So-
viet Union to publish it would in-
dicate an intention to influence 
the proceedings at the NATO con-
ference. 

Dulles reported preparations are 
well under way for the 15-nation 
allied meeting which he will at-
tend with Eisenhower. 

AMERICAN authorities foresaw 
the prospect that the Soviets 
would fire off additional warnings 
and threats before the three-day 
NATO meeting begins Monday. 

The most interesting section of 
the Bulganin letter was consid-
ered to be Russia's suggestion 
that the Allies agree' never to 
make or stockpile atomic-hydro-
gen weapons in West Germany in 
return for a Communist pledge to 
forego such production and stock-
piling in East Germany and Po-
land. 

This was considered an indirect 
maneuver to achieve one of Rus-
sia's favorite objectives—neutrali-
zation of Germany in the East-
West struggle.
