Newport,  a  professor of philo-

sophy of religion at Southwestern 

Baptist Theological Seminary in 
Fort Worth, defined religion  as 
any system of thought and action 
shared by  a  group which gives a 
cosmic frame of orientation. 

After these matters, Newport 
brought out that there was not 
only  a  resurgence of religion' in-
the West, but in all the great 
religions of the world. 

HE CITED as examples the new 
growth of Hinduism which pro-
fesses that there is one non-matet 
ial supreme being who is the force 
behind all phenomomen, of Bud-
dhism which stresses man's inner 
attitude and of Islamism which 
teaches one supreme being Wilt/ 

dominates everything. 
.  'Through these," he SayS, 

can see that religion is  on  the 
march." 

He pointed out that the mater-

 concepts of religion do not  , 

last very long. He noted that the 
blood. sex, race and will of power 
philosophy of the Nazies didn't 
last <Wel'  a  hundred years. 

"THE GREAT. vast historical 
forces  are  helping religion along 
its way, not acting as a substi-
tute." says Newport. 

The Christian religion is what 
we believe is the true religion, and 
we have committed ourselves to 
it  thus we shall study it  as  we 
go through this week, Newport 
said. 

The speaker asserted his belief 
that there is part of the Chris-
tian religion in each of the other 
great religions, but ours is com-
plete and comprehensive and goes 
further toward the work of God 
through the inspiration we get 
from the true Book, the Bible.

Determination of such a relat-

ionship should also be beneficial 

to the science of radio-therapy, 
atomic research personnel and the 
general public in case of mass 
irradiation. 

No special precautions are 
necessary in conducting this study, 
Miss Rivers says, since the ir-
radiation doses are given directly 
to the rats. Experimenters main-
tain a station outside a closed 
door and observe through a win-
do•. 

Miss Rivers has planned fol-
low-up studies on the effects of 
irradiation upon reproduction, but 
not as a part of her thesis work.

Practically all of the real ac-

tion of the story takes place in 
Australia, but actually the 

whole svorld is invoked in the 

clear, simply told plot. 
With certain death staring 

them in the face, the charac-
ters in ON THE BEACH seem 

to take a new look at the real 
values and pleasures in life. Al-
though nothing seems different 
around them, the simple things 
take on real and significant 
meaning. 

	 THE READER IS almost 

thrust into the situation him- 

self, right of the first of the 

book. Shute's ability to make 

the reader "feel" the spell of 
oncoming doom, with calm re- 

signation to that fact is the 

real effectiveness of the book, 
an effectiveness which lingers 

on even after he puts the book 
down. 

This book has the emotional 

depth to arouse readers almost 
too realistically to the actual 

dangers svhich could be encoun- 

tered in this generation as a re- 

sult of our atomic and nuclear 
passers. But it is not the dis-

mal, no-hope type of plot with 

which many of the science-fir.  
lion books deal. 

SHUTE HAS GIVEN to site 
world a subtle warning and has 
also strengthened a faith in the 
human race. The calm tone 
which prevails throughout pre- 
vents any thought of panic en- 
tering into the scene. 

ON THE BEACH could well 
serve as an example all over 
the world, but perhaps even 
more important, it might teach 
new values in the life we take 
for granted.

THE RAIDERS, alter three 
straight losses, are now in a four-
way tie for second place with 
Rice, Texas A&M, and TCU. AU  
hold 7-6 records and trail SMU 
and Arkansas, 8-5, by one full 
game. 

Tonight Arkansas hosts Texas 
at Fayetteville, SMU meets Bay-
lor at Waco and TCU battles 
A&M at College Station. 

The situation, already quite 
complex, could become consider-
ably more tangled after tonight. 

One thing is certain — the ties 
for third place will all be broken 
as the four teams involved all 
see action against one another. 

IT WOULD take a double loss 
—by SMU and Arkansas—to give 
anyone else a shot at the crown. 
And—it could end with just one 
battle-scarred figure at the top 
of the heap. 

Rice will be seeking revenge 

for a three-point loss inflicted by 
Tech in Houston that opened this 
dizzy campaign back in January. 

Since that time both ball clubs 
have been great in streaks and 
miserable in others. At present, 
both have been inclined to fall un-
der the latter classification. 

The Owls have lost their last 
two to TCU and Texas while the 
Raiders have fallen three times in 
a row to SMU, A&M and TCU. 

SATURDAY night the Raiders 

fell far behind to the Horned Frogs 
at the beginning and never could 
quite catch up. although they made 
a gallant effort in the second half, 
actually pulling ahead by one point 
for a few seconds.

In this season finale the Owls 
will start with two Lubbock boys.

ANOTHER AREA lad, Gary 

Griffin 16-51 from Pampa and 
Tom Robitaille 16-91 will start 
at forwards. Robitaille is the lead-
ing scorer for the Owls with 141 
field goals and 51 free throws for 
333 points in season play and 90 
field goals and 28 free throws for 
208 points in conference action. 

At center will be highly-touted 
Temple Tucker (6-101. Tucker has 
121 field goals and 72 free throWs 
for 314 points this year to be 
Rice's second leading scorer. 

FOR THE RED Raiders in their 
final debut of a highly succesful, 
yet a bit depressing of late. con-
ference campaign Polk Robinson 
will start Gerald Myers (5-101 and

Hill is the leading Raider scorer 
with 151 field goals and 63 free 
throws for 365 points for the sea-
son.
