"It is surely fine to see Texas 1505,0 
and girls once more," states Miss 
West. She Is also glad to resume 
her official duties at Tech. which 
began when the college first open-
ed, and which were broken only by 
her leave of absence two years ago. 

Employed in 1930 by the Library of 
Congress, at Washington. D. C.. 
Miss West was sent to Spain to se-
lect all historical material she 
could find that might bear on the 
history of the United States. Her 
chief source of information was the 
General Archives of the Indies In 
Seville, and she had as her as-
sistants, two Spanish hays: woo 
took pictures of all Miss West's dis-
coveries. The films were later sent 
to Paris to be enlarged on the 
photostat. 

In discussing her method of col-
lection, bliss West told how her 
work of the last two years differed 
from that of two earlier periods. 

"In 1912 I :pent two and one-half 
months in Mexico, and in 1014 I 
was in Cuba.
